BIG SHIPMENTS OF LIVE STOCK

Ifcceipfs of Grain at Buffalo Show
a Large Falling Off Shipments

of California Fruit
Deereased.

Washington, Nov. S. The Internal com-

merce of the United States during the first
three-quarte- rs of the commercial year is.
In many respects, the most remarkable In,
the history of the country's internal trade,
while In some features thero Is a decline
from the high tide of activity for the cor-
responding period of a year or two ago.

Tho monthly summary of the Treasury
Bureau of Statistics reports that the trunk-lin- e

movement of flour from Chicago points
during the four weeks of September reached
an average of S0.SU barrels. For the first
time In the year one week's grain move-
ment fell below a million bushels. The pro-
vision trade shows the high st weekly aver-
age of the jear, being 31,784 tons per
week.

At the five chief live stock markets in
the West the receipts for nine months, end-
ing September K. were 5,2KK6 cattle, K.-4- :3

CO hogs and 5,331,1:5 sheep, aggregating
a&ol.lSo head or these three klnd3. com-
pared with X20.971 htad for tho like period
of 15m

Chicago received I13.11S cars of the five
kinds of stock, compared with 210.493 carlfor the first nine months of 1900. Kansas
Cltj's arrivals of both cattle and hogs were
larger than for any previous year to Sep-
tember 30. Omaha's packing Industries con-
sumed 2,S1.4A1 head of cattle, hogs an'sheep, against 2.S90.6C2 head last jear to
September CO. The corresponding figures for
St. Joseph are 3.('JS.4t.6 head and lSoAJL
Nine months' receipts at St. Louis in 13C1
wtre z,'ju3o, an ".ew.ZZ head for 13C0.

Mocks of Cut Meat.
Stocks of cut meats of both Kansas City

and Omaha on September 30, was lower than
at the end of any one of the previous fivo
months, but higher than on the correspond-
ing dates of the two preceding years. Sep-
tember receipts and shipments of cut meat
and dried beef at Chicago decreased below-la- st

September's Uguies. Cincinnati, on thcontrary, shows an unsual gain in both re-
ceipts and shipments of dried salt meats,
both for September and for the nine month
ending Sepumber.

The season's receipts of five kinds of grata
at Buffalo show that there has been a con-
siderable falling oft compared with llwO und
ISO.. The season's flour receipts, bv lake,
are still above those of 1SS9. though slightly
below-- those of v. fchlpmems by Lrla
Canal from that point for the season to
September 3f, 1301, were 11.583,317 bush-
els and for the season of 1SQ0 to
that date were 10,736.335 bushels. Canal
shipments of five principal cereals have
made bomo gain, while railway shipments
of grain from elevators at Buffalo havo
fallen from 79.4i5.70; bushels for the first
three-quarte- rs of last year to 6S.447.024 bush-
els this ear. The number of boats cleared
by canal this season to September 30 has
been ZZ3). being the smallest number on
record since 1SSS. The tonnage for the sea-
son to September 30 was 2.44J.747, covering
the entire State system of canals.

On tlie Great Lakes the shipments of flour.
coal, minerals. Including ore. lumber. logs '

and unclassified freight were larger this
September than last September. Grain
shipments decreased from 17.5SS.4S7 bushels
to 23.432.CvG bushels. The Sault Ste. Marie
canals report 4,133.005 tons of freight for
September. 1S0L and 3.411.433 tons for Sep-
tember. l!s). as having parsed in both di-
rections. The season's traffic Is nearly halfa million tons greater than last season's.

uinll Receipts of Cotton.
In Southern territory the receipts of cot-

ton in sight for the first month of the sea-
son amcunted to C92.6S6 bales, being the
smallest In four years. Port receipts were
likewise unusually small and show an In-
creasing tendency to move cotton by way
of the Gulf porte rather than the Atlantic
ports. On the other band, the figures of
distribution show that the total domestio
spinners' takings have been much higher
than during last September, . though not
quite up tn those of September. 1S33.

The receipts of tobacco at seven Southern
markets west of the mountains for nine
months this year were 34,715 hogsheads,
compared with 1S9.0SS last year. Grain
cleared at New Orleans was. nearlv three
times as large as that cleared In Septem-
ber one year ago. Redwood shipments from,
Upper California for September fell below
those of the two previous years. For the
nine months ending with September ship-
ments amounted to 161.100.S02 feet, compared
with 152.935,935 feet In 1900 and 16156,919 feat
In lSSt.

The season's shipments of deciduous fruits,
from California this year aggregated 5.3S3
cars, compared with 5,733 cars last season.
Citrus fruits show a gain over last season's
shipments, belnc 33.S57 this season, against
17,677 last season from November L

Coastwise commerce at the port of Ta-co-

for Septemtier gives the smallest
l'our shipments during the four months
since June. The lumber traile has shown a
similar falling off to domestic destinations,
but a marked Increase to foreign ports. At
San Francisco the local flour movement has
been substantlallv stationary for the past
three months. The arrivals of wheat for
S"ptemrer have exceeded the combined re-
ceipts of July and Ausust. and Septembr
lmrley receipts were twice the combined re
ceipts tor juiy anu August.
