It is necessarily difficult for one who de-

scribes events as a special observer and par-
ticipant to keep his own personality In the
background, and Sir. Creelman touches on
this point in his preface, thus rightfully
disarming criticism of the personal element
In his book. Then he proceeds to tell the
story of his wanderings and adventures as
a special correspondent, and it is a safe pre-
diction that whoever begins tho reading of
that story will not voluntarily lay the vol-
ume down until the last page has been
reached. The story is told in a forceful and
straightforward stjle, a virtue due to the
writer's newspaper training, and gains In
vitality from Mr. Creclman's newspaper
knack of making the happenings, scenes and
figures described seem actual and Immi-
nent to the reader's eye.

In considering the scope of the book It la
well to remember that few great national
and International events of the past ten
years have failed of numbering James
Creelman among the correspondents who
witnessed and .described them, and consid-
ered their significance from the universal
newspaper viewpoint. He is the only

who ever succeeded in Interview-
ing the Pope, and he tells a breathing story
of how he reached and talked with the
"white Vicar of Christ, sitting at the heart
of the mysterious Vatican." He won pecu-la- r

distinction In, the Chinese-Japane- se

War, being attached to the Japanese Army
In the field, and his fearless account of
Japanese atrocities following the fall of
Port Arthur proved his newspaper deotion
to the truth, regardless of how- - its telling
might affect his personal fortunes. The
pitiable war between G.rccce and Turkey
found Creelman first with the Greeks und
then with the Turks, picturesquely con-
trasting the two peoples and Indicating how
tnevltable was the ultimate outcome of such
a conflict. "While the Cuban Republic wa
still wandering In the tall grass and God
was leading Spain to destruction over the
well-wor- n path of tyranny." to quote Creel-
man himself, this Indefatigable reporter
reached the scene and began his service by
telling some plain truths to one Don Val-eria-

Weler, commonly known as "The
Butcher." the Spanish Captain General of
Cuba. Krom the shitting panorama of the
Cuban insurrection and the Spanish-America- n

War, Mr. Creelman was later trans-
ferred to the Philippines'. He saw whatever
wa- - to be seen from tho firing-lin- e and tells
of what he baw with great picturesquesness.
And Incidentally, we read of how he Inter-
viewed Tolstoi, of li's gllmpse of the famous
patriot Louis Kossuth, of his lsit to Haytl,
the Black Republic, of h.s talk with Sit-
ting Bull, of his hairbreadth ejvape from
death in a balloon voyage, of how he saw
the Czar In St. Petersburg, and, finally, his
tender and appreciative story of the last
hcunt of the late President McKinley, shot
to death by the hnarchltt. Czolgosz.
