At the end
of that tight 1t seemed that Sharkey could
have gune on indefinitely, although the jast
ten roumnds were plainly Joffries's rounds,
Sharkey fought most In the first fifteon,

Then, agatn, and hére the student of form
will begin to “see things" Ptesimmons beat
Rublin In =six rounds easily and Jeffries beat
Fitzsimmons In eleven rounds, casily, too.
In boeth fights Fitzsimmons rushed. Jeffrics
lked him best in that form. Fiizsimmons
gut the betier of the In-fighting with Ruh-
ln and punched him so severely that he
lay fll for days. Ruhlin was bealen almost
to & pulp in that fAght.

It would appear that Jeffries and Ruhiln
are two slow moving, heavy hittera.
