C. Robirts and C. A. Rattle, ha Just issueud
an announcement relative to the union if
the two churches and the Installation of the
Reverend Mr. Nelson as pastor. In which the
following statement is made:

"We have btcn endeavoring during the
past few vcars to come Into touch with our
nonectarlan brethren abroad. We are mot
happy to announce to vou that we have
found such a. congregation In our own clt;.
known as the Christian Assembly, actively
engaged in disseminating the truth, shorn
of nil creed setting; a church In whMi
Christian character Is the only condition of
fellowship, and where each Individual mem

curred several times in my district The
Viceroy had Chinese soldiers detailed al-

most constantly to discover plots againat
the foriiqners and arrest the plotters.

"The people of this Province were very
iriemnv ana trenteu us wiin sreav cousi:i-ntlo- n.

and no tffort was made to molest us
or to harm the property of the missions.
There was only one case that I remember,
where a mlsxlon in the extreme north part
of the Province was destroved. Mvself nnd
another missionary, MKs Varney, traveled
about the Province without fear of molesta-
tion and once made a two dajs" Journey In
sedan chairs, to the great astoni&hmtnt of
the residents of Poo-Cho- who were under
the Imnresslon that all the women mis-
sionaries had left the country at the be-

ginning of the otubreak.
Christian atlvea Fared Worse.

"The Christian Chinese were not so for-
tunate as the missionaries and foreigners.
Thousands of these unfortunates were bru-
tally maltreated and abused by their
heathen relatives and their little property
confiscated. So far as I could learn, how-
ever, none was klltld outright. The Vice-ro- j.

in many of these cases, was powerless
to redress the wrongs of the victims or mete
out Just punishment to the offenders.

"As an Instance of the amicable feeling
existing between the foreigners and the

officials throughout the Province, nnd
of tho confidence reposed In them by tha
Chinese, one Incident will Illustrate. Last
vear there was a disastrous freshet in the
River Mln. and the waters devastated a
large district and laid waste lands on both
banks, reducing thousands of natives to the
verge of starvation. Succor was promptly
forthcoming In the shape of large supplies
of provisions and other necessaries, and a
relief fund was raled by subscription. The
Chinese officials asked that a committee or
foreigners be intrusted to distribute this

iv.lirtni Dint lhov w pr certain it
v.ould reach the deserving sufferers entitled I

to it. whereas. It leit to tne mrecuon or me
natives. It was not certain that it would be
properly applied."

Miss Wilson sajs that the missionaries
TinvA rifvUpfl n new rvstem of teaching the
natives the Bible, called the "Romanized
s)stem," whereby the reading of the Scrip-
tures is simplified for the older natives, ,- - ,

pecially the women, and the work of both
missionaries nnd pupils is greatly cxpe- - ,

dlted. This svstem is used exclusively In
classes of old pupils, and both sj stems are i

used with the younger pupils. Miss Wilson
Rnvs tli. Romanized svstem has been found
of such benefit that It is probable It will bo
universally adopted throughout the Empire.

llrlnga Uncle Chinese Ilojs.
Miss Wilson, when she left China, several

weeks ago, was accompanied by two Chinese,
bojs lS vears old. The bojs had been
educated "by the missionaries of another
district nnd were coming to this country
to complete their education preparatory to
returning to their native land to engage in
missionary work. Miss Wilson agreed to
look after their welfare on the Journey, ns
they had never traveled and would be

if left to their own devices. She
left them at Delaware. O. where the school
Is located.

Miss Wilscn "sajs she expects to rcsjmo
her labors In China next ear.
