INCONSISTENT.
As the exhibit of Messr. Haskius and

Sells is studied the conviction has
grown upon Missourians that the
finances of the State are in excellent
t.bape. Outside of some early balances
that were dropped by ISepublicans, the
fiscal management and bookkeeping
have not permitted the loss of funds.

When the Governor and Auditor
called in Messrs. Ilasklns and Sells to
examine the accounts the Glolie-Denio-cr-

began to slur the firm as being in-

ferior to its own anonymous "Missouri
expert" At the tame time complimen-
tary references were made to the ex-

amination of Chicago's fiscal accounts
by experts.

Now the interesting Information comes
that Messrs. llaskins and Sells ex-

amined the Chicago accounts. Their
high standing as an unimpeachable au-
thority in the Investigation of books is
evidenced in their employment by Chi-

cago, where there is no question con-
cerning the integrity of officials.

If the Globe-Democr- accepts the
verdict of Messrs. Haskins and Sells in
tlie Chicago investigation, why not the
exhibit of Mis-our- i's fiscal accounts? In
both cakes, this firm has worked in the
capacity of expert accountants, and has
given unprejudiced and full rejiorts.

Or is the Globe prejudiced 'i If so, can
its position be explained from any iioint
of view other than that the truth must
suffer in the attempt to besmirch Mis-
souri?

PROVE OK RETRACT.
The Globe-Democr- at is still squirm-

ing in the effort to get away from a.

justification of the four specific charges
of Democratic mismanagement which It
has heretofore made.

We Insist that these cliarges be either
MUbstantlated or that the Globe make a
public acknow ledgmeut that It has will-
fully misrepresented the facts.

The charges made by that paper are:
1. The use of I4,k..,ikjo of public

money to reduce the landed debt and
Interest duriug the last thirty jears
from ifiio.OiW.uuo to $U,uuo,uuu

li. An ovcrju incut on the Itondeel
debt for the same period of $1,030,071.

3. An overiKsyment on account of In-
terest earned by the bonds of $173,-1L- U

4. The issue of school certificates
amounting to ?5S1,S81, for which Issue
an equivalent amount of bonds was not
redeemed.

These are the four cliarges made by
the Globe-Democra- t. "If made by an
Individual in this State, and sworn to,
the party making the fuNe affidavit
could be prosecuted for perjury under
our statutes. In the absence of such an
affidavit the charges are necessarily
classed as falsehoods.

In moral-- , falsehoods and perjury be-
long to the same class of crimes.

Will the Globe or its "expert ac-
countant" make affidavit to the correct-
ness of these charges?

We again insist that Old Ananias
either prove the charges or admit their
falsity. We do not intend to permit the
Globe to escaiie the odium of false ac-
cusations by attempting to raise other
bogus issues.

INFORMATION.
The Globe-Democr- desires a state-

ment of the number of the school bonds
canceled in lieu of the certificates
Issued.

The Republic has given this informa--tio- n

before, but that the people njay not
be misled by the Globe's repeated mis-
representations, we will again submit
an exhibit of the State's transactions
on account of school certificates issued
and bonds retired.

The total amount of school and semi-
nary certificates issued to this date is
$4,3U3,83.42.

Of this amount $900,000 is represented
by the original certificate issued by the
Liberal Republicans July 1, 1872, to re-

imburse the School Fund, which amount
had been ruthlessly taken by the Re-

publican party In 1SCG and applied to
the public debt.

The sum of $2,131,000 Is represented
by that number of bonds retired and
canceled July 1, 1831.

The remaining obligations on account
of school certificates issued are rep-

resented by $225,000, transferred from
the School Fund to the Sinking Fund to
redeem bonds; by $074,95&23 trans-
ferred from the Seminary Fund to the
Sinking Fund to redeem bonds: and by

$46238l19, transferred from the Rev-
enue Fund to the Sinking Fund to re-
deem iKmds.

That is to say, for every dollar of cer-
tificates outstanding an equivalent
amount, of bonds has been retired anil
canceled, except only as to the original
certificate of $900,000, issued by the
Liberal Republican administration In
1S72 to cover the "eleiieil" In the School
Fund, occasioned by the wrongful use
of the School Fund by the Republican
party to reduce the public debt.

ANOTHER "EXPERT."
An anonymous corresoiident of the

Globe-Democr- at uio- -t of the Globe's
favorites are anonymous has written
a letter to that paper advising Andrew
Carnegie not to donate any money to

Mise-ouri'- s State University. He sees in
the possibility a "menace to the tax-
payers of poor old Missouri."

