Medical Journal Says Diphtheria
Fatalities Were Increased by
St. Louis Tetanus Agitation.

The mortality rate in diphttheria ca=es In
Chicago Has inerra==q onc-thind, a rding
sociation, a result of the denths in St
Louls from tetanus of several children who
were under treatment with diphtheria anti-
toxin,

In St. Louls the rato has not apparently
chinnged owing to the widely known benefl-
cinl offects of the anti:oxin and the fact
that It has beens generally and success=fully
umsd here far so long

Commenting on the sitgatlon, the Jourpal
sajym:

“The evilence thus far poinla to a fatal
but avoldable mistake as a cause of the St
Louls tetanus caves, and the result will be
afl the greater care and grenter safety n
the manufacture and use of antitoxin here-
after.

“A 21 per cent tnorease fn the mortality of
such a tractuble disoase as diphtherin under
ntitoxin trentment In three weeks I
too merions o matter to be dismlssed with &
shrug of the shoulders. The bakes s dozen
of tetanus deaths In 81, Louls slnk Into post-
tive Insignificance com el with the untoid
thowmnds  of avoidable diphiheria deaths
which will lnevitably follow unl=ss members
of the modical professon Jemand @ guaran-
teed purity of antitoxin and are thus en-
nhled with the confidence of definite knowl-
edge and 86 inspire the anxlous parent with
thelie own confidence.™

IMscussing the possible means by which
such occurrences ns those in St Louls
might be prevented, the Journal says:

“While there Is no blame to be attached
to any one In particular, is It not possible
that there has a faise economy on th
part of the authorities in utilizing broken-
