HITCHCOCK REVIEWS

THE INDIAN QUESTION.

Secretary of the Interior Gives It
a Prominent Place in His

Annual licport.

WORK OF DAWES COMMISSION.

His Summary Thereof Contains
Tacit Admission That He Does

Xot Think Indian Territory
Is Keady for Statehood.

Washington. Nov. 21. The annual report
of Secretary of the Interior Hitchcock cov-
ers 100 printed pages, and deals In detail
with all the operations of the department.

The Indian question gets a prominent po-
sition. Many pages are devoted to it In Its
broadest aspects. The conclusion Is reached
"that nonreservatlon schools have fully
served their purpose, and that further exten
sion of theso schools should not b. per- -
mitted."

Moreover, the Secretary asserts that 'for
porno time ha has been of the opinion that
the curriculum should be restricted to the
common-scho- course.

"Industrial training," he says, "should and
will be Inaugurated in both the nonreserva-
tlon and reservation boarding school',
where not already established to
consist of carpentcry, blacksmlthlng.
harness, shoo and wagon making, and
such other Industries or trades as males
may be adapted to, and females ought to
be trained especially In laundering, cook-cr- y,

tailoring, dressmaking and the arts
of housekeeping, to wlilch more than ordina-
ry attention should be paid."

Indian Territory Affairs.
It Is, however, when the Secretary con-

siders In detail tho condition of the In-
dian Territory under the Curtis act and
other legislation that his conclusions be-

come of tho greatct Immediate interest to
the Southwestern State'. The earlier
treaties are reviewed and the several nets
under which the jurisdiction of the terri-
torial courts were extended are recited his-

torically, with this conclusive comment:
"Notwithstanding the enlargement of the

Jurisdiction of the United States Courts in
the Indian Territory, the conditions therein
continued to be unsatisfactory, nnd tuhse-que- nt

legislation was had with a lew of
remedjlng the defects and affording ad-

ditional protection to the persons residing
In said Territory."

The consequent creation of the Dawes
Commission under the act of March 3. 1SS3,

its duties, ar originally constituted und ns
subsequently modified and extended by ad-

ditional legislation, are presented with Home
attention to detail and the whole legislative
purpose of the Government is reiewed r.s
it was finally crystallized In the Curtis act.
The Secretary states:

"Under the provisions of the Curtis act,
the commission was required to make cor-
rect rolls of citizenship of the members of
the Fivo Nations, including the freedmen.
and. upon the completion of the roll of citi-
zenship of any one cf the nations. It was
required to allot the exclusive use and oc-

cupancy of the surface of the land suscepti-
ble of allotment to the members appearing
upon said noli, 'glting to each, so far as

. his fair and equal share therrof,
considering the nature and fertility of the
soil, location and value of same.

'.ot Vet Prepared for Statehood.
"Hy the term of the agreement. It was

declared that all the lands within the In-

dian Territory belonging to the Choctaw
and Chickasaw nations shall be allotted to
tho members of said tribe so as to give to
each member, a far as possible, a fair and
equal share thereof, considering the char-
acter and fertility of the soil and the loca-
tion and value of the land, but the coal and
asphalt "in or under the lands allotted' were
reserved from allotment."

The Secretary recites that the report of
tho Dawes Commission "for the fiscal ear
et.ding June 2)1. 1901, gives an exhaustive
account of Its work, the magnitude thereof
and the difficulties to be overcome in Its
execution.

"The expense and work of the commission
have probably reached their maximum dur-i- ns

the past fiscal ear, and, while a great
deal has been accomplished in the matter
of the preparation of the rolls and the allot-
ment of the lands, there still remains much
to be accomplished before the tribal govern-
ments shall filially be dissolved and the
lands thereof "be prepjred for admission as
a State of the L'nlon' "a tacit suggeHlon
to the statehood boomers that at Ieat or.e
member of the Cabinet Is not In sympathy
with the conclusions of the Muscogee con-
vention.

!nuiuiury cif CuiunilNHlons Work.
ilr. Hitchcock thereupon thus summarizes

the exhaustive account of the Dawes Com-
mission:

"During the fiscal jear ending June 5),
1D"1, the commission has been engaged in
tearing applications for enrollment, making
clarifications of the lands of the several
tribes, allotting thu lands to the Semlnoles,
granting selection certificates to members

"Althounh the work of enrolling citizens
has been somewhat delaied, the commis-
sion reports that commendable progress has
been made lu tiie Creek and Cherokee Na-
tions'.

Work to lie Done ou Creek Itolls.
"In the Creek Nation It has been found

Impossible to close the rolls' until a date
shall have been fixed after which the chil-

dren born to parents who are citizens of
the Nation should not be added, and alto
until further provision shall have been made
regulating the disposition of the lands of
citizens entitled to enrollment who shall
have died before allotment is made.

"It appears! that practically all the citi-
zens of the Creek Nation whose names are
found upon the last authenticated rolls of
that tribe are listed for enrollment, and It
Is) now only required to ascertain the names
of those to be stricken from and those to
be added to the rolls on account of births
and deaths under the ratified agreement
abote referred to.

"Since April. IVJt), when applications were
received for preliminary allotments by the
Creeks 10,617 persons have made application
to select allotments, of which number S.537

have recelted preliminary allotments of 160
acres, and 1.0V) hae made partial selec-
tions; that the selections up to and Includ-
ing June 3, 1W1. Include an area of 1.636,-S- li

acres.
"It appears that applications for enroll-

ment as citizens of the Cherokee Nation, in-
cluding Indians and freedmen. have been
heird by the Commission during the past
year, and that progress has been necessarily
slow on account of the large number of ap-
plicants and witnesses and the great volume
of testimony which must be received and
considered.
Neniliiiile Lands I'rnef Irnll) Allottril.

"Concerning the enrollment of the Choc-ta-

and ChkkaFaws. less progress lias
been made during the past year than at any
other time previous. The Commission states
that this 1p due to the fact that no jse
has been fixed for the closing of the roils
of those tribes.

"The Commission has allotted nearly all
of the lauds In the Seminole Nation. ,;iiijg
to each Seminole the lands valued approxi-
mately at COO.

"Agreements hao been made with all of
the trllies. and the same have been ratified,
except by the Cherokees. and It Is believed
that the necessary supplemental agreements
will be Fpeedil) made and ratified, so that
the work of the commission can be fully
completed as soon as possible consistent
with economy and efficiency.

"As heretofore stated, the rolls of only
one nation, viz: the Seminole, hive been ap-
proved, and their lands have not yet been
entirely allotted. The enrollment of the
four remaining tribes has not been com-
pleted, and the time cannot be fixed with
any degree of certainty when such enroll-
ment will be finished. While tho lands' of
said tribes have been classified, jet the
value of each tract has not been stven, und
this must be done before the lands can be
allottril to the members upon a basis of
value."
