When thp coach also essivs the role of
trslner. an has been the case with Stagg of
Chicago for the last two seasons, the result
is apt to become apparent at once In the
team. Washington's condition this season
Is remarkable, and It can be entirely at-
tributed to Tom Aiken, who had charge of
this branch Had Coach Clarke been com-
pelled to watch his men as trainer as well
a i coach. It Is safe to say that condition
would have pla veil little part In Washing-
ton's victories. It Is practically Impossible
for one man to do everv thing "required for
the Instruction and conditioning of a mod-
ern football eleven

Attention to every detail of the game and
steady Instruction in hundreds of minor
points, t.o as to be prepared for every con-
tingency in a game, is the secret of the
high development attained bv Eastern
team". Th East has no better material to
draw en than the West. It simply has at-
tained a higher art of developing the men.
or. rather, has recognized that attention to
everv- - detail cannot be paid by Ore man.

Individual work and team work must go
hind In hand. and. with an abundance of
coaches, this can he accomplished. Foot-
ball seems essentially a game for a cold
climate, and with the Incentive given thesport In the North by Michigan's show in?
this season It Is sife to predict that a fewyears will a change In football affairs.
The East will not be recognized as having a
monopoly on the highest class of teams, and
football will gain even a more secure foot-
ing than It has at present
