There Is need for the Citizens' Smoke

Abatement Association to continue its
unselfish efforts in behalf of nbolMilns
the nuisance. Until the atmor-pher- is

permanently cleared, this association
rrrost continue as one of the important
factors In the development of the New

St. Louis.
In requesting the management of the

World's Fair to require all tires on its
groupas to be 6mokek-- , the associa-
tion shows respect for the opinions of

outside exhibitors. Itetter than smoke
consumers Is a smokeles fuel, and this
the association recommends.

Possibly the discovery of fuel oil. as
Director Taylor suggests, may present
a simple way out of the difficulty. The
use of Texas oil would be a tribute to
if territory that has always been a faith-
ful and consistent friend to St. Louis.
Burning oil makes no smoke. The
cheapness of handling the product Is

said to give petroleum in furnaces a
practical advantage ov er most forms of
smoke consumers.

Reports from the Smoke Inspector In-

dicate that large numbers of manufac-
turers are in efforts to

proper appliances for abating the
emoke nuisance. There are a few who
dq not Intend to comply with the law.
Sooner or later they will have to be
prosecuted. In view of the necessity
of putting St. Louis In the best condi-

tion for the Tair, why should there be
delay In beginning this work at once?

FIX THE BLAME.
Properly, the Board of Health requests

that the blame for the negligence in
preparing antitoxin be definitely fixed.
The spirit manifested In the resolution
asking for the further Investigation by
the Council coincides with the feeling of
the public.

In the investigation of the Coroner
proof was given that certain senim fur-
nished by the Health Department to
phi sicians was Impure. The public was
convinced, after reading the testimony
o'ffered la the Inquest, that unless there
had been carelessness death would not
have been likely to follow the Injection
of antitoxin.

Ultimate blame should attach to the
official or employe who was guilty of
permitting such disastrous results to fol-

low the free use of the virus. Negli-
gence In the preparation of antitoxin is
frjghtful in its ultimate effects. There
can be no universal use of the serum
until physicians and the public are as-

sured that the cultures are absolutely
pure.

HE IS AN OLD FRAUD.
The Globe's anonymous "Old Politi-

cian," In his last appearance, flounders
in; the mire of his on n falsehoods. He
writes like a garrulous old man who has
byen disappointed in political ambitions
and is thoroughly gangrened with politi-
cal malice.

The "Old Politician" made the charge
that the accrued Interest on the United
States bonds at the time of their sale,
uBder Hardin's administration, had not
been accounted for to the State. This
charge Is false, as shown by the books,
and the falsity has already been dem-

onstrated.
He says that the sale occurred on the

24th of December, 1S73. This is untrue.
Tiro sale was made on the Kith of No-

vember, and the delivery of the bonds
was made about thirteen elajs later,
nnd the accrued interest paid by the
purchaser up to the date of the transfer.

It Is possible for the Federal Gov-

ernment to pay interest la advance of
the Jst of January. He evidently pre-
sumes upon what he supposes to be the
denso ignorance of the people. Of
course, the Government did not pay
the Interest until it was due; but this
was a sale of Government bonds, made
by the agent of the State Board of
Education, and the Interest, with pre-
mium thereon, was paid by the purchaser-

-of the bonds, and not by the Gov-
ernment. The purchaser received the
Interest when it was due, January 1,
187G.

GABBLING IS FALSEHOOD.
Since the Republican editors at St.

Joseph refused to pay any attention to
the Globe's State finance fake, The Re-

public may freely express weariness
of the daily task set by old An-

anias. The identification of one false-
hood is regularly followed by the ut-

terance of another. It is an endless
series.

We have now the statement that "Au-
ditor Allen admits that no State bonds
have been specifically canceled since
1883 to offset the issue of certificates of
indebtedness."

The State Auditor said no such thing
ahd made no such admission. He did
6ay that every dollar of certificates out-
standing is represented by an equiva-
lent amount of bonds redeemed, except
only as to the 5900,000 certificate issued
to reimburse the School Fund for that
amount taken by the Republican party
toArednce the public debt.

This Is a plain statement of a fact
known to every honest, intelligent voter
In Missouri, and It Is useless for the
Gobe to continue Its misrepresentations
09 this point.

CHANGING MACHINES.
If President Roosevelt and the antl-Kore-

leaders In Missouri h.ie agreed,
as a recent Eastern dKp.itch indicated,
that the Federal patronage for Missouri
may better be dispensed through the
Senators and Repre-entati- es of the
State than through the Republican Na-

tional Committeeman, the tlajs of the
Kerens machine In Missouri aie num-
bered.

Such an agreement as this definitely
entered Into bj the President would
moan in reality that the

combination
would lnve absolute contiol of the Mis-

souri situation. Their recommendations
to the President would be imperatively
necessary in obtaining appointment to
Federal office. Their protests would bring
about the removal of those to whom
they objected. They would be "It" In
Mlssouii.

This is because the one and only is-

sue which has split the Republican
party In this State has been that of the
distribution of spoils. No question of
principle has been involved. The sole
aspiration of the rival faction Is an
aspiration for othce. The Kerens ma-

chine was built up by patronage. What-
ever strength that machine pos.ses.setl
w as due to the fact that Colonel Kerens
stood net to the pie counter in Wash-
ington, and was the exclusive distrib-
utor of pie for Missouri. Deprived of
this source of power, the Kerens ma-
chine will crumble in a night.

Late news from Washington ludicates
that the new Missouri combination is
striking at the very vitals of the oppos-
ing faction. One patronage machine is to
be smashed and replaced by another.
This is all that the Republican fight in
Missouri will amount to at the close.
There would be something commendable
In the conflict If the issue were one of
right against wroug. But this is not
the case. The bitter battle Is all for
spoils one set of spoilsmen trying to
shove another set out of power.

