Before attempting suicide Tuesday night,
Mr. Nellie B. Phillips of Carbondale, IlL,
bride of two weeks, penned the foregolmjr
farewell letter.

Yesterday Mrs. Phillips had so far recov-
ered from the effects of the morphine which
she swallowed that she was able to leave
the City Hospital, whither she had been
taken. She ordered a carriage and went
away In It, saying that she had no thought
of rejoining her husband, but Intended to
depart at once for Denver, Colo.

Mrs. Phillips took the poison In the street.
She was seen to stagger and fall In front
of the Armory, at Seventeenth and Pine
streets.

He helped her to
the City Hospital, where she admitted hav-
ing taken morphine. Her case was thought
serious, but by morning the effects of the
drug wcro overcome.

Mrs. Phillips, before her marriage, was
Miss Nellie Bauder of Carbondale, 111. Last
June she came to St. Louis for medical
treatment, and stopped at No. 2330 Locust
street, a boarding-hous- e conducted by
James Freeman. She had known Phillips
for Fome time. Two weeks ago he came to
this city and the marrlago followed In two
days.

Mrs. Phillips said that she had lived with
her husband at the Locust street address
until Monday, when they parted, after quar-
reling.

"My marriage was a failure," she said.
"I found that out very soon. We both
thought it would be better to part, but
when my husband was gone I worried so
tnnrh that I couldn't stand It. I can't live
with my husband again, though, and I'm
going away out West."

When Mrs. Phillips arrived at the hospital
she had 1107 on her person, and wore dia-
monds worth at least K00. The letter was
found in the purse which contained her
money.
