FHISCO EXTEXSIOXS IS TEXAS.
Stepa Are Taken to Pash tbe Construc-

tion of Xeir Branches.

Austin, Tex., Dec. 4. X. H. Lassiter ot
Fort Worth, general attorney In Texas for
the Frisco system, was here y and
submitted to the Attorney General.ror his
approval an araenument to tne charter of
the Ked River, Texas and Southern Rail-way.

The amendment proposes to change theprincipal offices from Willis to Fort Worth,
authorizing the construction of five miles of
road through the city of Fort Worth from,
the Cotton Belt tracks to a connection with
the Fort Worth and RIr Hmndo swently
acquired by the Frisco, and providing for
me nuiiuing ot a line irom near carroll-to- n

into tho city of Dallas.
The Red River. Texas and Southern is now

under construction from the Frisco terminus
at Sherman toward Carrollton on the Cot-
ton Belt and is half completed. It will use
the Cotton Belt tracks into Fort Worth. Itwas learned from Judge Lassiter that it isprobable that the Frisco and Cotton Belt
will Jointly construct their track from Car-
rollton into Dallas. The Cotton Belt Is now
going Into Dallas over the tracks of the
Gulf. Colorado and Santa Fe.

Judge Lassiter Is of the opinion that the
Frisco will begin these extfnsloni. of the
Fort Worth and Rio Grande about March
1. and that fifty miles will be built from
Brownwood south to Brady, which may be
the terminus for a short time. The line
will be pushed from Brady In a direct airline to the Rio Grande River on the Mexican
border near Eagle Pass. A branch is to be
laid frorn near Menardville into the city cf
San Antonio via Mason and Fredericks-
burg.

The Rio Grande River will be crossed at
Del Rio and 150 miles built to Sierra Majeda.
the northern terminus of the Mexican
Northern Railway. The last mentioned line
is In ODeratlon to Escalon. on tha Mexican
Central, which Is the property of Frisco
promoters, and it will be purchased.

Judge Lassiter states that the next Legis-
lature will be asked to pass a bill author-
izing the consolidation of three properties
in Texas belonging to the Frisco system,
namely, the St Louis and San Francisco of
Texas, running from Red River to Denison;
the Red River. Texas and Southern, from
Sherman to Carrollton, and the Fort Worth
and Rio Grande, from. Fort Worth to
Brownwood.
