DEATH WITH GHILD.

Father Rescued All but Wife aad
One Danghter From Their
Burning Home.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL

Pittsburg, Pa., Dec. 6 —A mother gave her
life In a reckless and futile attempt io
save her child at Carpegie this morning,
and the father, after saving the livés of six
other children by dropping them from a
window of the second story of his burning
home, fought with the firemen for a chance
to further seek for his wife and missing
child wkile the flames were eating at his
clothing.

Samuel Kice = the father. He had a
small grocery store in Carnegie, and lived
over it with hi=s wife and thelr seven chil-
dren,  Before daylight this morning the
store caught fire. The family was aroused,
but the flames were already eating away
the stairway. The only escape was by
means of the window, twenty feet from the
ground.

The father and mother awakened their
children. and the father dropped them, one
hy one, from the window and into the arms
of neightors., Five of them were rescued
in this way, although all were more or
less =erlously hurt. Two of the childrgn
were stlil missing. The father went in
search of one, the baby, and the mother
sought the other, Mary, 9 years old. The
baby was found, with the fire s0 close to
it that !t was hllstered. It was carried
to the window and dropped safely to the
ground.

The mother had mot returned, and the
father started in search of her. He was
running madly through the smoke-filled
house when firemen, at last arrlving, found
him. They attempted to lead him to the
window, but he fought them off. The fire-
men had to struggle valiantly to drag him
to the window, and a moment after they
had started down the ladder with him the
floar fell in.

Later In the day the charred remains of
the mother and child, close together. were
found. It was evident that they had be-
come choked and blinded by the smoke and
were unable to find thelr way from the
room.
