Two of
the boys went doan to the river and saw
the natives going across In boats. I went
up to the church to tell some of the boys
that they were going across the river. At
the door I met one of our bojs. who had
been stabbed In the neck. 1 came near i

fainting.
"Bullets were still whizzing everywhere.

The natives shot only one of our men, and ;
ne wast snot inrougn me nrp. e aiea aithe hospital a few days later. This Is the
latest report of our company now: Fifty-thr- ee

dead, wlththe officers and hospital
corps men, 22 arc living, but S are still in
the hospital. There was only one man w ho
did not get a scratch.

"When I got down to the river again a
Sergeant and two men were holding on to
some old boats. I lay down and that set-
tled me for a while. I was so weak from
tho- - loss of blood. The able-bodie-d men car-
ried down the wounded to quick time, so as
to get out of town. The closest troops were
forty-thre- e miles from us. and this is where
I am now. I had six wounds on my body.
We left Ballngiga. Lamar. Saturday morn-
ing about 8 o'clock and landed at G Com-
pany at E o'clock Sunday morning. We
were on water twenty-on- e hours. We left
In four boats'. One small boat went down
In the ocean and another went ashore for
a better boat. There the boys met 150 bolo-me- n,

who slaughtered them.
"Sunday mornlnc sixtv-thre- c men from G-

Company and fifty from K Company, Elev-
enth Infantrv, got en a tug and went to
Ballnglga. They made the natives take to
the mountains, but the natives had taken
all of the rations, commissary supplies,
clothes, books, papers and 30.000 rounds of
ammunition. When they saw our tug land-
ing they set fire to the company quarters
and fled. The men who landed killed every-
thing that could walk, hogs and dogs, and
everything else. Then our men et to work
digging graves for the dead. When the na-
tives set Are to the quarters they burned up
two of the bodies. The soldiers burled all
the Americans they could find, but some
were missing, for they tried to run away
and psvlm across the river and were killed.

GOLD PROCESS

INVENTER DEAD.

Passing of Professor C. W. Wynn,
Who Claimed to Have Made

Some Important Discoveries.

REPUBLIC SPECIAL.
Denver, Colo., Dec. 7. Professor C. W.

Wynn, who recently created a sensation in
mining circles by the announcement that he
had discovered a process by which he could
recover enormous gold values from what
have been regarded as low-grad-e ores, has
passed away at St. Joseph's Hospital of
strangulated hernia. Professor Wynn bad
been In poor health for a year.

Little Is known by the public about the
Wynn process of gold extraction, and It Is
discredited by many mining men, but the
fact that Willard Teller, a brother of
United States Senator Henry M. Teller, and
former Judge Sidney both promi-
nent attorneys and capitalists of this city,
convinced of Its truth, became the financial
backers of the discoverer, gave it an Inter-
est to the public. Professor Wynn and his
partners have been for the es-

tablishment of a large plant for the treat-
ment of ores. It Is understood that both
partners are the possessors of hi
and that his will not materially inter-
fere with their plans.

Professor Wynn was natlv c of Virginia,
and was educated at the Georgetown Uni-
versity. His profession was that of a chem-
ist, and for the past live c.irs he had de-
voted his entire time to the development of
nls gold process. lie came nere irom Kan
