the ground has been graded and is in-
readiness for bullding, with very littla jm-
provement in the way of additional grad-
ing.

If the new territory is selected on the
west of the site he says that It must ne-
cessarily be placed to the south of the
Washington Unlversity sectlon, and west of
the park sectlon. All of this territory Is
so rough In its topographical features that
a vast amount of grading would have to be
done there to prepare it for the structures
which must be bullt outside of the main
exhibit group.

At the present stage of preparation. he
says, there is no place for the great Agri-
cultural bullding with its length of 2000
feet, and width of 700 feet. Acconding to the
calculations of the Department of Works,
not one pound of earth from the Exposition
site will be removed from that ground.
Hillocks which are cut away will be over-
turned into hollows, which must be filled
to make the required levels for building
sltes.

This leveling process s pronounced by
the Director of Works to comprise one of
the most stupendous tasks confronting the
Construction Department. He sa that
the figuring to accomplish the uniform re-
sult essential to foundation purposes, is in-
finitel§ incalcuable to the mind of the lay-
man, and has occasioned much of the delay
in the work of preparation.
