AMERICAN POLO PL VERS ABROAD.

AH Clnba In the I'nltrd States Have
Been Invited to Play in England.

American polo players have been invited
to compete in a se'ries of International
games lA England next summer on the oc-

casion of the Inauguration of King Edward
VII. The Invitation has been extended to
all the polo clubs in this country, through
the Polo Association, and already the ques-
tion has been raised as to how the selec-
tion of a team to represent America shall
be made.

The proposition to hold a tournament to
determine the team does not seem practica-
ble for several reasons, the principal one
of which is that there ! not sufficient time.
Such a tournament could not be held until
next spring, and this would encroach too
closelv upon the date set for the English
games.
