WIDE INVESTIGATION MAY

Before the tetanus Court of Inquiry yes-
terday Henry R. Taj lor. Janitor for the
chemical and bacteriological divisions of the
Health Department, admitted under oath
that he Issued for public use the toxic

serum which caused the re-

cent death ft thirteen children from
tetanus. He dAtributed the vials, properly
labeled, he stated, because the supply of
diphtheria antitoxin had become exhaust-
ed early In October, and he did not believe
that the serum was "bad enough to kill
children.

Taylor Is a negro. He has held city posi-to- na

for many ears. In addition to his du-

ties as Janitor he acted as assistant to
Consulting City Bacteriologist Amand Ra-ol- d.

It was his duty to filter the trlcresoled
sercm, to transfer It from the flasks into
the vials, to label the vials with dated
antitoxin labels and to assist in the anti-
toxin teats on guinea pics. More or less In
the capacity of an assistant, he had charge
of the antitoxin when it was In flasks and
after It had been poured into the vials for
distribution to physicians.

Members of the court have, ever since the
Investigation began, anticipated that Tay-
lor would ultimately change his original
t Hmony. Nevertheless, the admission was
only drawn from htm yesterday after four
hours' cross ers mlnatlonl This was his
third appearance on the witness stand be-

fore thie Court of Inquiry.
For two hours Taylor was closeted yes-

terday afternoon with Chief of Detectives
Desmond, by order of .Mayor Wells.

Coal Expert for Manufacturers'
Record Offers Kew Shibboleth

"Southward, Ho."

WONDERFUL PROGRESS NOTED.

Development of Mineral Resources,
With Coal in the Lead, Shows
That to Go South Means
.Wealth to Those Willing

to Wage Fair Fight

REPUBLIC SPECIAL
Baltimore, Dec 26. One of the best evi-

dences of the industrial progress of the
South is the development of its fuel re-

sources, with coal In the lead. A review of
' tB0 Southern coal mining during the year
by Mr. F. E. Seward, the coal authority,
published In this week's issue of the Man-

ufacturers' Record, and touching the vital
points of the Industry during the past ten
years, therefore, may be taken as a fair
Index of the South's material advance. Mr.
Seward says:

"Probably no portion of this country has
attracted such wide attention and invest-
ment of outside capital during the year now
closing as has that section south of the
Penns) Ivanla line and east of the Ohio and
Rio Grande Rivers. The development there
of mineral resources has been large, while
the prospect Is beyond the bounds of any
Imagination, and only one who has kept in
touch with the trade conditions from year
to year and month to month is really able
to form a just estimate of what has been
done during the past season actually or In
the way of preparation for the future.

"To go West was the shibboleth a few
years ago, but to go South means wealth
to those willing to wage a fair fight.

"No State in the Union is more favored
In the extent and diversity of Its mineral
deposits than West Virginia. Her coal em-
braces all grades of bituminous, steam, cook-
ing and gas coals of the highest qualities.
After West Virginia, the greatest coal State
of the South Is Alabama. The output In
1899 was only 7,600,000 tons. In 1900 It had
grown to 8,400,000 tons, and the mine in-
spector's estimate for 1901 is lO.OOD.OOO tons.

"Arkansas Is coming up as a coal pro-
ducer. For the year 1890 It was credited
with but 279.534 net tons, and for 1900 it has
1,447,945 tons to its credit."

Mr. Ward gives a glance at the product
of North Carolina and Georgia and to the
growth of the coal output In twelve counties
of Texas, and says:

The discovery of oil In this State may
havo some effect on the coal production,
and, therefore, It Is not likely to show any
great Increase for 1901 over and above that
of 1900. At the same time It is well to know
that the use of oil In California as fuel has
not tended to decrease the use of coal. Does
not the one Industry stimulate others? In
the end there will be so great an Industrial
development In Texas that all fuels may
find use.",

The appearance of
a dozen Junketing 'American statesmen
ringing tho palace door bell and offering to
assist in adjusting tlie crown will not add
to the ceremorles and, Incidentally, to the
gayety of nations. i

It now develops that the idea was first
suggested by some wild member of the
House who had never known a King, an
ocean voyage or a Junket! Other Representa-
tives, who were member of the Committee
on Foreign Affairs, anl who -- had known
something of Junkets lit the past, took up
the suggestion seriously, and for a time
dreamed of participation in the British ex-

ercises.

