KKLIEVD THE PRESSURE.

They also know that Englishmen want to ken
our friendship at almost any cost, as witness the
abrogation of the Claj treaty. These
proofs of friendship are patent to all the world.

Then why the extras? Why should the Poet
Laureate inliict a supposed tribute to this country
which was so evidently made to order? Why should
the English press find nothing too good to say about
our unparalleled advancement? Has the tweetiu"-- s

of taffy reached the degree where all the old dislike
is sugared forever out of our cousins' comment?

A few more outpourings like the larest Austin
production will cloy the American appetite for llat-ter- y

and the appetite i pretty keen at that. It was
not until the United States forced recognition from
every corner of the eartli that England grew so ap-

preciative.
We are friends of England about the best friends

that nation can find. We appreciate what that coun-
try has done for s in the way of literature, art and
science. But now that we are entirely Independent
nni have justly earned our Independence, we can
well say that English affection would have done more
good at certain critical periods in the past.

AS THE BRITISH WORKMAN SEES IT.
In tho discussion of the Inroads that American

trade is making on British commerce much has been
said regarding the restrictive policy of English trades
unions. Manufacturers have asserted that the chief
cause of American Is the limitation on
output which unionists enforce. English authorities
claim that as long as this obstruction continues the
manufacturers compete with tied hands for markets.

It is good to hear' another side of this question
from a representative of the labor unions. Ben Tillett.
a delegate to the recent convention of the American
Federation of Lalor. In the current number of the
Independent he ghes his views on the subject in" a
manner that shows a thorough acquaintance with
facts.

He Is frank enough to say that the United States
ha e come into their just heritage because of the per-
sonal acgr.'ssiveness of the employers and the em-

ployes. "What America has demonstrated," says
Mr Tillett, "is that high wages mean efficiency and
l.Igh economy. After all, the standard of living is the
standard of productive effectiveness."

Another cause of American advancement in the
world's trade is the facility w ith which they meet the
demands of the customer. Tho Britisher will call a
new demand a fad, ignore the customer's wishes, point
to the years during which the article
has sufficed, and wait for a return to former tastes.
The result is that the American, by keeping pace or in
advance of the customer's needs, not only captures
the trade, but keeps it,

Especially true has this been with tools and ma-
chinery. Mr. Tillett claims that, whereas the Ameri-
can laborer is invited and encouraged to suggest im-

provements In the machinery he ues, "this would be
nn Impertinence in the old country, for no one but
those in responsible positions are considered intelli-
gent enough to understand the machinery they may
hare used for a lifetime." In other words, the laborer
is sot expected to have the initiative possessed so
commonly by the skilled workmen of the United
States.

The
whole tone of their expressions on municipal sub-

jects is worthy and equal to the best expectations of
citizens. The unanimity with which officials not only
point to past woik but also piomKc futuie lesulls in

accord with the pledges that weie made by candi-

dates last tuning is perhaps the most significant fea-

ture In 11 New Yeai's review of conditions in St.
Louis.

And a fulllllmeut of the decimations made by the
candidates during the campaign last spring is all
that is desited by the public. The lutegiity they
honored, the business ability they placed at the dis-

posal of the public service and the devotion prom-

ised to the best interests of this city have brought a
reward that is shown in the universal confidence of
the whole people in the present city administration.

Theto are pioblcms to be solved which will re-

quire the best judgment of well-traine- d minds. The
same good sense that dictated the support of the
Chatter amendments will see that the lmpiovements
made possible by their adoption will be carried out
with an eve single to the public good. Further legis-

lation will be enacted that will make the administra-
tion and enfoi cement of the law easier and more
effective.

There lias been a notable lack of political manipu-
lation during the past year, and it is In contrast with
the practices of previous yeais. The problems to be
solved are of a business natute. Business sense as-

sures a successful solution. There has been a care-
ful pinning of the pay rolls at the same time that
there has been nn Increase in collections. Wherever
possible, the revenues of the city have been Increased
by an attention to details ou the part of officials.
During this year new regulations will provlde'for the
assessment of taxes on special privileges. 1'osslble
loopholes will be closed, resulting ia hnger funds for
the support of municipal departments.

In a measure, the personal force that character-
izes Mayor Wells's attitude toward official responsi-
bility has brought about this regeneratior of the
public service. As n New Yeat's gift to the people
of St. Louis, the mutual confidence existing between
citizens and the heads of is something
that cannot be too greatly appreciated.

When old Ocneral Gomez returned to Havana the

other day he was coolly received by the populace, and
a counter demonstration arranged in behalf of General
Maso for political effect in the election w hich took place
ou Tuesday would have completely eclipsed the Lib-

erator's reception had not the police interfered to pre-

vent so humiliating an Incident.
This is entirely natural. All that Gomez had done

for Cuba was to light sturdily for Cuban independence
throughout the best jeats of his life. He did this
modestly, keeping in the Held and not posing as a
grand siand hem. He is nothing of a politician, can-

not make a speech, and is too simple and sincere by
nature to be a good mixer.

General Maso. the oratorical blatheiskite, who
strove to bring about the chilly reception of old
Gomez, Is the sort of patriot who looks out for Num-

ber One first, last and all the time. You never heard
very much of Maso when Gomez was fighting Spain
that Cubit might be free. But when Cuban ltecdom
came in sight and there aiose an opportunity for olit-Ic- al

preferment and the advancement of petsoual for-

tunes Maso was very much in evideme. You'd think
"that he, and not old Gomez, was the Liberator of
Cuba thot Is, if you listened to Maso and his friends.

All of which goes to show that pan tots are 11 line
"graft" for politicians. The former are a childlike
folk, believing in certain high ideals and not uuw ilhng
to suffer for their faith. This mouses popular en-

thusiasm, and then the politician piolits by orating
himself Into favor. Gomez and Maso aie true t.vpes of
the two temperaments. The one does. The other
talks. And the people forget the deeds of the one
in listening to the g gab of the other.

CONSULAR WORK FOR THE FAIR.

Secretary of State lias's official chcular of instruc-
tion to the National Government's diplomatic and con-

sular officers, directing iliem to do everything in their
power to foster and promote the interests of the
Louisiana Purchase Exposition, means a vast benefit
to the World's Fair of IIMM.

Under such instructions the consular service of
the United States Government becomes in effect a
splendidly oiganized bureau of exploitation for the
World's Fair, every member of which is well trained
for his especial work and in a position of advantage
for its prosecution.

The effect of the Secretary of State's instructions
should be almost immediately apparent in the aroued
interest of foreign countries.

Taken in connection with the more direct and
concentrated effort of the World's Fair Commis-
sioners to the various foreign Governments, many of
whom are now at their posts, and with the entlte
staff soon to be organized and at work, the enlist-
ment of the Government consular service in the task
of World's Fair promotion must result in great good.
