LUCAS HEIRS HAVE

FQRFESTEO CLAIMS,

The ExpoMMon Site Alai lie Le-

gally Fsetl for Carnegie v

Jiuildinir.

Somo nprehension Is felt bv friends of the
St. Ivouis Library that the legal status of
the reposition property nnd'MLssouri Park
is such that it could not be useel as .1 site
for the new Carnegie Librarj building. It
is feared that the razing of tlie Exposition
to give pi ice to the library would afford .111

opportunity for the heirs of the late Jalnes
II. Lucas to claim that section of tho park
donated by Mr. Lucas to tho city.

In discussing the matter istcnlay F. W.
Lehmann, president of Librarj- - Hoard,
stated that such apprehensions were with-
out ground He vald that If the bj.inl
succeeded in reaching a satisfactory ar-
rangement with the Exposition people, tho
greatest obstacle would be overcome.

"When the Exposition was projected,"
said Mr Lehmann. "tho Lucas heirs agreed
to waive any claim which they might havo
to tho property because of an Exposition
being erected upon It This was part of the
agreement under which the Exposition was.
built. The heirs did not deed nway tho
,)r0pcrty, because it was not theirs to dis
poso of. Their waver of rights possesseel
by them applied simply to the specific case
of the Exposition. If the Exposition should
discontinue, it simply places the heirs In
the same position, with reference to the
josltlon. in which they were before the Ex-
position came Into existence. Missouri
Park would be restored to the citizens of
St. Louis for park purposes, and if in the
future It should be diverted to any othr
use than that of a public park, then l"o
heirs would have claim to the section north
of Liocustitrect.
