it all the other Powers declded upon inter-
ference, =he would not {solate herself,
Lord FPauncefote Was Active.

At.the time Secretary Hay was Ambas-
sador to Great Britaln. The London For-
elgn OMce was= disturbed by the reports of
Lord Pauncefote's activity, but the impree-
sion existed that the British Ambassador
was endeavoring to forestall Continental in-
tervention by drawing up a jolnt note which
would be approved by the Powers amd
which would glve the Presldent an oppor-
tunity to make response. This purpose was
known to Secretary Hay, who arranged for
an audlence of the Ambassadors with the
President some little time before the nota
was presented. The note, which was "A
pressing appeal to the feelings of humanity
and moderation and of the Amerlcan peo-
ple In thelr existing differences with Spain,”
earnestly “hoped that further negotlations
will lead to an agreement which, while se-
curing the maintenunce of peace, will af-
ford all necessary guarantees for the re-
establishment of order in Cuba."

Presldent McKinley's response was em-
phatle. “The Government of the United
States,”” he sald, “appreclates the humani-
tarian and disinterested character of the
communication now made on behalf of the
Powers named, and for ils part s confident
that equal appreciation will be shown for
its own earnest and unselfish endeavor to
fulfiil a duty to humanity by ending a sit-
vation the Indefinite prolongation of which
has become Insufferable.””

Wanied Even n Stronger Note.

Then followed Lord Pauncefote's efforts
to draft another joint note even stronger
than that already presented, but they failed
because of Russla’s refusal to Interfere and
of the disinclination of the London authori-
tles to adopt the recommendation of its
Ambassador.

After the battle of Manila Bay, Herr von
Buelow, the German Secretary of Btate, in-
formed Ambassador White that “Germany
has been from the first determined to exer-
cise the strictest neutrality.” Germany. too,
had come to recognize the futllity of efforts
to bring about European Intervention in the
war between Bpaln and the United States.

In view of the difference of opinion which
prevaills even In Washington In regard to
the attitude of Great Britaln during the
Bpanish War the statement which will be

made by Viscount Cranborne in response to
a questlion propounded by Henry Norman
is awailed with Interest.

ANNOYS CHAFFEE,

American General Complains of
Method of Warfare Carried
On by Filipinos.

Manila, Jan. 18 —General Chaffee, In his
annual report, which has just been Issued,
sums op the situation from the military
puint of view by saying that the provinces
of Batangas and Laguna, In Southern Lu-
zon, and the lslands of Samar, Mindoro and
Cobu, constitute the disturbed area in which
bodles of Insurgents in force are to be
found.
wral Chuffee says the prolongation of
ruerrilla. warfare Is due to the physical
character of the country and to the nature
uf warfare carried on by the Insurgents,
who In the same hour pose as friends and
act as enemies; to the humanity displayed
by the American trocps, of which the in-
surgents take advantage, and to the fear of
assassinntion on the part of those natives
who are friendly disposed toward the
Americans, should they give the latter in-
formation concerning the movements or
whercabouts of the Insurgents,

being organized. These governments have
nol yet recelved a practical trial. They
constitute the only certaln and reilable
methog of ascertaining the progress of the
Flllplnos toward sclf-government.

FOUR BIG BUSINESS
BUILDINGS COLLAPSE.

Apparently Without Cause, the Struc-
tures Topple Over Into a Muass
of Rulas

Detroit, Mich., Jan. 19.—Four bulldings,
¢ach four stories high, located in the heart
of they wholesale district of this city, col-
lapsed at 8:30 o'clock to-night, without any
apparent cause, and all that now remains
I= n smouldering heap of ruins.

The bulldings were a part of the block
hounded by Jefferson avenue and BShelby
and Griswold streets, and were occupled by
five concerns, and thelr stocks are a total
loes, which is estimated at §13.000, exclusive
of the loss on the bulldings, which amounts
to 0,000, The bulldings adjolned each
other at the corner of Jefferson avenue and
Shelby street.

On Bunday night that district is practi-
cally deserted, and the few who were In
the viclnity say that the bulldings seemed
to fall into a heap without apparent cause,
making a nolse like the rumbling of dis-
tant thunder. There are evidences of an
explosion,

The walls of the rear part of the Mad-
docks Glove Company’'s buflding are still
standing th the helght of two storfes, but
the roof of this part of the bullding “fes
turned bottom side upward In the middle
of Shelby strest, and a large iron smolke-
stack lles on the sidewalk on the oppos
side of the street. smashed against the
bullding there, as If driven by force.

FRANCIS GARVEY, PROMINENT
IRISH-AMERICAN, IS DEAD.

Aged Barrister-at-Law Practiced Im
Courts of Great Britaln and In
United States.

Francls Garvey, § years old, barrister-at-
law and graduate of Trinity College, Dub-
lin, who has lived In this city for more
than thirty years, and who came to the
United States after a successful career In
hiz native land, died yesterday afternoon at
hiz home, No. 46 West Belle place.

During his residence in St. Louls Coun-
selor Garvey, as he was known because of
his long practice in the éourts of Great
Britaln, acquired a wide scqualntance. He
practiced law in this city for twently years,
but has not been able to continue actively
at work since 1880,

In 189% he was stricken with Bright's dis-
ease and was given up for dead by four
physiclans. But his Irish constitution baf-
fled the prophecies of the doctors, though
he never fully recovered from the attack.
His deith was'due to the original trouble,
and to his advanced age.

He was born In Roselevin Castle, County
Mayo, Ireland. Bubsequently to his being
graduated as an attorney and barrister-at-
law he became a famlillar figure both at
the Temple Bar in London and Inns-of-
Court. Dublin. He was a close friend of
Danfel O'Connell, the Irish reformer, and
was his ardent supporter until 184, when
O'Connell dled. During the Irish famine,
from 1846 to 1849, he was one of the leaders
in relief work, and was chosen to distribute
the funds supplied by the British Govern-
ment.

He came to this counlry in 1885, He went
firat to New York, thence to Chicago, but
settled” in St. Louls in 1866. He was mar-
ried in Ireland, and his wife died In this
city in 1572 Five children survive him.
One daughter, Miss Emily Garvey, lved
with him on West Belle place, Three sons,
Edward, Chris and Hallam, live in this
city and a fourth son, George Garvey, lives
in Memphis.

During the sixteen years which have -
tervened Mr. and Mrs. Green had forgot-
ten the Incident entirely, when a letter
reached them from an attorney In the Far
West a week ago Informing them that by
the wlll of one Jared Rogers, who dled re-
cently, they had been remembered to the
extent of $5,000.

While Rogers had been accumulating his
property adversity had been the lot of Mr.
