SPEAK GOOD WORDS

German Chancellor Refers Hopefully to Prince Henry's Visit to
America, and Doctor North De clares Cultivation of Friend-

ship Between Two Nations I s Greatly to Be Desired.

Berlin, Jan. 22. During the debate on the
estimates of the Chancellor's department
In the Reichstag to-d- the Imperial
Chancellor, Count von Buelow, referred to
the pUasant relations b'tween Germany
and the United States and to ths approach-
ing visit of Prince Henry of I'ruts a. The
Chancellor found his opportunity In the
opening remarks of Doctor Barth, leader
of the Frcislnnige party, who, in discussing
tho budget, said;

"I want to touch upon the political rela
tions between Germany and the United
States, which are traditionally friendly in
character. One hindrance to the promotion
of this friendship Is the protectionism now
prevailing In. Germany.

Count Von Hneloir'a Reply.
"It is pleasant, on the other hand, to see

that the projected visit of a German Prince
to the United States has disclosed the ex-

istence of a large fund of good will and
cordiality among the American pesple for
Germany. We recognize In the Union not
mertly a great and economical community.
but we know that the achievements of the
United States In other lines, such as civil- -

izatlon and culture, are very Important.
The cultivation of the friendship of the two
countries is a thing to be grateful for.

Tork. Fa., Jan. 22. A. B. tfarquehar of
this city, the head of the Farquehar Agri-
cultural Works, and prominent ln national
Democratlo affairs, has received the follow-
ing letter from Cleveland.

"Argamenti Are Fallacious."
The arguments used in opposition to the

tariff concessions she Implores, based upon
our material Interests, are fallacious, mis-
taken and misleading, while their source
and the agencies of the propagation and
spread cannot fall to be recognized by
every honest, patriotic citizen with shame
and humiliation.

"It seems to me, however, that this sub-
ject involves consideration of morality and
conscience higher and mora commanding
than all others.

"And Vet Coaa-res-s Walts."
The obligations arising from these con-

siderations cannot be better or more forci-
bly defined than was done by President
Roosevelt in his message to Congress, nor
better emphasized than has been done by
Secretary Boot, and yet Corgress waits,
while we occasionally hear of concessions
which rich sugar interests might approve
ln behalf of trembling Cuba.

"I do not believe that nations, any more
than Individuals, can safely violate the
rules of honesty and fair dealing.

"Until there Is no escape, therefor. I
will not believe that, with all our fine words
and lofty professions, our embrace of Cuba
means the contagion of deadly disease.
