Th former h 1 is that the
cie.,iq i,eIe described follow the period of
Christ's personal reign of a thousand jtars.
wnn. t,e declare that his tecond
coming Is lmultaneou with said event"
But both agree that the description here

Is that of the final iudement. which
occjrs In connection with the closing scenes
of time.

Granting this to be a decrlrtIon of "last
Judgment." the lessons are all the more
startling and impressive, it Is me nine
nnpn Christ shalt "come In his glory, and
all th ho y ange.s with him." and hall "sit
upon the throne of hli glory." No longer
appearing In tha character of a Savior,
but as "Judge of all tve earth." "And
before him shall be gathered all nations."
What a stupendous scene! One Is reminded
cf tha deciiptIon given of this ame event
in Revelation. "And I siw the dead, small
and great stand befo'e God; and the books
were opened and another book was opened,
which Is the book of life; and the dead
were jjdged out of those things which were
written in tho books, according to their
works "

The second act In this dramatic scene is
descrllied thus: "And he hall separate
them on from another, as a hepherd

his heep from his goats And h
ehall et the sheep on his right hard, but
the goats on hi" left." This is the final
ceparatlon between those who are the re-
deemed and tho- who are not. Again we
ar reminded of the revelation scene: "And
the pea gave up the dead that were In It. and
death and hell delivered up the dead whlcn
were in them. Ard they were Judged every
man according to their works " It Is the
scene of the world cilled to Judgment, nnd
none cim escape. The final separation be-
tween good and evil Is nbout to take place.
"Then shall the King ray unto thm on the
rleh' ni"d- - Come. bleed of mr father,,nni. ,h- - kingdom prepared for vou from
the fojndntlon of the world." "Thn shall
he Fay a;oo unto them on tha left hand,
Depart from me ye cursed Into everlating
fire, prepared for the devil and his angels "
Here again the words of the Revelator are
In point: "And death nnd hell wer cast
Into the lake of (ire. This Is the recond
death. And whosoever was not found writ--

" hock of life wa, cast nto the lake
Jes"s Christ hlmelf' and the angel from
heaven are certainly "faithful and true'
and "thall never pass away."

It Ii also Interesting to note the reasons
assigned bv Christ as constituting a basis
for the Judgment rendered: I- -i the case of
those on hla right hand. It Is Mid: "For I
was nhungered. and ye gava me meat; I
was thlrty. and ye gave me drink; I was
a stranger, and ye took me in: nnked. nnd

e clothed me: I was sick, and ye vi!tedme: I was in prison, nnd je came unto mc."
And when thee rlghteou demurred to suchgreat commendation. Chrlit reprcents him-
self as siying: "Inasmuch as jc hav done
It unto one of tho least of these mv breth-ren., ye have dnn It unto me." So. too.
when those on hli left hand sought for the
name commendation, he replld: "Inasmuchas e did It not to one of the letst of these,

e did It not to me."

them not thoe things which are needfulto the body, what doth It profit? Even ofilth, if It have not works. Is dead, being
