Aside from the material assistance which it will give,

there will be a rare satisfaction to the families in
knowing that the deeds of the departed are remem-

On officials there rests a grave responsibility. The

causes of the collapse and the construction of the
building should be thoroughly investigated. There
seems to be a question regarding the condition of the
walls. Only by learning the obvious lessons which
such a disastrous event teaches can similar calami-
ties be avoided In the future.

In addition, also,
British taxpayers are burdened with Increased taxes
to the amount of many huudred millions of dollars
as representing the money cost of the war.

AVhcn, after contemplating these tables of losses
In British blood and treasure, the people of Great
Britain also realize the tremendous loss of prestige
as a militant nation which has come to their coun-
try owing to Inability to whip the Boers, the penalty
for British sin in South Africa should surely teach
its solemn lesson. The sin was that of trying to
crush liberty, to deprive brave and worthy peoples
of their freedom, which had been won after years of
pioneer suffering, dangers and untold sacrifices for
freedom's sake. This sin of great nations has never
gone unpunished In the World's history. Americans
will do well to take this great truth to heart. We
are too willing just now to follow England's evil ex-

ample in the conquest and subjugation of weaker
peoples.

When a sum of school money is paid into the fund

for the reduction of the Missouri State debt the
bond at once is issued to the Board of

Education for the full amount.
Thus, instead of going Into the market and buying

a Stale negotiable Iiond, as was done by Governor
'Hardin, the State issues its bond and
places the school money the fund for redeeming
negotiable State bonds. And the amount is account-
ed for to the last cent.

Though such a question would not occur to an
honest newspaper possessing "knowledge of history's
elementary facts," the Globe may ask why the con-

solidated certificate-exclud- ing the ?!00,000 of 1872

of 1S81 should be represented by specified canceled
bonds, while the amount of school money paid since
18S1 into the redemption fund Is represented only
pro rata In the general list of canceled bonds.

The reason is that when the act of 1881 was
passed the State held certain of Its own negotiable
bouds in trust for the School Fund. Under that act
these particular bonds were canceled when the

bonds, or certificates, were issued.
Since that time schoof moneys have gone into the

fund for redeeming State bonds and have composed
a part of that fund. Certilicates or
bonds have thereupon been promptly issued. The
School Fund has been Micrcdly guarded.

But, of course, there Is no way of Identifying the
particular bonds canceled by that precise part of the
redemption fund.

For example, If 55,000 of school money should lie
paid info the redemption fttud, a certificate for 50,000
would issue for the School Fund. The $5,000 would
go, with perhaps $100,000 from other sources, to
the liquidation of the State debt and the cancellation
of Stare bonds. But nobody could tell Just which
of 105 bonds of $1,000 each the $5,000 liquidated.
Xor would anybody be interested In knowing. The
School Fund would have Its full due; the State ne-

gotiable bonds would be redeemed and canceled; the
hooks would show a complete and accurate transac-
tion.

And yet the Globe has the cvll-nilnd- impudence
to tell the people of Missouri that thi policy, ap-
proved and participated In by Democrats and Re-
publicans alike conspicuously by a petted favorite
of the Globe. Major John L. Bittinger, in the session
of 1M)5 is a "gross attempt to deceive."

Though the Globe is making excellent campaign
material for the Democracy, It remains a matter of
regret that these wholesale "distortions of elemen-
tary facts of history" are circulated abroad. Why.
not tell the truth, or at least put on the virtue or
silence?

World's Fair.

D. Kanny Pioctor, winner of the premium
offered by a Chicago newspaper for the
test design for a tower rivaling tho Eiffel
Tower of Paris, has written to the World's
Fair management that he has mastered tho
secret of aerial navigation and will make .

the trip from Chicago to St. Louis in the Jdevice he has Invented. W
Five hours is the time limit he has set

for the journey. He says that $10,000 will
build the craft that he has under way. He
intends to enter the aerial tournament of
IMS In St. Louis with this ship. The letter,
which has attracted the attenion of the
committee having In charge the subject ot
the contest between airships, says:

"I Intend to carry out my resolve to win
the first prize in the great contest for tho
mint successful airship. For several years
I hav e been looking for such an opportunitj-a- s

I.-- presented in' connection with the noted
St. Louis Exposition. I am fully aware of
the magnitude of the undertaking that ha.
iin to the present time, completely baffled
the skill of to many seekers of fame.

"For many vears I heve watched in vain
for satisfactory developments In the line
cf aerial navigation, until the .time has
come when among the wonderful achieve-
ments of the present, there will be prac-
tically solved a way to navigate the air.
Difficult as the problem has been to solve,
the writer is able to master it. and to con-

struct an airship on which three persons,
as navigators, will be able to leave Chi-

cago for St. Louis and arrive at their
destination five hours later. The estimated,
con of the will not
exceed J10.0C0. hardly a feature of which
lias ever bten applied to a similar pur-
pose before in the line of unsatisfactory
results. Their complete failures can be
understood better when methods appropri-
ate to desired results are shown, and the
test will come when, before the chosen com-
mittee of three men. 1 will gain the unani-
mous vote that the defects in all previous
attempts have been pointed out and tho
remedy for past failures decided by com-
parison between the past and the present
methods."
