He had
arranged to marry his sweetheart in April,
and If his plans had not been Interrupted
he would have taken his Intended bride 1o
the mountain fartnesses to becomea the Prin-
cess of his cutlaw camp

Musgrove and his gang have been In hid-
ing for several months, snce Governor
Otero offered rewards for their capture
The hanging of Tom Ketchum, one of the
gang at Clayton last year, has had a quiet-
Ing effect on them.
