"The West Hnd Business Men's Association
at it:' meeting last r.ight at Xo. iilC Kisten
avenue decided to draft a blil for pn-stn- -

tauon to the next session or tne Legisla
ture, making the sounding of a false fire-alar-

n felony. The association's action
was the result of a resolution introduced by
Daniel C. Donovan. In offering the reso-
lution Mr. Donovan explained that severalflagrant instances of persona sending In false
alarms had occurred recently without pun-
ishment to the guilty parties.

In one case, he said, apparatus had
been injured and firemen's lives endangered
In responding to falsa alarms. He declared
that the association's efforts to secure for
the West End districts a hook and laddercompany and keyless fire alarm boxe
would prove fruitless while their being
tampered with on unfrequented streetr injpct'iible. He characterised the penalties
picscrlted in the city ordinance against thesounding of false alarms as too mild for theoffense.

The association also considered the mat-
ter or reconstructing Evans and Fairfaxavenues. The speakers In favor of thebetterment of these streets said that, as
these were two of the middle West End'j
most important east and west thorough-
fares, they should be Improved.
