RIGHTS ARE DEFINED

Appellate Court Orders Kinloeh
Company to Replace Instrument

Which It Removed.

JUDGE BLAND ON UNIONISM.

Law Relating to Intoxication of
Public. Officials Is Explained

Other Decisions Ren-

dered.

J JilKe Goode of the Court of AipeaW j e- -
terday in reversing the finding of tho St.
Iuls Circuit Court and directing that a
writ of mandamus be Issued comiclllng
I lie Klnloch Telephone Company to put a,

telephone In the place or the Kej stone View
I Company, No. 3H3 .Uiclede aienue, ex-

plained the law governing telephone com-
panies-. Telephone companies have been
held from the first to be common carritrs
in tho sense that they are bound to furni'h
service to any one offering to comply with
thflr reasonable requirement, not only in
respect to their public station but.
also .is to the priMite sjstem of
instruments in otlices. residences and places

I of business. Telegraph and telephone coniv
I
Ipanics. he states, are regarded by the cour's
' as performing functions similar to those of
i raiivvavs, steamuoat aim express com

panies. which conduct a general carrlng
business, and they have alwajs been sub-
ject to govermentul supervision and regula-
tion, both by legislature, and Judicial de-

cisions.
An examination of the decMon allows

that the right to curtail freedom of con-

tract by compulsory measures on thu part
of the sovereignty through any of its
branches is not exclusively nor always
exercised. The ground of public interfer-
ence, with business affairs Is not well set-
tled: but the underljing principle is. the
right of the people, acting through their
legislative representatives, or their courts,
for the good of the commonwealth, to set
bounds to the abltrary conduct of u natural
or corporate person, or combination of
either, whenever that conduct becomes in-

tolerable, opprt-ssiv- e and mischlevou?. while
at the time conceedlng to everybody
the prerogative to make sucn contracts and
enter into relations with such persons as
he chooses, lnsido these bounds.
In the present case a telephone was placed

in the Keystone compan's place, but It did
not give aitlsfaction, and the Kestone
people notified the Kinloeh company to take
the phono out: that thu Kinloeh compatiy
did not take it out. but adjusted It. when
It began to work well: that the Keystono
company then wished to retain the phone;
that the Kinloeh compnny insited on pay-

ment for all the time the phone was In the
Kestone compan"3 place, whether the
phone worked or not, which being refused.
it took the phone out.

Judge Woods holds that the rule of the
Kinloeh company not to replace a tele-
phone removed for nonpayment of rent
will not stand in this case, lie does not
deny the right of the Kinloeh company to
pay for its phones, but It has not the right,
he Etate. to be Judge in its own case, in
a dispute. The evidence, the Judge states.
shows that part of the time the telephone
ras In the Kej stone company's place it
was of no use. There Is practically no tes-
timony, he states, that the Keystone people
owe anj thing. Judges Bland and Barclay
concur.

J ail ire Illund'a Kullne.
Pre-idi- Judge Bland of the Appellate

Court, in overruling a motion for n rehear-
ing In the case of Carl Froelich. whoe ap-

plication for an injunction to restrain the
Muslciai s' Mutual Benefit Aociatlon from
expelling him-- because he refused to pay
a tine Imposed for reding on street cars
during the strike of 19C0, was denied two
weeks ago. states:

"The learned counsel for the respondent
(Froelich). In his motion for rehearing,
seems to have misconceived both the let-

ter and the spirit of the opinion delivered
In the case The opinion does not. a coun-
sel for respondent contend, denounce, or
hold illegal, trade unions. The court wa
not dealing with trade unions as such, but
with a monopoly erroneously ytjllng Itself
a trade union. Trade unions are authorized
by our statutes and are approved and sup-
ported by the enlightened sentiment of all
right-thinki- men. and their benefits, hoth
to their members and the general public,
are seen and appreciated by every unpreju-
diced mind. But when a trade
union becomes both a tyrannical master
over Its members and monopolizes a
trade, for the protection of which it was
ostensibly organized, it puts itself bevond
the pale of the protection of the courts
and outside of the statutes authorizing
trade unions, and no member of such a
union can have any standing In a court
o equitv. where he seeks to enforce the
monopolistic features and objects of the
organization. Tho court found the unfor-

tunate respondent In this situation, and.
while we recognize that the order to which
ho belonged had unjustly and arbltrarll
dismissed him from the organization, we
found ourselves unable to afford him any
relief, for the sole reason that he aked
the court to sustain and uphold a monopoly
and not because he belonged to a labor
union "

Judge Eland, in denyingthe Injunction,
stated that the musicians" union was a trust
and that the courts never dealt In monop-

olies except to crush them.
Appellnlc Court Declnlona.

The Appellate Court affirmed the decision
of the Circuit Court, which adjudged John
JlcCloskey Is responsible to his divorced
wife Xellie for the support of their six chil-

dren.
The McCIoskejs" family troubles have fig-

ured in the courts for some years. They
were married In 1S77. In February. 1S93. he
rued for divorce. The couple was living in
the samo house, but not together. She con-

tested the case, the trial of which required
several days, resulting in both parties

denied a divorce. He then went to North
Dakota, where he obtained a divorce in
1S9S.

"When he returned to St. Louis she sued
him for the support of their children, who
remained with her. He offered to support
the three younger children If they would
come to live with him, but would have
nothing to do with the three older children.

Judge Goode, who wrote the opinion,
states that he knows no principle of ltw
by which McCloskey was exonerated from
the obligation to support his children prior
to the time he obtained the divorce; that
1. from the date the demand was made on
him In May, 1S97, at which time he ceased
to furnish them at all. to January. 1S3.
McCloskey. the Judge states, voluntarily
deserted both home and children, leaving

Taj lor. when called upon to pro-ecu- te n
rase, was found to be o intoxicated. It is
charged, that he could not try the ca"e.
which was dismissed.

Judge Bland states that the statute under
which Tavdor wns prosecuted contains two
clause'. Under the first It Is made an of-

fense for an officer to be Intoxicated while
!n the performance of any ottlclal dutj-- .

Under the second the offense Is committed
when the officer is found so intoxicated as
to be incapacitated to perform any oiilelal
net or duty when called uron to do so. An
officer mav get drunk and not violate this
section, but if he Is intoxicated while per-
forming any olllclal duty or is found so
Intoxicated when called upon to perform
any official act or dutj as to incapacitate
him to perform it in either case he will be
guilty of the violation of this statute.

Recommends .Memorandums.
Judge Goode. In affirming the finding of

the St. Louis Circuit Court granting a new
trial In the case of EMe Barkhoefer nnJ
others against Henry W. Barkhoefer. rec-

ommended that Circuit Judges write mem-
orandums In deciding cases.

"We note." sajs. Judge Goode, "that the
learned Circuit Judge filed a written opin-
ion with his ruling on the motion Tor a new
trial, which 1? not preserved In the record
or the brief of either part-- . Appellate
Judges pre materially asI"ted in their con-
