Continue Subject of Prodigal Son.
Mr. Morgan last night continued his sub-

ject of the prodigal, the parable from the
fifteenth chapter of I.uke. and before the
first tacked audience he has had duri'ig
the five days of meetings his sermon was
uncommonly dramatic.

At one point he a naval battla.
snij,s clearing for action, men handling she
guns, the repetition or orders, and
ana boom of the cannon, and through it all
the speaker employed rnoi-trncn- of body
and arms, pauses In speech and sharp and
Inre lse. or low and rumbling tones of oiie.

Tho part of the parable Illustrated by the
evangelist in Ian night's sermon was where
the prodigal son "aro and went to his fa- -
thr.and said: "Father. I have sinned against
heaven and in thy sight." "' and the father
ran to meet him He spoke of the confes-
sion of sin. of the concentration of

expressed In the passage, ami
of the son's faith in his father's forgiveness.

Several times fervent "amens" from the
audience interrupted, and the evangelist
would pause In his fervid periods and say
to the unknown ones: "Gcd bless vou: that
is the right spirit."

During the first five minu'es of silent
after the sermon, while the mln-iit- er

pleaded, three persons stood up and
mied prayer. Then for ten minutes, while
tie songs e suns In a minor key and
the heads remained bowed, the pleading
continued before the congregation was d!s- -

viniSA-d- .

I. 3. latter clause. "Our fellowship is withthe Father." He gale a resume of thu

afternoon discussions of the Chris-
tian life, emphasizing the, importance or
"life, growth and health." arllrming that
crnwtli was not due to effort on our part.
j that the means or conditions
of growth ft ere not to be. ignored. The firstmeans, that of "feeding on the Word ofGod," was discussed Wednesdav afternoon,
and he proccedtd to U.e- - discussion of the
tecond. "that of entering Into fellowship
with God." The third, which is reserved fordiscussion this afternoon. Is, "Kxerclse, or
the Proper Use of the Gifts and Graces"

Mr. Morgan stated that the great basis
of "fellowship" with God wasj through tho
medium of the Hoiv Spirit. He declared
that the term "fellowship." as used In thetext, had two meanings "fellowship, as
having all in common with God; and fellow-
ship, an haling partnership with God." Heenlarged upon the "'communion" and"friendship" Ideas Involved in fellowship
with God. Ho said that "'friends." In thetrue sense of that term, were necessarily
few. "So," said the speaker, "Is our fel-
lowship with the Father. Face to face withhim, we tell him all that Is In our heart.
We tell him our doubts, we keep back noth-
ing. His frlendls- - breath will separate the
chaff and the wheat, and we Hill enjoy
communion and fellowship with him.'"

Speaking of the "partnership" phase of
fellowship. Mr. Morgan said that It meantthat "all the resources of God were placed
t our disposal." That it is the privilege of

the child of God to draw upon the Infinite
resources of the Father, his Infinite wisdom,
hi infinite power, for his "perfecting." He
said, also, that it included Christ, as de-
scribed by John, in the terms "Life, light
and love" which, he said, was the key tohis epistles.

Mr. Morgan then passed to the discussion
of what he termed "the other side of the
Jjartnershlp." that "all our resources shouldlo placed at God's disposal." This, he said,
lrvolvcd "mutual interest, mutual devotion
and mutual activity." He said It was a dlf- -
licult thing to make men believe that God
was really interested in them.

Speaking of "mutual devotion" as a part
of man's resources to be laid on the altar
of service. Mr. Morgan said that this

all clfts and powers of body and
mind. He suld some people had the Idea
that when thev Iecame Christians they
were to give up their gifts to music and
painting but he said, all these were to be
cultivated all the moro for the Master's
use.

He said it was a false notion to suppose
that the tenth of one's income was all the
Lord required. Ho said men should re-
gard all they had as belonging to the Lord,
and that after one has "eaten to the glory
of God and clothed himself and those de-
pendent on h m to the glory of God." the
balance should be placed at the disposal or
God's cause In the earth. In closing, he
made a strong appeal for carrying out thephae of fellowship known as "mutual ac-
tivity."

The isolation and surgical wards arc only
the beginning of the work.

buildings, including power-hous- e and kitch-

ens. The medical, or common, wards will
be on the Ijfayette avenue side. It was at
first proposed to construct them on a pa-UI- on

plan, but this may be changed, and
the buildings made three, four or fiye sto-

ries. Contracts for power-hous- e and kitch-
ens will be let within the next two weeks.
