From the latest description of Hudson as
to the way he returned to Joplin It Is
thought possible that Hudson was Incar-
cerated in Galena, Kns., instead of Webb
City. Mo. Both Galena and Webb City
are about miles distant from Joplin, and
In his mental the mistake could
have made easily.

FUNERAL FOR YATES,

Nominated by Overwhelming Ma-

jorities Two Anti-Yate- s Can-
didates for Legislature.

CONVENTION INDORSES GRAFF.

Governor Saved From Complete
Humiliation by Isaac C. Ed-

wards's Appeal to Mem-

bers of Convention.

nnruDLic special.
Feoria. III.. March 2G. Tho Peoria Re-

publican Convention to-d- was a funeral
for Yates, and the principal mourners in
attendance were Congressman Hopkins and
Lieutenant Governor Northcott. who ex-

pected to receive congratulations, when the
sequel developed that condolences wero In
order.

The convention, by overwhelming majori-
ties, nominated two
candidates for the Legislature, deplored tho
death of McKlnlcy. indorsed Roosevelt,
commended the two United States Senators
for their devotion to the Interests of the
people, commended the efforts ot Richard
Yates to give the State Institutions a good
business adminlsratlon. Indorsed all his ef-

forts In that behalf nnd approved the ad-

ministration of the various departments of
the State novernment.

Graff Entuunlrtntlcnllr Indorsed.
An Indorsement and Instruction for Con

gressman Graff was received with yells,
which Increased In volume when this thrust
at Governor Yates was added:

"Wo view with disfavor any and all at-
tempts to defeat his nomination and re-
election."

Tho Governor did all In his power to de-
feat Grnff. As If this was not sufficiently
cruel, the following was added:

"We look with disfavor upon any and all
attempts to disrupt the party by a de-
parture from tho time-honore- d customs of
tho party, and we pledge ourselves to resist
In all reasonable and proper ways all such
attempts."

Referring to the plan to nominate Hop-
kins. In State Convention, tho resolutions
were unanimously adopted. There was a
warm fight In the committee over the three
paragraphs presented by John S. Stevens,
member of tho State Commlttae. who Is
with the Cullom-Sherma- n faction. The first
denied the right of the State Convention to
nominate a candidate for United States
Senator. Another condemned any and aU
politicians who advocated It and the third
attacked machine politics in the party, and
by Innuendo, condemned Governor Yates.

Edwards Defends Yates.
Lorimcr was a. target, for denunciation, and

before Mr. Stevens concluded he blistered
most of the Governor's leaders without
naming them. Isaac C. Edwards took up
the gage as champion of Yates and forced
Stevens to wlthuraw the paragraphs, but
Judus d. Starr brought up the last one and
made a determined ettort to force It
through. Again Edwards' defended Governor
Yates.

'Peoria." caid he. "has got one of the
largest State Institutions in the State, and
It ts destined to be the largest." referring
to the asylum for the Incurable Insane. The
?ay roll amounts to UO.OOO a month: Is all
distributed here. Wo expect to go to the
next Legislature with a petition for ..)for extensions' and Improvements. Can we
do this with one hand and with the other
slap the Governor of the State in the face?
It's an open Insult."

"What has that to do with Republican
principles?" savagely demanded Mr.
Stevens, who complained bitterly of the
methods of the State administration in the
township nnd ward caucuses. But the Ed-
wards argument was effective.

The Governor was saved, the proposition
being- laid on the table by 12 ayes to Itnays, which wa3 a hair-bread- th escape for
Mr. Yates.

Mr. Roosevelt's Hand Felt.
The mailed hand of Hoosjvelt was felt

In Peoria with stinging emphasis. The
strong Dawes and Mason sentiment was
entirely smothered. P. G. Rennlck, In-
ternal Revenue Collector, who has been
chairman of the County Committee foryears, was forced to resign the chairman-
ship. The order was peremptory, and so
direct from Washington that ho did not
dare disregard it. The committee refused
to accept tho resignation, but Rennlck
dropped out of active participation In the
fight.

The nominees for the Legislature are
Charles F. Black and William G. McRob-ert- a.

Lieutenant Governor Northcott noti-
fied the press that the latter was a friend of
Yates and for Hopkins for Senator. Sen-
ator Putnam, who Is said to have drawn a

Job at the Charleston
Exposlton. and who was after manager for
the Governor, also claimed McRoberts.

Yates and Antl-Yat- es Candidates.
That gentleman at once entered a pos-

itive denial, declaring; he was pledged to
nobody on any proposition. He acknowledged
th? Governor's agents had approachru him
some time ago, but he gave them .vj en-
couragement. As a marwr or fact, Put-
nam tried to get all the candidates for tho
Legislature to promise to obey Governor
Yates, on organization of the House, nnd
also to vote for whoever the Governor se-
lected for United States Senator.

Root. Black, Barret and McRoberts re-
fused the proposition, while Mumar and
Barnes are said to have accepted the Gov-
ernor's assistance on the above basis.

Anhoy. Dumar and Barnes were recog-
nized openly y as the only Yates can-
didates. The strongest Yates candidate
was Dumar. from the country, and a test
showed Black the favorite against him by
a majority of 109.

This approximates the Yates and nntl-Yat- es

strength in the convention. In select-
ing tho candidates from the city, Barnes,
the Yates candidate, withdrew In favor of
Barrett, and that sealed his fate. McRoberts
winning by a majority of 213.

Congressman Hopkins and Mr. Northcott
sat on the platform during the obsequies
on the candidates, ami their gloomy feel-
ings were reflected In their faces. After the
corpse was decently interred, they were
called out, nnd made exceedingly brief
Fpeeches. The State delegation Is divided,
and Is headed by John S. Stevens, who was
ordered defeated at all hazards by Governor
Yates. The delegation stnnds twelve fcr
Yates to fifteen against him.
