BURGLAR TRAP THAT CLAIMED
INVENTOR FOR FIRST VICTIM

Recovers From the Bullet

Daniel Kramer Says He Will Secure a Patent on His Device if He

Tampered With His Closet Door Unguardedly.

Wound Received When He

Dantel Kramer, whn was shot through the
left lung by walking Into a burglar trap
ha had constructed In the closet of his
room at No. 147 North Broadway Monday
night, was operated on yesterday at the
City Hospital and the bullet removed. The
missile had plowed its way nearly through
his body. The physiclans say he has a
chance for recovery.

The wounded man Is of an inventive turn
of mind, and when his room had been en-
tered several times he devised the trap
which mo nearly cost him his life. He con-
structed an iron bracket In the closet to
hold n 42-caliber revolver so that the muzzle
pointed toward the door. Attached to ths
trigger of the weapon was & stout plece of
twine, which was run to the back partition
of the closet and passing through an eye-
hoit ran to the top, where, by mesans of a
sccond eye-bolt, it crossed to the door

Who was shot through the lung by a revolver with which he hadl rigged up a burglar
trap in a closet In his room.

where It was attached by a hook. When
the door was opened the string was pulled,
discharging the pistol. Enough slack wns
left In the twine to allow the door to be
opened about eight inches before the trig-
ger would be pulled.

Monday night Kramer returned from
work iste, and, as he was golng to a dance
with severul friends, hurriedly started to
dresa.  Forgetting the trap he had rigged
up he pulled open the closet door with a
jerk. which fired the pistol. His friends,
who were walting in the hall, heard the re-
rnrt. and, rushing to the room, saw him
¥ing unconsclous on the floor.

Kramer, though serlously wounded, is
proud of the efficlency of his device, an?!
says If he recovers he will see ahout hav-
Ing it patented with & few Improvements.

“It shows that It wilil' work any wuay,” he
eald yesterday at the City Hospital, “and
If any one had attempted to rob me they
would have begn caught.'

The trap had been set six weeks, but on
former occasions, when Kramer desired to

enter the closet, he wonld detach the string
befora opening the door,

CULLOM PROTESTS
AGAINST MEASURE.

Bill

Believes Present Chinese
Wonld Be Violation
of Treaty.

Washington, April 8—A vigorous proteat
was made In the Senate to-dax by Mr. Cul-
lom of Illinols against the passage of the
Chinese exclusion bill in its present form.
Coming from the chialrman of the Commit-
tee on Forelgn Relations, the protest made
a deep impression on the Senate,

AMr. Cullom, while expressing himself as
in favor of the exclusion of Chinese labor-
ers, =ald that many of the provisions of the
pending measure were in contravention of
our treiaty obligations with Ching. He urged
that the United States could not afford to
ignora its solemn treaties, although he con-
ceded the asuthority of Congress to enuct
the proposed law if it saw fit to do so,

Mr. Patterson of Colorado and Mr. Per-
kins of California supported the pending
bill, maintaining that in no way did It
contravene existing treaties, as by the con-
ventlon of 184 China had agreed that
Chine=s Inborera should be excluded from
this country. The blll was drastlc in lis
provisions, they admitted, but no mora so
than wus necessary to ellminate the possi-
bility of frdud.

Would Vielate Treaty.

Mr. Cullom reviewed the treaties and leg-
islation on the =subject of Chineses exclu-
slon, nnd, continuing, =aid:

“Personally, I am in favor of absolute
exclusion of Chinése Inborers, In the or-
dinary meaning of that word, and the
proper enforcement of our present laws, and
it #eems to me that those laws are amply
sufficient. I do not think it would be wise
for us to pass the bill under considerationm,
because | conlsder many provisions of that
bill to be violations of our treaty relo-
tions with China. There s nothing In the
present situation that makes It either ex-
pedisnt or necesfary to pass a law In dis-
regard of our treaty with China. We should
do nothing that {s not upon a high plane of
honor and dignity.

Trade Should Be Considered.
“Our trade with China is worthy of con-
alderation in deallng with this subject. Un-
der present conditions It s as sure to come
to the United SBtates as the sun shines on
us, If we do not close the doors ourselves,
The Hawallan Territory, over 1,000 mliles
out from our Californin shores in the di-
rection of Japan and China, in the Paclfic
Ocean, s in the fullest sense & part of the
United Stantes, The great archipeingo, the
Phllippine Islands, over which the sover-
eignty of the United States s proclaimed,
s stlll beyond and comparatively near to
China. And so we have opened the way
by establishing our outposts on the sea to
make it easy for the Unlted States to con-
trol the commercs of that country.'
