Washington, April 17.—Edward J. Davls
|rf Greenficld, Mass,, who wnas a Sergeant
Pin Company M, Twenty-sixth Volunteer In-

fautry, wus before the Senate Committee

on the Philippines to-day. He was present

| in the convent at Igbaras, November &7,
149, wlhen the “water cure” was adminis-
tered to the Presidente of the town cf
Igbaras, as testified to by Bergeant Riley
and Privats Smith, and related ths incl-
dents connected therewith.

He =ald that, under onders from Captaln
Glenn of the regulurs, he, with m =quad,
had taken the Presidents into custody on
November 25, and had escorted him to the
convent, whera the *“cure’” wis adminis-
tered., He repeated the story of the torture
of the Presidents, adding soma detalls,

Th witness also repeated the statement
that two molice officera of the towm of
Igbnras had bLeen subjected to the water
cure.

“Therse wns," ha said, *also a native
school teacher there, who was maltreated
nt the saume time, but the wiater cure was
not admintstered to him. He was luken

into one of the back rooms of the convent |
by Doctor Lyong, who secured the Informa-
tion ke wanted from Hm by placing two |
Tey srs to his honid, thus rendering it un-
ne -»n-‘ to adminleter the cure.™
| e stited in reply to questions that the
| torture In all the instances mentioned had

been eondocted by the regular soldlers, and
that they had not been participated In by
the members of his regiment, the Twenty-
sixth Volunteers,
“AMy orders were,” he said, “to treat thy
» nattves kindly, and, so far as 1 observed,
the soldlers generally =0 treated them, with |
the exceptions 1 have mentioned.”

Major Waller testified that he ordered the |
ghooting of eleven mer Januury 20, but de-
nied ordering the execution of a man Jan-
unry 19 He admitted he was very Il at
that time.

Burgeon Love testified that Major Wal-
ler's temperature, January 19, was 105, His
illness then was such that he was not fitted
o command. It was likely he might have
given the order and forgot all ebout it. He
thought an officer would have been jJustl-
fled In disobeying the order.
