division ameng party spoilsmen. A politieal organi-
sathom which earnestly Intends to serve the people
eovld not ask for a more enconraging condition of the
publie temper than that which lopsisis upon the nomi-
untion of eapable and honest men for municipal otfice.

When the opportunity comes for this principle to
Le applied to the selection of candidates for the Mu-
uiclpal Assembly the truth shoull be made excepding:
¥ plaln that the popular inslstence Is for clean and
falthful Assemblymen, and that this demand must
e met by the politieal organizations which ask popu-
lar suppuort for thelr candidates. The vote for Munie-
ipal Asseiblymen must be n vote for men, bhassd on
kuowlelge of their personal characters and worthl-
ness, not a blind party vote for party nominees, The
uece<sity for the redemption of the Maniclpnl As-
sembly from the gontrol of corruptionists is vital In-
desd. The new spirit of resolution for good munieipal
government must bring about this desired and Imper-
atively necessary reform.

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AN AMERICAN DEVELOPMENT.

With the ivauguration of Doctor Nicholus Murry
Butler as President of Columbia University, atten-
then Is again direcied to the character of these Im-
portant positions.

Thne was when the salntly and learned man, per-
linps with no other gqualifications, was deesmed the
deal college or university president. That day has
passedl. There Iz not o Inrge institution of education
which seek an execntive rather than a
teacher when choosing a responsible head.  Doctor
Butler's predecesser, the present Mayor of New York,
i rypieal of this elass. Doctor Harper of Chicago
University is equally distingnished as an executive
Doctor Jesse and Chaneellor Chaplin in Missouri are
men of the snme broad type.

This Is an evolution in the conduct of schools
which has been rendered necessary by the inereasid
demamds of modern organization.  No university con-
siders itself well cquipped unless an endowment of
willions separates it from the small sehool. The In-
crease in the earriculn of universities erentes a de-
mand for the serviee of an exceptional man of afMairs,

In one way the Amerlean college or university
president is unique. His powers are almost imperial
within the scope of the school.  Trustees find little
fanlt as long as his adwinistration is a snecess, Ilis
recommendations recelve great weight. In emergen-
cies he seldom hesitates when the limitations of his
duties are questioned, but goes ahead on the assunp-
tion that he is the real center of the university.

He accomplishes things. Whereas a  European
school slumbers along under the sdministration of
various boards and committees the American college
moves with a swiftness whileh Is little short of the
marvelons,  The executive president or chaneellor
works while the other plans,  He must be a business
man able to grasp large details. He muost be a man
of the world as well as of hooks.

Whether this development will continue until the
teaching foree of a school will be under the charge
of one dean or rector while the fiseal affairs will be
gulded by a manager or chancellor remains to he
scon.  The pessibility of friction between the two
heads might be a diseouragement to such a Systen.
Yet the Board of Control would be the final authorlty.
It is hardly probuable that the evolution has reached
Its highest form and, until a better plan is found,
trustees will still be on the lookout for the men of
exceptional force now vequired as heads of the great
institutions of learning.

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EDUCATION IN BUSINESS,

In view of the large benefnctions to institntions of
“highier education which are made by men who have
been practieally =clf-mnoght, there wonkl seom 1o e
Httle reason for discussion of the effect which g college
training has on the man who onters Lusjness,

It must b acknowledged thnt the rick man who
aeglects to send his children to the best &chools js the
exception. None of them wish their offspring to un-
dergo the smne hardships which befell them, Evean
the most practical man will not allow that an eduea-
tion is a Inzury.

Aundiew hovk on “The Empire of
Business™ contalus a short chapter on the college grad-
uate which s as sensibie as the philanthrople Seoteh-
man's remarks usually arc, After reading his views
en the subiject one is forced 1o belleve that President
Sohiwab of the Steel Trust gained bis predilection for
the upeducated man from some one else than his old
patron, .

Following is a short extriuct from Mr, Ciirnegice’s
Imiok on this subject: “Tnless the unlversity man om-
ploys his thoe 1o the best advantage in acquiring
knowledze upon the pursuit which he is to ninke the
chiel business of his life he will enter business at a
disadvantage with vounger men who enter in their
teens although lncking In university education. 'This
gora without gaying, Now the question is: Wil the
graduate who has dwelt in the region of theory over-
take the man who has been for & Fear or two In ad-
vance of him engaged In the hard and stern educntive
ficld of practice?
