HELD TO BE VALID,

Supreme Court Jars the American
league by Keversing Decision

in the Lajoie Cae.

MAY AFFECT OTHER PLAYERS.

President Kogers of Thiladelphia
Club Will Take Steps to He- -'

rover Services of the
Deserrei s.

Philadelphia, April 21. The Sup-ern- e

t Court y reversed, tho decision of the
I Court of Common Picas No. S in tho case
1 of Napoleon Lajoio 'vs. the Philadelphia.
f National League Uaball Club.
J This decision upholus the validity of the

reserve viu&u in hi- - rfiuoiitu uibuh w..
tracts. Lajoio, who formerly played second
base for tho National League club in this
city, signed with tho Phlledclphla American
Leaguo club for the season of 1S01 and 1302.

Tho Philadelphia Jlaseball Club, through
Treasurer John I. Itogers, entered suit J.0
restrain Lajoio from plajlng with tho
American League. Tho lower court held
that the reserve clause was Illegal, and
Colonel llogers carried tho case to tho Su
premo Court, whero the decision was re
versed.

If this decision stands it will affect nil
plavcrs who were subject to the reservo
clause and who are now playing with Uie
American League.

Tho caso attracted widespread attention
by the question of validity of the "reserve
clauso" In league contracts. Lower court
decided that tho National League contracts
were lacking in mutuality, and, therefore,
oppressive to plajers who desired to sign
other contracts. The lower court's decision
bore especially on the ten days' "rcleaso
notice clause." and decision is, in
effect, that this clauso is equitable.

In rendering tho decision the Supreme
Court sajs:

ItnJInir on lleicrve Clanse.
"Upon a careful consideration of the

whole ease wc nre of ODinion that the pro
visions of the contract are reasonable, and
that the consideration Is fully adequate.
The evidence shows no Indication of any at--
tempt at overreaching or unfairness. Sub-
stantial lustlco between the paries requires
that the court should restrain the defen-
dant from pl.i)lng for any other club dur-
ing the term of his contract.

Suggestion of Santos-Dumon- t That
Speed lie the Only Test of Merit.

General conditions to be observed in the
airship race for the capital prize of $100,000

offered by the World's Fair management

method employed. The aeroplane may bat-
tle with the dirigible baloon and the largo
and small craft will be pitted against one
another.

Speed Is to bo the only test of merit. The
p that covers the course and Is first

to pass the goal balloon, t, ill be the winner
of that trial.

There will bo a scries of these trials over
different kinds of courses, triangular and
straightaway, the davs for the several
trials to bo selected with reference to tho
metcrological conditions.

Tho details of the last proposition nre
withheld from publication by the Impo-
sition Aerial Committee until after it ha?

In his Judgment, oc
cupy more thin three months, at the end of
which time the Exposition Company would
proceed to quickly put them In shape for
formal publication to the world.

and was therefore untouched.

The conference adjourned at 5 o'clock. In
the evening M. Santos-Dumo- nt received theDirectors of the Exposition Company andothers, who had expressed n desire to meet
him. in hi" rooms on the parlor Hoor of the
Southern Hotel.
