adoption of tho per diem charge for the
use) of cars In service on foreign lines This
Is a reform which has been discussed by
railway officers for many jears. and finally

j seems likely to be brought about by the
r united action of the stronger lines.

It Is claimed that the direct authority of
railway presidents is necessar to enforce

t a change from mileage payment to per diem
payments for borrowed cars They propose
that this can bo secured by gradually estab-
lishing the system, and extend'ng It, as It
gains support. Their idea is that tho trunk
line roads, it they agreed upon the reform,
could use tho Trunk Line Association or-
ganization to work out the details. Then
the roads In tbo Central Traffic Association
and other bodies would fall in line, and
ultimately a general railway clearing-hous- e

would be possible.
