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ACTION DELAYED ON

APPROPRIATION BILL

Measure Reported Favorably in
City Council, but Lies Oyer

for a Week.

ITEMS AGGREGATE $1,213,544.

For Street Cleaning 100,000 Is
Alio-- ' More Money for

1 irlment and
1'arks.

The temporary appropriation bill, which
was reported favorably yesterday to the
City Council, by Chairman Boyco of the
Ways and Means Committee, will lis over
In tho upper house for two meetings. Un-

der a suspension of the rules the measure
could be sent to engrossment next Tuesday,
though there are no indications that this
course will be adopted.

Allotments from municipal revenue aggre-
gate J1.212.DH.S0, representing an increase of
about J1SO.0OO over those In the year's tem-
porary bill. The excess is divided, princi-
pally, between the Street and Fire depart-
ments. However, nearly every department
acquires more money for current expenses
than In former years, but the amounts al-

lotted in this bill may signify, for some de-

partments, a corresponding decrease In the
general bill.

The Street Department Is assigned J100.000

for street cleaning. Of this one appropria-
tion of JjO.KO Is for labor and carts, another
of C0.009 for maintaining the block system
In the heart of the city, and another of 53.-0-

for cleaning stone and wood block
streets. The Item for labor and carts Is
rather a novelty. Not in many years has so
much money been appropriated for keep-
ing paved streets clean. No appropriation
for this purpose was mode last year. For
street repairs H4.2M are appropriated, and
for special work 12,500.

The Fire Department gets H23,2M. There
Is no appropriation for musio in the parks.
The appropriation for all the arks. Includ-
ing the squares and small public pleasure
grounds, denote an Increase over recent
Tears; The Forest Park allotment is S12.EO0.
.ffhe sum of H5.900 is appropriated to pay
for Issuing the World's Fair municipal
bonds.

The Ways and Means Committee reported
favorably the police appropriation bill, the
public debt appropriation bill and the bill
to establish the rate of taxation.

Prices fluctuated so widely and wild-
ly that for a time a panic was feared.
When traders recovered heads the pits
quieted down and there was a
good reaction. Bears, however, had too
much the best of the argument allow
prices to recover, and Mav wheat closed
l'.sirllic lower. May corn was lc down
and May oats lc off. Provisions, though
showing independent strength for a time,
could not the pounding In grains,
and they closed VZV.iz 13c lower.

Rain had fallen during the night co- -
piously over Iowa, Illinois, Missouri and
Kebraska and the situation wa3 materially
relieved in Kansas. The trade hardly had
to look at the weather map to know that

PIONEER DAIRYMAN

DIES FROM PARALYSIS

Mathias V. Steigers for Sixtj--Tw- o

Years a Resident of
St. Louis.

The death of Mathias V. Steigers. which
occurred vesterday morning at his home,
Xo.
