These expeditions burned many towns In
Southern faamar and destroyed all the boats
and all the supplies that they could lay
hands on. As tar as the eye could see
Southern Samar was converted Into a wil-

derness, and this, it should le remembered,
was several weeks before General Smith,
kind more than a month before Major Wal-
ler, reached the Island,
i I'rom llottom to Top.

are. It Is a curious commentary on tne
short memory of the public that In all tne
columns of discussion which the charges
made during the Waller court-marti- have
provoked there has only been here and
there a reference to the massacre of fifty or
our own men, who were cut to pieces while
unarmed in Balangtga. to whom, though
helpless, no mercy was shown. And jet this
was the occasion of the change In the plan
of campaign, from extreme slackness to

rigor.
I went to Samar with General Smith and

remained with him almost constantly for
tee first month of the cpcrutlon. During this
time I can say that I never saw any undue

verity exercised upon women and chil-
dren, nor did I hear from the mouths of
credible witnesses of any such unworthy
acts having been committed. General
Smith plotted the Island Into districts and
appointed a commander for each of these.
nwi. immnnHrr. under instruction from
General Smith, ordered the concentration of
all inhabitants of his district at placesdcs-icnate- d

by him for their residence. Those
who did not come In. but remained out in
the hills with the Insurgents, were warned
that after the delav minted of fifteen, days.
If they did not como In. they, too, would
lie regarded as Insurgents.

Mest equipment and all that money can buy
n the way of engines of destruction, there

lias not taken place an encounter after
which it could not be said. "Well, the

savages were better equipped for
the tussle under these conditions than we
Were." Everywhere their weapons, bolos of
beautifully tempered steel, have given them
tjie advantage In the only conditions under

they would fight.
It can be sold without fear of contradlc-o- n

that since the day when the first Amer-
ican pioneer crossed the Blue Ridge we have
never been confronted'by a more Inaccessi-
ble and forbidding country than that with
which our men have been confronted In Sa-
mar. No one can describe It quite so well
as a soldier of the Ninth Infantry, who said
to me, shortly, "Samar? It looks like
heaven; but it's hell to hike through." I
shall attempt to describe it. though I have
co doubt, so small Is our present real knowl-
edge of the place, that In a few years--
when the more perfect knowledge comes,
xny description will be found In many ways
Inaccurate.

Ceylon or
Martinique. It Just looks like Samar; and
then, again.

1..VH Island, knonn now generally as the
oania una ana me uaiangiga qistricis, is
composed, from the coast line to about
twenty miles Inland, of a Jungle
through which two or three narrow, deep,
swift running rivers furnish the only pos-
sible passage.

The center and northern part of tho Island
Is a high tableland, covered with dense for-
ests. In whose shadow there Is alwas night.
A tableland. It is however, by
rivers rushing to the sea through gorgelike
valleys. Extending from the middle to the
northern end of the Island (which is comput-
ed to have an area of about 5,0,0 square
miles) run coastwise chains of mountains of
rqual height and abruptness on both the
1'acllic and the China Sea sides of the
island. These mountains are higher and
more difficult to scale than those met with
In the Interior, and I believe they have nev-
er been crossed except through the gorges
oy wnich the pent-u- p rivers rush on their
w'ay to the sea. these barriers are a
succession of steep valleys and precipitous
hills.

Hardships of Oar Fighters..
Up hill and down dale our soldlors have

advanced, until worn out with the
mountain leeches sucking at their blood,
dying of the dysentery and with a battle to
be fought ard an ambush to be overcome
at everj- - step. Under these circumstances
It is not astonishing that but few of the
many columns we have sent out have suc-
ceeded In crossing the Island from end to
end, and. coming out upon the mountain
heights at the other side, have caught a
gllmpso of the Pacific, and, in fancy, of
God's country. 6.000 miles beond.

Indeed, there have been only two such ex-

peditions where all the sacrifice and all the
suffering have been crowned with success.
I refer to that of Captain Preston, now dead,
with a detachment of men from the Forty-thi- rd

United Slates Volunteers, and that of
Major Waller, with his detachment of ma-
rines. Even in the case of success the diff-
iculties to be overcome have exacted n
heavy tribute of men, as tho casualty llst
of these expeditions show.

Before barriers such as these the Ameri-
can mule tho Plkn Oojntv .Missouri) mule.
who has followed our army everywhere, and
other armies, too. Into all the frightful
places of the earth, has had to confess Its
mortality. In these fields of sharpened
pumice stone our mules, the first time
in the army annals, have curled up their feet
and died. Only one mule has crossed the
Island on foot. It was a little, tin' mule,
not up to the standard at all. but when all
the other mules died it was made much of,
carrying the medicine chest and the lauda-
num bottles which helo the wounded men
to die.

