He spent most of his time in Rome, where
he enjoyed a high reputation for learning |
and virtue. Pishop Rosat] studied theology
under him, and wrote & history of his lfe.
Bishop Romutl etated that the Pope and
some of the Cardinais had determined to
confer -ecclesiastical dignities upon him had
he remained in Rome. It is stated that his
desire to flee wuch honors, combined with
his desire for the salvation of souls, caused
nim to accept the invitation of Bishop Du-
hourg, who went to Rome in 1816 for mis-
slonaries to labor in the Missiasippt Valley,

Father De Andries left Rome in December
1516, He spent neariy a year in Bardstown,
iy., before coming to St. Louls. He arrived
here in 1818 The rest of the Interval was
spent in travel, which was by slow methods
in those days.

FProceedings of Court Initial.

The procesdings thus fur lo the canoniza-
tion proceeding constitute only the Inftial
feature. What has been done, is to estab-
llah the fact that the case is worthy of the
conmdderation of Rome. The evidence will
be eaxmmined, and If It & found that the
work has been correctly done, it will be
taken under consideration.

Tt is belleved, however, that the correct
method hap been followed, and that the
evidence collected will be sufficient to secure
