Mobs Attempted to Attack Butch-
ers, but Were Dispersed

by the Police.

ONE WOMAN CRITICALLY HURT.

Special Policeman Knocked Insen-
sible Purchaser of Meat As-

saulted and Shop Partly
Destroyed.

New York. May 23. Clubs were freely

used by policemen In the Hebrew quarter
of Williamsburg this afternoon to quell beef
riots which began In tne forenoon. Mrs.
Abraham Grieger of No. S3 Cook street was
ro badly hurt that she was removed in an
ambulance to St. Catherine's Hospital,
where It was said later that her condition
was critical.

At 9 o'clock this morning a mob formed at
Graham avenue and Zeigel street and pre-
pared to attack retail butchers who were
carrying on business. A force of iolIcemn
dispersed this mob before much damage
was done.

Two hours later another mob. numbering
about Son men nnd women, was formed at
Manhattan avenue and Moore street, and
their first victim was Mrs. Julia Drown of
No. 244 Wallabout street.

She had purchased meat In a shop at No.
K Mooro street, and the mob. after forci-
bly taking the meat from her and destroy-
ing partly destroying the butcher shop.
The mob then smashed window after win-
dow In other butcher shops and assault-
ed their owners.

Henry Manger, a special policeman, who
tried to act as a peacemaker, was thrown
Into the street, where he was left lying in-

sensible. He was later taken to his home.
Thirty policemen were sent to the scene.

On their arrival the mob had Increased to
fully 1,000. The nolice used their clubs
right and left to disperse the rioters, and
in doing so at twenty were hurt. The
alleged ringleaders, a dozen In number,
were placed under arrest.

The latest piece of political gossip from
Washington. D. c, is to the effect that
Congressman James J. Butler. whoe seat
has been declared vacant by a majority rt

of the Committee on Elections, may
r.nt be unseated during the present session
of the House.

The story prevalent in Washington is that
Representative Joy. who is seeking renom-- n

utlon from his district, will prevail upon
tl.t-- Republican members of the Houe to
' lay debate on the Butler case until after
Lin fall elections, which will decide Joy's
fat. In St. Louis. In return for Joy's influ-en-

wuh the House In this respect, the
story goes", he is to rcceKo the- support cf
tht Butler In St. Louis In his cam-
paign for renomlnation. The argument to
tn ued by Joy will be that if Butler is
ou. ttd now Governor Dockery will not call
a special election to elect nis successor,
and his seat would remain vacant. The
leal reason, as advanced by Joy's opjx-innt- s.

is that In consideration of this as-
sistance. Butler will use his Influence in
the city to help Joy in his congressional
campaisn for renomlnation.

No date has yet been fixed for debate on
the Butler case In the House. When But-
ler left Washington for St. Louis he was
assured by Sieakcr Henderson that at least
no action would be had before his return
the latter part of this month. If the Joy-Buti- er

scheme works out. the contest will
not be called up for vote during the present
session, but will simply rest on the calen-
dar for consideration when Congress reas
sembles, next December. There will be no
trouble In arranging this If the chairman
of the Elections Committee is convinced by
Mr. Joy that some party advantage would
result to Joy by delay It is believed that
Butler's trip home was partly on account
of this Intended deal.

The House has a large Republican ma-
jority and It is believed no special objection
would he made to letting the case go over
If Joy insists on it. It Is pretty well known
that Joy and Bartholdt are not In perfect
harmony, and neither would shed tears
over the other's defeat. Both of them
would prefer to be the only Republican
Representative from St. Louis, as it would
increase his patronage and Importance
greatly.

Therefore some difficulty may be met in
the Joy-Butl- er scheme m an objection by
Bartholdt. In nddltion to his indifference
to Joy's Bartholdt is said to be
spoiling for a speech against the Nesbit
election law. and If he demands that the
report against Butler he called up and
voted on in the Hou-- e, the Joy-Butl- plan
might bo beaten.

Butler's friends believe that delay in
obsting him would greatly help his pros-
pects for He is not personally
unpopular with the members of the Housa
and It Is predicted that his case will be al-

lowed to rest unacted upon for some time
to come.

If nothing upsets the present plan, Butler
Is likely to represent the Twelfth District
until after January 1. Eventually the
House will be bound to declare his seat va
cant in this Congress. There is no fixed
rule as to when a contest must be 'oted
upon. In some cases the sitting member
has been allowed to remain nlmost to the
end of the Congress. This result Is what
Butler's friends are hoping for, and It will
bo urged by the Joy forces also.

