The stranger can find trouble If he Is
looking for it, said the Major, and some-
time he can find It if he is not guarding
against It, but so long as he minds his
business and keep" out of saloons he Is
safer In the streets of Chicago than he
would be In the streets of London or ParN

"As a matter of fact, there are few great
cities o safe for the stranger and the resi-
dent alike as Chicago A -- tranger cannot
go into all parts of London unprotected and
be safe. He cannot go Into all places In
Paris without police protection. There is
no place In Chicago where he would be un-
safe so long as he tends to his business.

"I have never been In Hong-Kon- g I don't
know anv thing about conditions there, but

proved fatal, were found on the head, two
of them bclrg across the top of the skull,
besides several other wounds, which ap-
peared to have been Inflicted with the blunt
end of a hatchet

Word was lmmedlatel ent to Prosecut-
ing Attorney McAllister at Piri Early
Wednesdaj morning Attorney McAllister
went to the oeenc Doctor Johnson, the
Coroner, not being present, the Inquest was
held by Squire Martin The verdict was
that Grow came to his death at the hands
of some foul murderer.

After the Inquc-- t Prosecuting Attorney
McAllister, with the officers and the deid
boj's father, drove to the house In which
oung Grow and Wltherup lived. He found

that In two of the three room parts of the
floor had been freshly covered with red
paint. The handle of the broom had been
smeared with it and an old rocking chair
had been partly painted.

But underneath the red pnlnt showed
blood stains On the floor and on the broom
with which the murderer had tried to clean
up his trewsomc work, on the bed and
om the wall behind the bed wero the dark
stains of blood Part of the floors, now
In possession of the authorities, was taken
up and on the rocks beneath were found
fresh spots of blood

The murderer had tried his best to hide
his crime, but blood will tell His efforts
were all In vain. The evidence was against
him

and his belongings still in the house, it was
found that his gold ring, his gold watch, his
JT and his pair of pants, which had been
worn but twice, v.ere all missing.

The substance of the confession Is that
Wltherup and Grov bad some words on th
morning previous to the killing. In which
Grow stated that he had a written con-

tract with Mrs Johnson, the owner ot the
place on which the lived, concerning the
rent, and that Wltherup was not mentioned
In this contract

Wltherup replied to this statement that
Grow had told him in the beginning that
he had no written contract, and that he
had lied one time or another. Nothing more
was said at that time, but that evening aft-
er supper Grow was preparing to go over
to the house of a neighbor, and the

of the morning came up again,
during the course of which Wltherup re-

peated his statement that Grow 1 ad lied
one time or another.

Whereupon Grow grabbed a rocking chair
and struck at Wltherup, giving him a slight
blow on the shoulder. Grow struck ag tin
and this time struck him lightly on the
leg.

Wltherup said then he grabbed the hatch-
et, which was ljlng on a stand table In the
room, and struck Grow with it somewhere
about the head. The blow staggered him,
and he partialis fell to the floor, but recov-

ered himself and started toward him with
the chair again Wltherup struck him
again with the hatchet, and he fell to the
floor.

He did not know whe'her Grow spoke
after falling or not and doei not knrv
whether he bnathed afterwards, althojr.
the examination revealed that
Grow had received several blows about his
head, four of which fractured the skull, and
anj one of which would have proven fatal.

Wltherup said that he did not remember
striking Grow more than twice. Wltherup
stated that he ct once began preparations
to remove the body to tho river and that
he started with It along the public road be-

tween 8 and 9 o'clock with a little ha
thrown over It in the wagon bed.

He ald that he drove to the river and
returned from it in a walk. He said that
he made no change In the dead bos's cloth-
ing, bjt hauled him aw as and threw him
In the river in the same condition In which
he was when he was killed.

He said that during the struggle the boy's
Sundaj- - coat and hat fell from a trunk on
which thej were ljlng Into the blood oa
the floor, and he took them along and
threw them In the river with the body, i

He could offer no explanation of the boj's
shoes being unlaced, nnd of the fact that
the bos-- was partly dressed In his best cloth-
ing and partlj- - In his old work clothes.
