WOMEN SHOT DEAD

Mexican Troops Fire Upon Camp
.Without Warning, Then Charge

With Bavonets.

Tucson, Ariz., June 1L A prominent Phoe-
nix, Ariz., banker arrived here to-d- from
Prletas, Sonora, with details of a massacre
of Yaqul Indians, men, women and children,
yesterday in Santa Itosa Canon, thirty-fiv- e

miles from the Minas Prletas, by a detach-
ment of General Torres's troops.
It appears that the Yaqul forces that were

operating In that section had moved fur-
ther Into the mountains, leavings their wo-
men and children in Santa Rosa Canon un-
der a guard of eighty men.

The Mexican troops came upon this camp
and without any warning opened i terrible
fire, sparing neither women nor children.

"With tho first volley the troops charged
down on the panic-stricke- n victims, and
massacred all within their reach. Of theguard of eighty Yaquis not a single me
survived, and more than 100 women and
children were victims to the Mexican bul-
lets and bayonets.

The bodies of the dead were left In thocanon, and the remaining women and chil-
dren were driven to Minos Prletas by the
soldiers and from that point will be takento Hcrmosillo.

"RIP VAN WINKLE" IS DEAD.

John Tucker, Whose Silken Beard Was a Marvel of Whiteness and
Fineness, Passes Away i:i the .City Hospital From Morphine

Poisoning Ilis Hemarkable Visage Was Familiar to
Uusiness .Men Who Frequented the Corner of

Fourth and Olive, Where He Sold Tapers.

JOHN TUCKER,
Known as "Rip Van Winkle." who died from morphine poisoning yesterday.

The Rip Van WJnkle of St. Louis Jchn
Tucker or No. 1421 North Eighth street
who closely resembled Irvlns's famous
character, as portrayed by Joe Jefferson or
Robert McWade, is dead. An overdose of
morphine caused his end yesterday noon at
the City Hospital.

Tucker was probably the n of
local artists' models, and his likeness has
been the central feature of many a picture
hung in galleries In the United States. For
years he sold papers on the corner of
Fourth and Olive streets, where his ven- -
erable appearance and queer garb won him
trade. Doubtless his face a as as familiar to
the majority of St. Louis meu as that of
any of tho city's loremodt citizens.

His long, white, flowing, silken beard was
the admiration of St. Louis painters, and
each has vied with the other to reproduce it

Coroner Funkhouser Condemns the Practice in Annual Report to
.Mayor Wells January, February and August Had Fourteen

Murders Each Points Out Laxity of Huilding Law En-

forcement Sixty-Fiv- e Persona Kill d by Street
Cars, Which, He Says, Exceed Lawful Speed.

RECOMMENDS USE OF POWER

SUMMARY OF
CORONER'S REPORT.

Coroner Funkhouser"s annual report,
submitted yesterday, shows that he
held inquests on 1,587 bodies in the
llscal year which closed March 31

There were 434 deaths by accident. 133

homicides, 172 suicides and S42 mlscel- -
laneous cases. A large portion of the
miscellaneous cases were those of per- -
sons who died without medical attend- -
ance. A

Sixty-fiv- e persons were killed by the
street cars. This Is six less than the
preceding year. 4 '

,
Doctor Funkhouser declares that the

street cars are running faster than
their lawful speed and urges that new
ordinances be adopted or the old ones O
enforced. In view of the rapid rate of
speed, he urges the adoption of power
brakes on all the street car lines.

ihe reckless use of firearms, as
shown in the numerous homicide cases,
is condemned. Doctor Funkhouser de- -
clares that the disregard for human life
terms almost Inconceivable.aBCoroner Funkhouser made his annual re-

port for the fiscal year ending April 1 to
Mayor Wells jestcrday. It shows that dur
ing the year the office handled lSJ cases,
an increase of 37G cases over the fiscal year
preceding. Of the cases handled by th
Coroner. 1,092 were men and 495 were women.

In the year just closed there were 434

deaths by accidents, 139 homicides, 172 sui-
cides and M2 miscellaneous cases. Deputy
Coroner Bocgher has spent several weeks
preparing the report. Besides giving these
figures with exhaustive tables, showing the
age, sex, nationality and manner of death,
the report contains comment on pertinent
questions rising out of the different inves
tigations.

The reckless practice of carrying con-
cealed weapons Is condemned for Its heavy
cart In the cause of the numerous homicides
which have been inquired into.
COM3IEXTS OX SPEEU
OF THE STREET CARS.

Doctor Funkhauser points out that the
ordinances regulating the speed of street
cars is violated every day, and recommends
new legislation or the enforcement of ex-
isting ordinances. In view of the demand
for rapid transit he suggests an ordinance
compelling the companies to equip their
cars with power brakes.

On these subjects the -- port reads as fol-
lows:

"The number of homicides reveals a care-
less regard for the value cf human life that
is almost Inconceivable. Irresponsible and
dangerous classes have apparently no fear

i of law or ordinance and persist in carry-
ing and using dangerous weapons without

. regard to consequences.

There were 434 deaths bv accidents In theyear closing March 31. Of these the street
railways claimed the largest share, causing
sixty-fiv- e deaths. Thirty-si- x died from In-

juries sustained in steam railway accidents,
forty-nin- e from burns, thirty-tw-o from gun-
shot wounds, nine from elevator accidents
and 243 from miscellaneous causes. Only a
small per cent of those who died from
steam railway accidents received their in-
juries in St. Louis. They were brought here
from all parts of the country to the rail-
road hospitals. Nearly every road enter-
ing St L'.uls has Its hospital here. A com-
parts n of the street car fatalities shows
mat mere were six less tnis last year tnan
In the year preceding.

Of the 133 homlc des, 1C0 died or gunshot
wounds, fourteen by knife wounds and
twenty-fiv- e from miscellaneous causes.
January. February. July. August and Octo-
ber were the banner months for murders,
each having fourteen to its credit.
