FIRE IN A PAINT FACTORY.

EBpectacular Blaze Is Caused by
Burning Oils.

What for a few minutes threatened to be &
mort disestrous conflagration in the paint
and oifl warehouse of the A. A. Eberzon
Manufacturing Company Iast night turoed
cut 1o be one of the most easlly fousht
fires the local Fire Department has had to
¢eal with io the downtown district in sev-
eral years.

The fire originated In the top floor of the
three-story bullding, which is located at
Nos, $01-0-06-97 North Becond strest, about
11 last nlght, and shortly after that hour
Private Watchman Rudalph Hamma-ker
discoverad huge tongues of flame ghooting
from the third-story windows on the north
side of the bullding. He turned In two
alarme from ths box at Second and Frank-
lin avenue, and within a few minutes all
the engines end trucks of the downtown
disirict were on tHe scene. Tha flames
gsined rapld headway, and by the time the
first stream of water was played on the
bullding It looked as though thae entire blo:k
was golng to be destroyed.

The flames could be seen a distance of
several blocks and within a few minutes
after the alarm had betn sounded the
streets adfacent to the scene of the fire
were crowded with people. The fire was
spectacular while it lusted and the warn-
Ing criea of Pollece Sergeant Dowdall and
several patrolmen that oll and turpantine
were burning had little effect on the crowds,

Acting Pire Chlef Rucker got his men to
work systematically and not only succeed-
ed in keeping the flames from spreading
beyond the third floor of the Ebsrsan halld-
ing, but also had the entire fire extinguished
within an hour after the alarm hud been
sent In.

It Iz est!mated that the damage to the
hullding and stock, which consisted chiefly
of dry paint., turpentine, benzine and oll,
amounted to about $2500

The cause of tho fire is unknown.
