NAVAL SHIPS BURN

. OIL WITH SUCCESS.

Tests Made at Instigation of Con-pres- s

Have Satisfactory
Results.

nEPcni.n special.
Washington. June 13. Naval officers are

watching with great Interest the progress
of experiments with oil as fuel, which were
begun last week under the direction of the
Iliirenu of Steam Engineering. On Wednes-
day the first of the tests was held and met
with a degree of success hardly expected.

Rear Admiral Melville Is of the opinion
that a material advance has been made In
oil fuel combustion. The advantages of oil
in a comparison with experiments with
coal recently concluded are quite appar-
ent, while the objections which have
arisen. It Is believed, will be offset by naval
Inventive genius.

The experiments already held have deter-
mined the Vdlue of oil as fuel. The oil used
Is from the Beaumont fields. Later on Cali-
fornia oil will be tried. Congress has ap-
propriated sai.OW for the experiments.

In the experiments with oil last week,
which were conducted under the eye of
Rear Admiral Melville, under a forced
draft air pressure of one Inch. One-thi- rd

more steam was produced than under cor-
responding conditions when the best qual-
ity of Pocahontas coal was used as fuel.

It Is proposed to conduct further experi-
ments' with twice and three times as heavy
forced draft. Rear Admiral Melville hopes
to have a vesel equipped with oil appara-
tus for a thorough sea trial. As snon as
'the experiments1 with forced drafts are con--
cluaea a numDer ol uurners win De maae
with a steam Jet to be used for spraying
purposes.
