BIG RIVER RISING RAPIDLY.

Passes the Twenty-Five-Fo- ot Mark
at St. Louis.

The river, "which has been rising for the
last week, passed the ot mark yester-
day for the first-tim-e this year, and, ac-
cording to the forecasts of the Weather
Bureau, it will continue to rise. Yesterday
afternoon the harbor gauges marked 25.1
feet, a rise of almost a foot since vesterdav.
At Kansas City the Missouri River lias
passed the danger line by more than a
foot.

The only damage reported so far has been
from the Illinois shore from East St. Louis
to Alton. Many houseboats that have been
high on the shore are now afloat. It is
feared by the farmers along the lowlands
that If the water continues to rise and
reaches the corn the crops will be ruined.

No uneasiness is felt by St. Louis ilver-tne- n,

as the water will have to rise more
than four more feet before the danger line
along the Levee thirty feet is reached.

The unusual Increase Is attributed to the
recent heavy rains ill Northern Missouri,
Iowa, Kansas and Nebraska.
