FRANCIS WILL NOT

FIGHT MOSQUITOES

Declines to Order Out Health De-

partment Forces for War of
Extermination.

CAPTAIN KODGES INCENSED.

Hoard of Health May He Asked lo
IsMie Command Serious

Legal and Financial
Difficulties.

Serious legal, financial and official difflcul-tie- s
have intervened to delay commence-

ment of the contemplated wir against
mosquitoes. In fait, the mosquitoes may
not be exterminated, after all. and there !
possibility that the war will not be be-
gun.

Charles W. Francis. Assistant Health
Commissioner, who was expected to act as
commander-in-chie- f of the attacking army,
yesterday declined to assume the task of
exterminating the invaders. Investigation
disclosed to him that adequate preparations '

had not been made befure war was declared,
and he decided that It would be useless to
attempt execution of the plan of extermina- - '
tion which had been approved by the execu- - I

tive. legislative and fiscal authorities of the
municipality. According to his views, the ,

campaign could not. under existing copdi- - ;

tions. redound to the glory of the city.
It Is not from fear of the Invaders that

the Health Department Is more disposed to-

ward preservation of peace than toward
propagation of war, though, as a matter
of fact, the strength of the enemy Is not
vnderestimated. Certain skirmishing par-
ties have, by nleht attack, demonstrated
the warlike propensities, skill and endur-
ance of the venomous gnats.

Apparently a grave error of omission was
made by the Municipal Assembly. For pur-
chase of ammunition Jj00 was appropriated.
But no funds were allotted for paying the
private soldiers in the Health Department's
army, and no money was appropriated for
transporting the crude oil to the scenes or
conflict.

Mr. Francis appreciates that war could
rot be well carried on without money lor
engaging fighters. Furthermore, he does
not consider his Instructions explicit. "The
item in the appropriation bill." he sald'nas
"coal oil for the Health Department. I do
not take this to mean that war must be
waged against mosquitoes. Perhaps the
petroleum was Intended for some other pur
pose.

"Admitting, however, that the coal oil
should be used for exterminating the pests,
the question arises. 'Who shall use Itr No
appropriation was made for employing men
to conduct the war. There are other se-
rious obstacles. Many ponds on which the
oil would be spread are on private land,
and some of them are stocked with fish
Owners object to having oil on these ponds.
Under these circumstances I do not see
how the war can be started."

Councilman Hodges, who had the appro-
priation made, is incensed over the decision
of the Assistant Health Commissioner. Pos-
sibly the affair will be brought to the of-
ficial attention of the Board of Health.

HOPES TO CARRY NEW YORK.

David B. Hill Expects Successful
Outcome of Campaign.

It was decided to callthe State Convention to meet in Saratoga
on September 30. which will be after themeeting of the Republican Convention inthe same place. The convention will prob-
ably last three days. This will leave Ave
weeks for the Democrats. It was made
evident to Mr. Hill during his visit herethat the Democratic lexers of Greater New-Yor- k

believe that national and State Issues
should be given the foremost place In thecampaign. This view was advocated by
Jacob A. Cantor y.

"This Is to be a congressional campaign
and national politics will naturally enter
Into it." Mr. Cantor said. "We should put
forward the treatment of Cuba by the Re-
publican party, and the protection afforded
to such trusts as the beef combination by
the Republican tariff laws. New York Is agreat commercial State, and It has a right
to be heard on these subjects. We should
appeal to the conscience of the State. They
cannot evade these Issues by saying that
President Roosevelt wants to do justice to
Cuba. The Republican party Is on record
as opposed to his policy, and it has ene-
mies enough In the Senate to prevent Its
execution. I do not regard the Philippines
as an Issue, but the Republican? are re-
sponsible for Cuba's condition, and for tha
trusts."

LATIMER MURDER MYSTERY

WORTHY OF SHERLOCK HOLMES

Police Are Xow Working on the Theory That lie Was the Victim of
a Deliberate Plot Tuthill Spent Xijiht in Latimer Home Two

Days After Shooting. Despite Protest of Daughter of House.

DISTURBANCE IN HOUSE EVIDENTLY PRECEDED THE KILLING.

MRS. SADIE LATIMER,

New York, July IS. The police of Brook-
lyn are now working on the theory that the
death of Albert C. Latimer was the result
of a deliberate plot.

This Idea and all the circumstances
pointing to the crime as a deliberate mur-
der were taken up and carefully consid-
ered this evening by Chief of Detectivs
Reynolds of Brooklyn. Captain Buchanan
and other police officials working on the
Latimer case. This was done In view cf
certain facts brought out at tho lnquet
which, combined with conditions at the
Latimer house, strengthen the theory that
the killing of Latimer was the result of a
carefully devised plot.

One thing taken as strengthening this
conception Is the presence of felt-sole- d bi-

cycle shoes, a bicycle lamp, a cap and the
silver-plate-d knife. These, the police say.
were not the implements that a house
breaker of experience would use.

Tbeorlei n to riot.
If a murder were deliberately planned It

would have been natural for an experienced
person to employ just such agencies to
fool the police. They might place thoie
articles In the house to show that the
shooting had been done by a burglar. On
the theory that there was some one in the
house acting in concert with the murderer.
It might have also been possible to pre-
pare an alibi for the slayer.

