Iensive Changes in Plans.

Dedication of the "World's Fair vri'.l take
place fa the Palaco of Liberal Art. In ttie
afternoon of April W. l&C with pageantry
nnd oratory. The national Snensetfest will
he conducted in the same bulldlns from
June 17 to June 3 of next year.

The 69 great drawings of the Liberal Arts
building were Riven to the contractors yes-

terday for their bids. 'which must be de-
livered to the Director of Works by 1 p. in.
August 2. Tlie structure must be ready for
occupancy by April 1, ISfC

Tills Exposition Palace will be more ac-

cessible to Korea Park than any of the
other structures. Its large hall, unbroken
by courts, make the only serviceable huild-ln- c

for larse assemblies among all of the
architectural giants of the Fair.

Its dimensions will 323X7S0 feet. Not an
ancle in its interior will obstruct the view
from any part of the vat auditorium and
the acoustic effects are expected bv the ar-
chitects to approach perfection. It Is es-
timate) that 12.0Jt persons can be comfort-
ably accommodated on th floor space.

The revised plans as prepared by the ar-
chitects. Harnett. Hanrs and Barnctt of St.
Louis. lessen the cn- -t of construction by
eliminating the inner court, reducing the
staff expense about J3S and by the re-
duction in sue of the great central pavilion,
which held a place on the north facade.
The same pavilion has been shifted to the
south facade since the main entrance to the
Exposition was changed from Llndell bou-
levard.

The gigantic fluted Corinthian columns
which were to have been 9 feet in diameter
and V2. feet high, have been reduced to a
height of SO feet and a of S feet.
They are still the largest columns ever
made in staff. The whole helehth cf the
building has been cut down. Formerlv it
towered 1G0 fet In the air. Xow its highest
point will be 130feet,

On the north and esst facades, the col-
onnades have been omitted, but this fea-
ture has been preserved on the south a"d
west fronts, along the Grand Court and the
transverse avenue.

The trusses, with 140-fo- spans, weigh-
ing thirty-thre- e tons each, have been wiped
out. The trusses are now in Ave bays, to
have a span of ninety-si- x feet each. They
ore much smaller than the largest truss
of the Exp-sitio- n that of the Varted In
dustries Palace 1 feet. AH the decorative
Ftaff work on the entrance pavilion, in-
cluding the crouching Hon on the pedestal
at each side of the entrance, the mono-
lithic female figures In the sprandrels over
the entrance, and the gigantic male figures
Kupportlng the pedestal of the quadriga,
have been retained.

INTERESTING STATISTICS
ON WAR IN PHILIPPINES.

There Were 2..' Ill Engngementii "With
I7nemy "Wounded anil DentliB

Other Than by Dlnennc.

Washington. July 23. Major James Park-
er of the Adjutant General's office, has com-pil- ed

some interesting statistics regarding
the Insurrection In the Philippines. There
were 2.K1 engagements with the enemy,
more or less serious, between February 4,

1K. the date cf the battle of Manila, ar.d
April CO. 1902. fixed as the virtual downfall
of the insurrection. The larger portion of
these fights were attacks from ambush en
the American troops or skirmishes In wolch
only small detachments took part.

"in almost no cass In these engise-ments- ,"

says Major Parker, "did American
troops surrender or have to retreat or have
to leave their dead and wounded in the ios-sessl-

of the enemy, notwithstanding ihat
in many cases the percentage of loss was
high."

The number of troops that have been
transported to the Philippines and have ar-
rived there up to July P last was 4.133 otll-ce- rs

and 123jQ men. The average strength.
taken from monthly returns for the period
of the insurrection. was approximately
40.000.

Major Parker summarizes the casualties
of the American army as follows:

Killed or died of wounds. CS officers and
B3S enlisted men, deaths from disease, 47
officers and 2.333 enlisted men; deaths from
accidents. C officers and 13 enlisted men;
drov.-ned- . C officers and 237 enlisted men;
