STATE SEWER LAW

HAY CORRECT EVILS

President Phillips of the Board of
Public. Improvements Makes

Suggestions.

Enactment of a statue establishing a.
method for constructing publio sewers
throughout the State win do urged by Pres-
ident Phillips of tha Board of Publlo Im-
provements, in his annual report to Mayor
Wells, The sufgesUon will offer a, solution
It Is thought, for difficulties which largo
cities In Missouri have with suburbs and
adjoining counties over adequate sewage
channels.

Mr. PhUHpa desires, most of all. to cor-
rect conditions existing In River des Peres
and Mallne Creek valleys. Tha population
is growlns along these streams and the
waterways are fast becoming; nothing more
than arteries for the discharge of sewage.
The sewage Is brought In the natural chan-
nels Into the city, where It baoomaa a nui-
sance either by contaminating tha water la
the streams or by entering sewers that
were constructed solely to meet tha

of districts lying- inside tba city
limits

Without a State law, Mr. Phillips will
state In his report, the city will fors-va-r be
unable to build an adequate sewage system.
Large trunk sewers are necessary, and they
must be constructed at the expanse of tha
districts which will be benefited by them.
Under present circumstances nothing can
be done toward establishing sewage systems
extending through several counties or mu-
nicipal corporations.

Mr. Phillips's Idea Is that the cost cf th
main sewers should be borne by all the cor-
porations having a beneficiary Interest la
them. With a statute stipulating- - how tru-i- i
sewers may be built and paid for. nuisances
existing In River des Feres and MsJina
Creek could be abated.

His theory Is that SL Louis should not be
compelled to provide means for carrying
away the sewage of outsido districts. Dis-
tricts in which sewage Is deposited Into
natural channels, entering the city, should
share In the cost of building trunk sewers.
It Is not fair, he contends, that this city
should be obliged to build sewers large
enough to drain the sewage In these water-
ways.

TO REVISE WATER RATES.

House Refers Resolution Providing
for Appointment of Commission.

The concurrent resolution for appoint-
ment ot a commission to revise water rates
was referred to the Committee on Legisla-
tion last evenlnjr by the House of Dele-
gates. Mr. Kelly said the commission, as
selected, would cons.at ot three Repub-
licans and two Democrat?. Inasmuch, he
said, as the administration would be held
responsible, he thought the commission
should have a Democratic majority. By a
party vote of 11 to 7. the resolution, on mo-
tion of Mr. Kelly, was referred to the com-
mittee.
