"Well, suppose that I do," McQuillan re
plied, "What do you think about It?"

"I don't think anything about It at all."
said Brunk. "This whole thing is a scheme
to give Kerens the senatorial nomination.
Republicans won't stand far it. We lost
votes the last time when a direct primary
was used and we would again."

After the resolution was passed, a mo-
tion to table was made. According to the
supporters of the resolution, this was laid
on the table, thus preventing any further
action by the club. Advocates of fusion, on
the other hand, say that the motion to re-
consider was withdrawn. The wrangling
wait so intense that no one seems exactly
to know whether it can be taken up again.

Direct Primary for Kerens.
Membera of the St. Louis Republican

Club say that they will fight the direct
primary to the last ditch. They have dis-
covered that If it Is used, the City Commit-
tee will have absolute power to name the
Judges and clerks, something which would
put them at a disadvantage.

With Kerens in absolute control of the
City Committee and a friendly member of
the Board of Election Commissioners, so
say tho stalwarts, the half-bree- would
have everything their own way. They fur-
ther claim that they did not pack the meet-
ing of the Merchants' League Club, but
that they have a majority of Its members
who will work with them. The fusionlsts
assert that Billy Hahn took down his office
force to make up a majority.

As an Instance of the funny position in
which the Merchants' Leagoe Club finds
Itself, it is said that Nntional Committee-
man Kerens, who has the credit of paying
the club's expenses, dare not present his
name for membership.

On the night that the resolution expelling
Kratz and Murrell from membership was
presented the first time, a friend of Kerens
ani.ir.nced that he would like to present
the name of the National Committeeman
for membership.

Up Jumped a friend of Halm's from theEighteenth Ward, who said that if Kerens's
name were presented he would Immediately
present a .resolution denouncing him by
name for participation In the conference
with BUI Phelps In Jia Missouri Pacific of-
fices. By using the lobby nnd A. P. A.
weapon. Kerens would have received short
shrift. Anyway, according to the report, his
name was not presented.

then a Lieutenant of Company M. and
A. Cook. Major of the Twenty-sixt- h Regi-

ment, were present ot a reception given at the
town of San Joaquin by the chief officer of the
town, and while O'Rrien was stationed at the
same, between the 9th of May, lSX). and Mth of
February. 190, and which reception vvas given on
the occasion of the chief officer's marriage.

That at the reception Fred McDonald. William
II. Plummer and Frank A. Cook drank to Intoxi-
cation, and. while in an Intoxicated condition,
took off all their clothing except their troupers
and undershirts and put their uadzrshlrts outside
of their troupers nnd then seized ladles who were
present, native inhabitants of the Island. In their
arms and forced and compelled them against
their will to waltz around the room In which the
reception was being held: and that O'Hrlen had
seen such conduct on the part of McDonald,
liummer and Cook.

That upon another tccaslon. while O'ltrien was
statloneu at San Joaquin. McDonald and Cook
went to the house of a woman of San Joaquin,
whose name wae Inez, and who was a pros-
titute, and who was the wife of a leper, and In
the house each had carca1 knowleuge of the
woman.

That O'Hrlen was with a detachment of Com-
pany M, which entered the town of a Nog th
i8th of December. 1JS9: that be was present at
the town wlien it was burned by the military
forces of the United States on the dav last men-
tioned: and that, upon the occasion ot such entry
he saw an old man shot, by American soldiers
as lie came to his door to look out. and saw the
man fall to his knees, turn around and die.

That at La Nog he saw two other old men
come out of a house hand In hand, one of them
bearing a white flag on a bamboo stick, ard
who were shot down and killed by American
soldiers.

That he. while La Nog was burning, heard the
screams of a woman, who was in one of the
burning houses, and saw In the doorway of the
house the woman and two children, one of whom
was a baby at her breast, and the other a child
about 3 years old. the latter clinging to her
skirts, and saw the woman and children through
the doorway and through the wlndGw of tne
burning house, moving around In a room of tne
same; and that the woman and the two children
were burned to death In the house.

That, following the burning of the town, and
upon the return of O'Brien and the detachment
to the town of Gulmbal, from which 11 had
started for La Nog. one Pedro Gargenaro was
compelled by American officers to kneel down
and. by their direction, was hit on the tack
of the neck with a bolo. with the Intention to
behead him. and was. in fact, then and ihsro
killed by the American officers.

O'nitlES TAKE.V TO PITTSFIELD.
North Adams. Mass., Aug. 7.- - Following

the arrest of Corporal Richard T. O'Brien
at his room here after midnight last night.
It was decided by the United States author-
ities to take the soldier to Pittsfleid for a
hearing before United States Commissioner
Wood.

After consultation of counsel, the caso
was postponed until to await
some definite settlement as to bail.
O'Brien's father was the only one present
at the hearing brides the officials and
counsel. After the postponement the de-
fendant was taken to the House of Cor-
rection at Pittsfleid. where he will remain
until hearing.