Continuing the defamatory tactics of
the Globe, this unknown though
vouched-fo- r correspondent says that the
School Fuud Commissioners would fol-

low the custom that has been estab-
lished "where the money might be used
to cover up the delicieuces shown in the
public accounts," certificates of indebt
edness being issued therefor.

The apparent seriousness of tills
charge' contains Its' only danger. Yet
philanthropists such as Andrew C.tr-ueg- ie

or the late James S. Rollins have
not usually considered the bestowal of
gifts a burden on any community.
Mr. Rollins considered the certificates
of indebtedness the best form In which
to safeguard the Sehool Fund, as his
vote ou the proposition testifies.

As for the insinuation that any be-

quest would be used to coer up
in some other fuud, the peo-

ple answered that calumny last fall by
a decisive majority returned for the
candidates who stood for the iutegrity
of honored Missouri othcials. Money
paid into the School and Seminary
funds has been kept apart, the income
being used exclusively for the benefit
of the State's educational Institutions.

This has been done and will be done
without burdening the taxpayers. No
man who may contemplate endowing
the SUite University, the School of
Mines, or any other branch of the pub-

lic educational system of Missouri, w ill
feel that his money will le used for
other purposes than that for which he
Intends.

Yet plunder Is the Impression which
the Globe would convey. The spirit
that has characterized tills attack is the
same as that which has jcrmeated the
whole series of calumnies brought
against the State. If the harm were
confined to Missouri, where citizens are
familiar with the course of the Globe,
there would be no chance for the schools
to suffer. Outside of the State, Mis-

souri may be hurt because of lack of
accurate information.

ANOTHER FALSEHOOD.
The "Old Politician," who Is one of

the anonymous expert accountants aud
constitutional lawyers of the Globe-Democr-

said last Suuday, comment-
ing upoii the conversion of the school
funds In 1875: "Who got the interest
on the United States bonds)? Do the

books show? Not on your life."
The Globe-Democr- in an editorial

comment, made substantially the same
charge. .

This is another of the undoubtedly
coldblooded and Intentional falsehoods
of the Globe-Democra- t.

The books do show the amount of in-

terest collected on these bonds sold by
the agent of the State Board of Educa-
tion. The exact interest collected up to
the date of the transfer, in the latter
part of November, 1875, was $40,898,
which was properly placed to the credit
of the State's school moneys for the
education of the children.

Not only this, but the Board of Edu-
cation, in addition to collecting the in-

terest, as shown by the books, secured
a premium of $1,407 on the Interest thus
collected. It must lie also remembered
that this interest and the premium
thereon were additional to the amount
of premium realized on the principal of
the lionds, as stated in the Auditor's
report.

In other words, the State realized
$242,200 of premium on the face value
of the United States bonds sold for
the School Fund, in addition to the in-

terest and premium represented by the
January couions, which amounted to
$42,305.

The facts require the Globe-Democr-

and the "Old Politician" to with-

draw this slanderous charge.

Anderson, tho venerable keeper of Fort
Point Lighthouse. Is dead, aged 74 jears.
He was a native of South Carolina, a grad-
uate of West Point, but resigned as First
Lieutenant of the Fourth Artillery at the
breaking out of the Civil War. He was
commissioned Captain of Artillery in the
Confederate Army, promoted to Colonel and
given command of the Twenty-thir-d Ala-
bama Infantry. He was In command of
Fort Gaines and his heroic defense of that
fort won the admiration of Admiral Karra-gu- t.

to whom he surrendered his sword,
which was returned to him a few years
afterward with this Inscription on the
blade: "Kcturned to Colonel C D. Ander
son, by Admiral Fierragut, for his gallant
defense of Fort Gaines. April 8. Is6l."

Alter the war he encaged :n civil en
gineering and was City Engineer of Austin.
lie supervised construction or tlie new cus
tom-hou- here. He finally accepted the po
sition as lighthouse keeper at fcort point.
A widow, three sons and daughter survive
him.

Mrs. Anderson comes from a family close-
ly associated with the history of the coun-
try. The Department of Justice building In
Washington was her father's home and
where she was wooed and wed by Colonel
Anderson.

CRGZIER SUCCEEDS

GENERAL BOFFiNGTON.

Appointed Chief of Ordnance Over
the Heads of Twenty-Seve- n

Senior Ollieets.

Th Republic Itureau.
Hth an-- i lVnn;yhanla Av.

Washington. Nov. 22. The President to
day announced the appointment of Captain
William Crozler of the Ordnance Depart-
ment to be Chief of Ordnance for four
years, with the rank during that time of
Brigadier General. General Crozler suc-

ceeds General A. R. Bufflngton, who retired
y from active service.
Captain Crozler's appointment Is re-

garded as another blow at seniority in the
army. His selection was bitterly opposed
by the twenty or more officers of the
Ordnance Department who were hrs
seniors.