STATE PRIMARY.
To vary Its falsehoods the Globe Is

trjlng to picture Chairman Seibcrt as
a tyrant because he does not personally
manipulate the Democratic State Com-
mittee to secure a general primary elec-
tion for nominating a Senatorial candi-

date.
If Chairman Seibert does not person-

ally urge a State primary he merely
exhibits tho wisdom of a veteran party
leader.

Missouri, with three big cities and five
or six Democratic senatorial candidates,
is not suited to a general primary.

Such a method of choosing a party
candidate would work injustice to some
of the candidates, and would threaten
deep dissatisfaction in the counties.

As a matter of party welfare, a gen-

eral primary would be a blunder. It is
Chairman Seibert's business to look at
the proposition In the light of party
welfare, without regard to the personal
interests of candidates. The State Com-

mittee will decide the question In due
time. Just now there Is no evidence of
a prevailing demand among the party
voters for the innovation.

PAST AND PRESENT.
There Is a certain d com-

placency manifested in the comments of
writers with an established reputation
regarding the literary prospect. A
modesty is apparent in their acceptation
of their own worth that is hardly con-

sistent with the judgments they would
render concerning comparatively

Sarah Grand emphasized this senti-

ment when she remarked some time ago
that there seemed to be a dearth of
good literary talent in England outside
the list of those who had been writing
for the past twenty years. She, In com-

mon with some of the older writers in
this country, assumed that America was
suffering In a like manner.

Of the making of books there is no
end; j ct w hat unprejudiced reader of to-

day will grant that publishers are lack-
ing for material more than a decade
ago? This j ear hab been no diminution
of publications. Compared with a score
of j ears ago the output of new books
has been more tlihn doubled. Certainly
there Is no dearth of readers, for pre-
sumably accurate statements are made
that this latest novel has reached the
300,000 mark; that one, not so recent,
has passed 600,ouu: while a half dozen
others have reached more than 100,000
patrons.

Confession must be made that there
are fewer "prominent" writers y

than a generation ago. This Is no dis-

credit to the present-da- y writer. On
the other hand a compatison based on
intrinsic merit between the productions
of the last live years and those of any
previous period of equal length will
probably show that there are a greater
number of commendable books of nt

publication.
Perhaps there are no mighty masters

whose work will be remembered as Is
that of feir Walter Scott, Charier. Dick-
ens, George Eliot or Thackeray. Yet
this does not prove that equally good
work Is not being done. For, comparing
one book with another, the brilliant fic-

tion of the writers named is not dis-

tinguished because so thoroughly artis-
tic and developed, but rather because
each writer was the pioneer of a new
school.

What contemporary of Scott could
compare with him even when he was
doing "pot work" in order to pay hla
debts? What predecessor of Dickens
could picture human types as he pic-

tured them? Yet what writer appeal-
ing to the present public would attempt
to ignore consistency of plot as he Ig-

nored this principle?
Rather has not the standnrd of litera-

ture been raised? As for Kipling,
Howells, Sarah Grand, Mrs. Humphry
Ward and others of like fame, have
they equaled during the past five years
the work which they did ten or more
years ago? True, they continue to pour

1 out readable concoctionst yet each of

them has fallen far short of the mark
that has been set In their best books.

There is no lack of promising writers.
Some of the short stories that are ap-

pearing in the magazines are equal to
the best. A. E. W. Mason, Henry Van
Dyke, E. W. Hornung, Hewlett and
Setou-Thomps- are all of recent'

n, j et their work Is not Inferior to
the best produced by men and women
of the previous generation. As for
humorists, Fluley I. Dunne, of Dooley
fame, and George Ade, writer of fables,
come as near touching the mainsprings
of American fun and common sense as
Mark Twain or Frank R. Stockton,
though neither of the latter tan be
called past his prime. Winston Church-Ill- ,

Gilbert Parker and a half dozen oth-
ers have scored recent successes that
eannot be ephemeral.

There Is no cause for alarm. Of the
newer writers mentioned there is every
probability that their best work is to
come. They aie all eonseieutious and
talented. There Is no reason why the
standard of literature should be lowered
within the next twenty jehrs by anj-thln- g

which these writers may produte.
There Is no reason to feel regret over
the fiction that is being tinned out at
the present time. On the contrary, an-
ticipation should assume a brighter
tone.

WON BY SHEER PLUCK.
Harvard Universitj 's football team is

peculiarly entitled to high credit for the
victory seored against Yale In the game
plajed for the 'varsity championship of
1001.

The Harvard eleven was organized,
traiuid and played under dispiriting
conditions. The crushing defeat ad-

ministered by Yale at New Haven last
j ear left faint hope for a Harvard vic-

tory In the next championship contest.
The Yale team proved to be one of the
greatest 'varsity teams known to foot-
ball history. So certain was Harvaid's
defeat considered this jear that the
slackening of Interest In the game w as
noticeable.

Nevertheless, as now develops, the
Harvard eleven undauntedly determined
upon victory nnd kept quietly and dog-
gedly at work to that end. The best
tackle play jet seen in the 'varsity
games was developed by Harvard. The
most Invincible scheme of defense was
also originated by last year's losers.
The Harvard game was strengthened at
every point. As a result, Yale was
beaten In a contest so one-side- d as to
astonish even the most sanguine sup-
porters of Harvard.

A victory of this nature Is due to In-

domitable pluck and a stubborn refusal
to stay whipped. The Harvard 'varsity
football team has given a line illustra-
tion of the American fighting spirit.
There is excellent reason for the na-

tional acclaim now accorded to the
new champions.