"Representatives at a ceremony like a
coronation," he said. "are always subject
to the selection of the head of the Govern-
ment, and are supposed to be his 'personal
representatives. I know of no reason why
there should be any departure from the cus-

tom now. The idea that Congress Is to send
over a Junketing committee to be present
at the coronation of King Edward cannot
be taken seriously."

If the St. Louis
enterprise should decide upon making the
suggestion there is abundant precedent to
Induce a graceful on the part
of the Government.

The country is familiar with the J2.SO0.00O

in half-dolla- rs issued In behalf of the Chi-
cago exposition of 1S93. There is a still more
recent precedent. In March, 1899, Congress
appropriated 150.000 to the Lafayette Monu-
ment Fund, and authorized the Secretary of
the Treasury to purchase silver bullion and
coin souvenir dollars of legal tender quality
to the amount of the appropriation.

The Louisiana Purchase Exposition would
be only foUowlng a custom
If it should ask and obtain the Govern-
ment's In this form, but as yet
it is certain that no such proposition has
been received here.

SUCCESSFUL ATTACK BY DE WET

Kitchener Fears Heavy Casualties
to Colonel-'Firman'- s Forces.

London, Deo. 26 The following dispatch
has been received from Lord Kitchener,
dated Johannesburg:

"General Rundle reports that on the
night of December 24 Colonel Flrmen's
camp at Zeefontein, consisting of three
companies of yeomanry and two guns, was
successfully rushed by a strong commando
under De Wet. It is feared that the
casualties were heavy. Two regiments of
light horse are pursuing the Boers."

John W. Taylor, chief engineer of the

Terminal Railroad Association, and Wil-

liam Austin Kent, member of a prominent
Kentucky family, whose home Is In Louis-
ville, Ky.. were ground to death beneath
the wheels of a Wabash switch engine at
Second and May streets in North St. Louis
yesterday afternoon at t o'clock after
Jumping, panic-stricke- from a swiftly
moving gasoline motor car, which threat-
ened to collide with the switch engine at
the May street crossing.

The car, which was running upon the
Terminal Railroa'd tracks, whizzed across
the Wabash tracks, clearing the engine In
safety. But of theslx occupants of the
car, three thought a collision Inevitable and
jumped. Tajlor and Kent, overbalanced
because of the speed at which the car was
going, pitched forward and fell upon the
Wabash track, directly in front of the ten-

der of the engine, which ran over them.
Mark Enlng, attorney for the Terminal

Association, the third man who ventured
to Jump from the car. alighted on the side
opposite the oncoming engine, and recovered
his equilibrium before reaching the rails,:,
Barney Frauenthal, John Schwab and his
brother. Doctor Ben Schwab, brother-in-la- w

of Frauenthal. remained on the car, and es-

caped without injury.
VICTIMS HAD BEEV

RACE WITH EXGINE
TO AVOID COLLISION.

None of the survivors can tell Just how
narrowly a collision was averted. The next
remembrance of Frauenthal is of bringing
the car to a stop about seventy-fiv- e feet
east of the crossing. The body of Kent
was Mng bleeding and mangled upon the
Wabash tracks. No trace of Taylor could
be seen, but Mark Ening, who had fallen
close to the rails, saw the wheels of the
tender snd engine paES over the chief en-

gineer's body.
The switching crew brought the engine

to a stop ICO feet south. Ewing, followed
by Fra lenthal, ran to the engine and found
Talor,3 body, which had teen caught up
and dragged by the firebox.
BODIES FOUND UNDER.
E.NGirtE FIREBOX.

Assisted by. the trplnmen snd others who
gathered, as the news of the accident
spread, tho remaining four of the party
picked up the bodies of their two friends
and carried them to the Grand avenue Wa-

bash station, where they were allowed to
remain until an ambulance arrived.