Snlt of Male Hide.
One of the soldiers in this column had

been a butcher, and he skinned the dead
mules and made a suit of armor out or
mule hide for the survivor. His hoofs were
worn down to the quick from walking over
the pumice points; lifting them up or put-
ting them down gave excruciating agony,
but soon the benevolent butcher had him a
pair In fact, two pairs-- of army leggins
made out of his dead companions hides,
nnd a chest protector that would stop a.

spear head and protect him from the briars.
And so the little mule reached the

Half a mile away from the coast there Is
not a road on the Island. Such paths as
exist were merely footpaths sendas, as
they are called.
" Every footpath leading Into the interior
was fortified In a way which, with the ma-
terials at hand, a Brlalmont or a Todleben
could not have Improved upon. These de
fenses and traps In Samar all go by the
nameof balatlks. Of them there la such an
Infinite variety that I, have only; the space
to describe a few.

One and all. however, are effective. The
simplest are merely pitfalls dug In the path
or In the center of the defile through which
the Invader must come: deep, broad p"
covered and concealed a network of slen-
der twigs or bamboo shoots, covered with
leaves and vegetation, all so artfully ar-
ranged that none but the eye of the ex-
perienced woodman could detect the hand
of man.

Spearhadu In Mnnplt.
The bottom of the manplts or pitfalls are

planted with stout spearheads, hardened to
an Ironlike hardness over a g

wounds which they have Inflicted goes to
show, in almost every Instance these spear-
heads have been smeared with the poison-
ous Juice of some native vegetable, to which
as yet no antidote has been found. The

And
they can be avoided when the object which
the expedition has In view permits of a
slow, careful advance.

Tho men of our column, who probably
have not known dry clothing for, a month,
for In Samar'.ljhpclli no drseason, only
the wet and the' rafn'y seasons. ;ome stag-
gering alorg. footsore and often shoeless.
But the sight of the enemy that has so
long rvaded them and the flag spurs them
on. In a moment, well before the sharp
report ot tne Krugs awakens the slumber-
ing echoes of the valley, the Insurgents dis-appear like snakes In tho tall grass. Hutour fellows charge up the brier-grow- n hill-
side with an energy and a determination
which tho sight of the enemy never falls tolnspre. In and out among the alternating
bunches of Jungle and tall coarse grabs, ly-
ing harmlessly about as though placed thereby nature are long behooker trailers or
vines, which grow so luxuriantly here.The soldier new to Samar warfare thinks
what an opportunity the enemy has lost
here: of how had these imllprs iwpn mUp
tut wa.st high from the ground and tied
together they would prove as valuable n
defense as wire entangli-ments- .

Victims of Cruel Traps.
Suddenly a soldier of tho advancing Co-

lumn stumbles. Hl3 foot lias caugnt In one
of the Idly trailing behooker vines. He Is
about to topple over to go down under the
weight of his heavy equipment when sud-
denly a sapling, or the bough of a tree,
springs toward him with a force which no
human hand can stay. A, sharp, cry! The
soldier does not fall; he does not stand; he
remains transflxeJ. and when the hospital
man. or one ot his comrades, comes along
he finds out what has happened. The trailer
which his careless foot has drawn taut has
released a sapling, which then swings liack
Into Its normal position with tremendous
force. To the boughs the hard wood spear-
heads are tied with tho little vines or withhemp fiber, and they have gone through
the body of the soldier with trempndoiis
iorce.

I saw two victims of this kind of trap In
the hospital at Calhax-oc- . Thpv hnrl lu?pn
wounded by the tame tree, to which asmany a a dozen spearheads were' attached,
and. to show the tremendous force with
which the sapling springs back Into place.
In each instance tho spearheads had gone
clean through the body of Its victim and
the treo had to be cut down before he
could be released, and In each instance the
wounds proved fatal.

There are a dozen other savagebut effect-
ive methods which the ingenuous Samarltes
have devised, but these in default of space
must serve as examples. Not less effective
Is the way they fortify the watercourses
that lead right Into the heart of this ocean
Island.

Danger or AicrndlBR- Water.
These streams are sometimes as still and

silent as the proverbial mlllpond, and some-
times rushing torrents sweeping toward the
eea with Irresistible force. They are only
navigable for the captured dugouts, which
our men have learned to use. Tho danger
of ascending waters such as these, to men
not brought up as voyageurs and without
trustworthy guides, is cocslderable.But even
under these circumstances the number of
deaths from drowning reported by the bri-
gade commander In Samar Is surprising.

I will tell you how thev have occurred,
for the most part. The Samar rivers are
Mopped every few miles of their courses by
mountain barriers. They make as many
hpndu as did thp ciaslp Mpandpr. tn turn
ing sharply the rocky barriers that block I

tnoir couree tne rivers now witn such ve-
locity that the savage guardians of the
paths can tell to an Inch, so Irresistible

the current, where any approaching toat
must pass. And they make their prepara-
tions.

On the frowning headlands above the In-

evitable places where the boats must pass
great granite bowlders are loosened from
their natural lodgment, great masses of
stone, euch as figured In the CycWpean
wars of old. held In position by the Invalu-
able trailers. The savages await the mo-
ment when the solitary sccut-ba- af the

.flotilla must pass directly beneath their
percn. inen a siasn or tne nolo across tne
detaining vine, a slight push, and the great
bowlder fa'ls upon the advancing flotilla
with overwhelming force.