Congressman Butler, when asked last
night as to the alleged understanding be-

tween him and Congressman Joy to delay-actio-

by the House on his contested elec-tjo-

said that he was unaware of any such
understanding.

"All I know Is," he said, "that I wns as-

sured by Chairman Taylor of the Commit-
tee on Elections that no action would be
taken by the House on the contest for at
least two weeks. That wns before my de-
parture, nnd I do not anticipate any action
In the matter before about the middle of
June. .1 do not know what Mr. Joy has
done with reference to delaying action. If
he has done anything, but If he has, it was
without my knowledge. I hope that I will
be allowed to retain my scat, and I believe
that I will, but if I am unseated , I will
stand for and make a more
aggressive fight than before, and an equal-
ly successful one."

FOBESTALL PETITION

FOB SALOON LICENSE

Residents of Grand and Laclede
Avenues Oppose Establish-

ment of Dramshop.

A movement to establish a saloon on the
northeast corner of Grand and Lnclcde
avenues has been met with much strenuous
opposition from residents and property
owners In the neighborhood.

A remonstrance has been prepared by the
Reverend Father Rogers, president of St.
Louis University, numerously 3lgned by
property owners of the block In which It
was proposed to locate the saloon, nnd
forwarded to Excise Commissioner Selbert
to offset a petition favoring the saloon. Up
to date the petition has not been presented
to the Excise Commls?:oner, the parties
desiring to establish the saloon having ap-
parently been dismayed at the strength of
the opposition.

The northeast corner of Grand and La-
clede avenues is occupied by one of a row
of stone front residences extending north
to the nllcv. On the southeast corner is
Handlan's Park, Leonorl's storage ware-
house Is on the southwest corner, and the
northwest corner Is occupied by the hand-
some quarters of the Toung Men's Sodallty
of St. Francis Xavler's Church. Bt. Louis
University is a short block north. The
Reverend Father Rogers learned last Feb-
ruary that a saloonkeepr named Marre
was contemplating a plan to remodel the
stone front dwelling on the corner of Grand
and Laclede avenues, and convert It Into a
saloon, and was soliciting signatures to a
petition for a license. Father Rogers Im-
mediately prepared a remonstrance and cir-
culated it with such success that he soon
had the signatures of twenty-fiv- e property-owner- s

including one or two who had
signed the petition for a saloon, but who
withdrew their signatures to the petition
when seen by the priest.

Among the signatures to the saloonkeep-
er's petition was that of J. B. Moberly of
the Mercantile Trust Company, who signed
as agent for Mrs. A. S. Morrison, and the
Reverend Michael McFau'. of the Cathedral.
Later Mr. Moberly wrote to the Excise
Commissioner withdrawing the signature
of Father McFaul.

When Mr. Marre learned of the strong
opposition to the saloon, it is said, he aban-
doned the place, but It was later taken up
by another man named Qevoto, who jnade a
canvass of the neighborhood to sound the
views of the property owners on the propo-
sition. He apparently met with little en-

couragement, as he has not yet presented a
petition for a license, nor has he began the
work of remodeling the house to adapt it
to saloon purposes.

At the Excise Commissioner's oflice Chief
Clerk Thompson said that the signed re-
monstrance, with a letter of Father Rogers,
was on file. In view of the strong opposi-

tion which had developed against an at-
tempt to establish a saloon in that neigh-
borhood, he said, Mr. Belbert had an-
nounced that a license would not be is-

sued, except upen a petition signed by two-thir-

of the property owners in the block.
Ordinarily the signatures of a majority of
the property owners is sufficient ,to secure
the issuance of a license. In such Instances
the statutes leave It to the discretion of
the Excise Commissioner to issue a license.

He urges extension of Llndell boulevard
from Union boulevard to Slclnker road, aa
suggested by Mayor Wells, by cutting off a
snip 150 feet wide from the northern boun-
dary of Forest Park. Efforts are being
made to Interest owners of adjoining prop-
erty with the hope that they will agree to
pay for constructing the boulevard. In con-
sideration of tne city's donation of the land.

"Shiie expressing satisfaction with the
work performed by the rtgular policemen,
Mr. Ritlgely advises that a company of spe-
cial paiK policemen.