Captain Reynold?, who hss already de-
clared that no burglar committed the crime,
said:

"There Is no person at present whom we
can arrest on the charge of having shot and
killed Latimer. Nor la there any evidence
which points conc!usl-el- at any one per-
son. William H. Tuthill has figured promt,
rently in the caso so far. and yet there Is
no direct evidence which points at him.
I have two detectives at work on the 'bur-
glar theory and four of my men at work
on the "Inside theory. We are following
all possible clews."

Tuthill spent an entire night In the home
of Albert C. Latimer, two days after the
shooting, according to Information given
to Captain Reynolds by Miss Fannia Lati-
mer, sister-in-la- w of Mrs. Lathner.

3Iln Latimer Protected.
Miss Latimer said that she protested

against Mr. Tuthlll's remaining In the
house, and when her protest was disregard-
ed she emphasized her objections by sit-
ting up all night. Miss Latimer Is expect-
ed to go on the witness-stan-d when the
Coroner's Inquest Is resumed to tell In de-
tail the story--

A consideration of some things that de-
veloped at the Inquest yesterday Is Inter-
esting. Mrs. Latimer told pretty much the
same story of the occurrence as she told to
Doctor Morrison, and which was recited
by him with marked detail to a reporter.

WIFE KILLS HUSBAND

AND HIS BROTHER

When Attacked Mrs. George Ton- -

bart of Orarille Shoots Down
Both Men in Her Hooni.

Murphysboro, 111., July IS. Mrs. George

Joubart killed her husband and shot his
brother. Moses Joubart. to death In a fight
at their home near OravUIe, eight miles
north of here about midnight Thursday.

AcSording to all accounts George and
AIosn Joubart went home drunk and begac
to create disorder. While Moses was pre
paring for bed his brother went to the I

kitchen to get a lunch. Things did not suit
his taste and he broke up the dishes, throw
ing them on the floor. Mm Joubart ran
to the kitchen to remonstrate with him and
he became so Infuriated that he threatened
to kill her and tried to knock her down
with a chair.

She took refuge in her bedroom and bolted
the dooi. Joubart battered dowti the duor
and struck her several times about the
bodv and face. In sheer declaration she
seized a reolver which lay on the dresser
and shot him three times, killing him al-
most instantly.

As lie fell to the floor he called to his
brother for help. Mcsets Jojbart rushed In-

to the room and tried to strike Mrs.
Joubart with a chulr. She llred one shot at
him. striking him In the neck. He turned
and fled Into the street, calling for help.
Then a rhort dHiunce from the house he
fell dead in the street.

He accounts for this by the fact that
there was no suspect at the Inquest and he
did not think It necessary to question her
on that point. But at the time of the visit
to headquarters she said that she did not
think that she could Identify the man. nnd
while the appearance of Samuel Jons fitted
the person she had meagerly descrloed to
the police she did not seem to be very anx
ious to Identify any one.

Fart Preceded Shooting.
The polico were cognizant of the fact that

Louis A. Parker of No. 2C3 llalsey street
had the Ktory to tell at the Inquest to the
effect that he heard a woman's voice In the
Latimer house say before the shooting
"Don't. Walter." It Is clear that there was
some fuss In the house before the shooting,
nnd the fact that Mrs. Latimer was scream-
ing for help before the sounds of the shots
heard by tho neighbor Indicate one of two
things, either that there was a burglar In
the room or that there was a quarrel be-

tween some of the occupants.
The police, however, do not attach much

Importance to the "Dont. Walter."
Parker testified that a few moments be-

fore Latimer was shot he heard the sound
of excited voices and then heard a woman
cry out: "Don't. "Walter." That testlminy
indicated that there was a struggle between
a man named Walter and some one In the
Latimer house.

Walter F. Elwell. who lives on llalsey
street, directly back of the Latimer home,
and who. according to Mrs. Latimer's own
admissions on the stand yesterday, was a
party to a back-yar- d fence flirtation with
her. is tho only Walter besides Walter
Latimer, wno has been mentioned In the
case.

Tntlilll Claim AHbl.
"William H. Tuthill declared to-d- that

he could prove a perfect alibi for the night
of July 1 and the morning of July r, when
Latimer was shot. Tuthill refused to dis-
cuss his relations with Mrs. Latimer, but
said he would tell everything on the wit-
ness stand Monday n!sht

Tuthill came home last night from White
Lake, where be had been with bis father
and family.

"You know that your name has been con
nected with the Latimer case?" Mr. Tuthill
was asked by a reporter, who saw him at
his home. No. 3S5 Vanderbllt avenue.

"So it appears." responded Mr. Tuthill.
who seemed very much worried, although
he said he wasn't. "I have Just been read-
ing the testimony as It Is printed in the
newspapers, but haen't read all of It yet.
I am not afraid of anything In this case. I
have a perfect alibi and will establish it
at the proper time."

"Did you read Mrs. Latimer's testimony
concerning your relations with her?"

"Yes; but I will not discuss that. When
I go on the witness stand I will answer all
questions about It. but not now."

BOY PLAYED TARGET

AND WAS WOUNDED

Waller Jones Dared Companion to