At the same time it i another declara-
tion of the intention of the President and
Secretory" of War to recognize ability and
progressiveness in officers of tho
army. Irrespective of rank.

Secretary Root has long been an advocate
of that principle and showed it last spring;
when ho promoted Chaffee, 3IacArtuur and
Wheaton to be Major Generals and Jumped
them over Brigadier General James F.
Wade, who was their senior In rank. It
was later phown by the promotion of Cap-

tain lranklln Bell to be a Brigadier Gen-

eral, thereby advancing him over the heads
of many 31aJon. Lieutenant Colonels and
Colonels of the line of the army.
Advanced Over Many Senior OHlcer.

In the promotion of Captain Crozler, ho is
advanced ov cr four Colonels, six IJeutenaut
Colonels, twelve 3Iajors and Ave Captains,
Captain Crozler ls now In New York, anl
will be ordered to Washington immediately
to take chargo of the Ordnance Bureau.

General Bufflngton, his predecessor, left
Washington last night after taking leave
of the officers In the War Department,

Captain Crozler ls one of the energetic.
men of the army. He ls full of nervous
energy, notwithstanding a frail phvslca!
con'titution. which has kept him on sick
leave to some extent within recent years.
He and General Bufflngton are great
friends, they being the Joint inventors of
the disappearing gun carriage system which
Is now In adoption at our seacoast fortifica-
tions. It L? this same gun carriage, the
Crozler-HuBlngto- n type, which caused so
much controversy among the ordnance of-

ficials and the members' of the Board of
Ordnance. and Fortification.

He was a cadet at West Point In 1872:
graduated In LS,.. and was assigned to the
Fourth Artillery with the rank of Second
Lieutenant. After five years In the artillery
he was transferred to the Ordnance Depart-
ment with the rank of First Lieutenant,
and was promoted to Captain In 1S92.

BULLI0NST0LEN IN TRANSIT.

More Than 100 Bars of Gold and
Silver Disappeared.

El Paso, Tex.. Nov. 22. A bold then, in

which desperate thieves made away wltii
more than $20,009 in gold and silver bullion,
has Just come to light. Nearly a year ago
eighty bars of gold-an- silver bullion were
stolen while in transit from smelters of this
city to refineries In the East. Thirty -- two
more bars were stolen while In transit about
rive months ago.

The bullion disappeared In a singular man-
ner and the police of this city, private and
railway detectives and Sheriffs all over the
Southwest have been making a patient
search for the thieves.

The matter has been kept a profound se-

cret till y. The thieves were recently
traced to this city, and It is known that the
bullion lxtrs are buried for safe keeping mar
here.

The bullion was shipped from EI Paso
over the Galveston. Harrtsburg and San An-
tonio Railway to the Eastern refineries un-l- er

When the shipments
reached New Orleans the seals on the cars
were found broken and the bullion gone. In-
vestigation proved that It hail lieen thrown
out of the cars shortly after leaving this
city.

MONROE DOCTRINE,

London Paper I'rojxisos That tJreat
I'liinin (Jive Her Formal In-

dorsement in Interest of Peace.

London. Nov. 22. The mixt important po-

sition In edition of the Specta-
tor will tie occupied by a dlscuss-io- of a
proposal that Great Britain give Its formal
adherence to the 3Ionroe doctrine. The
Spectator will say:

"If America will elefine th 3Ionroe doc-
trine, why .should we not pledge ourselves
not to infringe upon it? When we had
acknowledged this doctrine, America might
propose It to the rest of the Powers for

If she elld, the Powers could
hardly refuse. If they adhered, their ad-

herence would lie of great use. not to Amer-
ica, hut to the cause of peace, for it would
eliminate a great many of the notable
causes of war. If the 3Sonroe doctrine be-

came part of the public law of the civilized
world, the risk of a war breaking out with
regard to European interference in Brazil
or Spanish America, now always a possi-
bility, would then pass away.

"Possibly no other Power but Great Brit-
ain would at first be willing to recognize
the 3Ionroe doctrine as binding. Even ro. it
would be worth our while to pledge our-

selves to respect It. for we never mean to
attack that doctrine, and sooner or later
our example will probably be followed by
other Powers."

"We fear there Is no doubt about the
matter. In the United States a less subtle
and more accentuated style of actlnc Is
necessary, in order that a player may
make hU effects. The audiences like a less
delicate and a noisier method. They are
less quick to catch and appreciate the
nuances of tho actors' art. Violence of
gesture and Intonation do not offend them.
They do not detect or resent what Is crude
and shoddy, ns a West End audience would.
They are easier taken In by claptrap."