A city ambulance, called from the North
End Dispensary, was the first to arrive, but
the driver refused to take charge of tho
bodies, saying that it was against the rule
of the Health Department to carry a body
in an ambulance. An Eberie & Keyes under-
taking wagon was sent for, and conveyed
the bodies to the undertaking rooms of the
firm.

Chief Engineer Taylor was accustomed
frequently to take motor-ca-r trips such as
yesterday. The car was obtained for the
purpose, and has been ,ln use for six
months. It was found very useful as a time-sav- er

in making inspection trips over the
tracks of the company. Yesterday the trip
was primarily one of inspection, though
Taylor invited the others to accompany him
for an outing. The route was over the new
belt line to its present terminus at Marcus
and Warren avenues, the extreme north-
western city limits.
XARROW ESCAPE OF
THE FOUR SURVIVORS.

The car is arranged with two seats for
passengers. The front one is narrower than
the rear, and only Frauenthal and Taylor,
of the six persons, occupied it when the
accident occurred. In the rear seat, Ewing
and Kent were on the outside. Taylor and
Kent were on the north side of the car.
and, in jumping, were nearest the switch
engine.

The engine was No. 32, in charge of En-

gineer Emll Froeble, of No. 7835 North
Broadway, and Fireman Frank J. Schlueter
of No. 2S49 North Market street. Tilton
CockreU of No. 3212 North Broadway was
foreman of the switching crew, and was on
board the engine. Engine No. SX Is dally en-

gaged in switching on this part of tho
Wabash tracks In North St. Louis. Yes-
terday it started from Baden-'Withou- t cars.
Its destinatlonjwas St. Louis avenue, where
a "drag," or ' train of empty cars, was
waiting to be taken to Baden. 'A time
schedule Is arranged for all such engines,
which accounts for all regular trains at'
crossings. But as the motor car was run-
ning on a special schedule, tho creWof ,the
'switch engine could have no knowledge of
its anproacl. L.

"CITY HAS RIGHT TO

REPEAL FRANCHISES."

City Counselor Defines the Rela-
tions Between Corporations

and Municipality.

REGULATIONS MAY BE ALTERED.

Says Provisions of Ordinances
Granting Franchises Are Al-

ways Open to Change for
General Public's Good.

"The city of St Louis certainly has tho
right to repeal any or all street railway
franchises granted under the present Char-
ter, in whole or in part," said City Coaa-sel- or

Benjamin Schnurmacher yesterday.
"The city's right to regulate tho speed f

cars and the manner of their operation It '
behalf of public safety is Just as clearly
established. In fact, it Is a police power
which the city could not. If It would, barter
away or abrogate in any manner."

Referring to an opinion on this subject
prepared for the City Council several,
months ago. Mr. Schnurmacher continued:,'

"By paragraph 2 of section 26 of article jg

the Mayor and Municipal Assembly are sir
powered, by ordinance, to grant to per
or corporations the right to construct rail-
ways in the city, subject to the right to
amend, altar or repeal any such gnat, is
whole or In part'
CITY OBTAI.XS ITS
AUTHORITY FROM STATE.

"The Charter which contains this grant
of power was framed and adopted by the
people of the city of St Louis pursuant to
authority conferred by the Constitution of
the State of Missouri. The power of tha
city to control the streets and public plaoss
thereof is. a power derived by rtrlegatlns)
from the sovereign State, which haa tha
original and primary Jurisdiction. Tho eity --

of St. Louis, therefore. In granting sposssl
privileges or franchsea'for street railway
acts for the State aa one of its Instrumental-
ities; practically as tho State's attorney, IS
fact"

Mr. Schnurmacher then cited nmrseroosl
authorities to show that tho dty'haa tho
right to reserve the power to alter,
or repeal a franchise.

"This reservation need not bo
In the particular statute or ordinance t
ting the grant" he said. "It may bo a gsa-er- al

provision to that effect In tho or-
ganic law or In tho general law Of
the State. Thus, the clause of tfes
charter reserving this right of repeal
In legal contemplation forms a part of ev-
ery ordinance undertaking to creata sues
a grant or franchise.

"Tho Municipal Assembly could not, tfst
would, pass an ordinance granting a rsJ
way franchise free from tho power to altar,
amend or repeal.