Fight at Cloae Quartern.
It Is only fair to suy and every man nnd

officer who has served In Samar will say It
that when their natural defenses fall and
their .wiles prove unavaiUng these savage
bolomen were not slow to fight It out man
for man. the crooked steel knife against the
rifle, always availing themselves, however,

was their right, of the advantage ot a
surprise.

Everything else having proved fruitless. It
was In this way they attacked the slender
column of Lieutenant Downs, who, with but
twenty-fiv- e men and without support, was
ordered by General Hughes to attempt the
crossing of Southern Samar, practically tho
same enterprise In which Major Waller,
with a much larger column and more close-l- v

supported, has succeeded, but after losses
and In a plight that Is likely to prevent the
expedition from exerting the desired moral
effect upon the savages.

Downs took with him provisions for Ave
davs, the Journey before him as the Samar
vulture files being but thirty miles Six
days elapsed, however, and all his provls'- -'
Inn, xrprp exhaimtpri hpfnr. lip rpaphpd thp
foothill'' of the mountain spur that lies be-

tween Pambouhan and Balanglga. Two of
his men had been desperately wounded, and
the necessity or carrying these men in Ut-

ters reduced his fighting force to fifteen.--

In view of these circumstances "Downs
turned back. He was slowly marching ?n
nlngle file through' a wilderness of trailers,
briers and bosque. In a place where It was
basosslble to aend out flankers, and here
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the tavaees chose to fight. Downs wa- -

leading tho forlorn little column with the
"point," v.hen all at once, with tlgerlike
suddenness, the savages sprang out of the
uncerbrunh and were upon them. The hand-to-ha-

fighting lasted for half an hour.
No rifles could b1 ued, owing to the confu-s-lc- n

of the melee, but in the end our fel-
lows beat eft their assailants, with heavy
loss, however. Including the death of their
gallant l".ider. Downs.

Precisely similar were the tactics of the
Gandara savages in the fight at Dap Dap
on Christmas day. Captain Francis Schoef-f- el

was scouting with a detachment of the
Ninth Infantry. Fortunately the savages
were too inpatient, and m.ioo their attack
within hearing of the garrison. Two bolo- -
men had been told off to cut down acli

j man of Schoeffel's party of twenty-- J
and eight of our men were killed In the first
rusn.

When Lieutenant Lang came up with
hi column he found th survivors with
Schoeffel, who Is a nun of herculean
strength and stature, at their held. In-

was found that among rs the'e
was not onp unscathed.aml many afterward
died of their wound t

The question of granting quarter In war-
fare of this nature Is a very illllioult one. As
a general thing, the savages of Samar tight
to a finish. I know of only one Instance
where quarter was asked and refused, and
in the investigation which followed the ac-
tion of our men was held-t- o lie fully Justi-
fied by the military exigencies of .the situa
tion, i o ',.-- .

Here they were ordered to
Intercept the smugglers, who. a.s had been
ascertained without a doubt, were carrjing
provisions and ammunition to Lucban, then
encamped In the mountain fastenesses
about the head waters f the Gnndaru. ,.

Our men lay concealed for ten davs on a
point of land covered with thick brush,
without, however, getting wind of the
smuggler? or receiving any orders from tho
coast. Under these circumstances Lieuten-
ant Wallace, thinking that h'.s orders had
miscarried or the bearer been cut donn li-

the Jungle, decided to repair to head-
quarters in person, and left the camp In
a canoe on the night of October 17 last, ac-

companied by one man.
At daylight the camp was aroused by a

shot from tho most distant sentry, a shot
which he fired as he fell with half a dozen
Vnlfp Tilnrtpa Irt lilc liruli.- - nnrt In thp npvl
minute a band of savages numbering 'M j

were upon tnem. ine majority ot
our men were still In their tents nnd but
half dressed.

Fortunately, or else there had been no
survivors, the savages first fell with tre-
mendous fury on the little dog tent of tho
absent officer, cutting tho canvas into ribb-

on-!. However, ten of our men were billed
and several others mortally wounded In the
lnnd-to-han- d encounter before the survivors
brought their rifles into pffective use and
cleared the camp. The savages retreated
in two directions, some back Into the
Jungle from whence they came, but about
100 of them, having run through the camp,
took refuge in the brush that covered the
little point of land surrounded by water.

Urged on by a Dios-dl- priest, who !s
said to have been the leader In the slaugh-
ter at Balanglga. the repulsed savages re-

newed the attack. Our force was reduced
to ten effective rifles, with 33 bolomen on
both flanks.

Finally the savages huddled together and
separated from their comrade'" on the point,
begged for quarter, but the main body did
not desist from their attack. It was Im-

possible for a force so reduced to take pris-
oners, and In the end It was found that
eighty-fou- r savages had been slain. In a
pause botween the attacks. In need of a
leader and of a doctor, our men withdrew
to their boats and returned to Calbayoc.
