Beating Administered by Regan
Cause of Abe's Departure, Ac-

cording to McKenna
General Fight Talk.

A decisive beating administered to Abe
Attell by Johnny Regan w Nle the two w ere
working together a fortnight ago was, ac-
cording to Jack McKenna. the real reason
for Attell deserting the McKenna camp and
Fettling In Chicago. It was while the men
were preparing for Regan 9 fight with Good-
man that the Incident occurred, he bald,
and tho result was a. quarrel, which ended
by Abe breaking h s relations with the
imrty.

"There la not much in this talk about any
feeling between w," McKenna, "'a-
lthough I spoke sharpl.v to Attell at the
ringside In the Re,an-Guodma- n light. When
tho boys were working down at .Mannion 3
Park lor this battle 1 nt Regan out one
day against Attill and then left them for a
few moment1, wniie they were working.

"Considerable feeling existed between
them and they got to mixing thing? up.
This ended in a downright hgnt. in which
Regan got all the best or it. 1 got baeK In
time to see Attill gittlng the uor-- t end
of the game and stopped the row Attell
didn't say anything at the time, but he
waited until the evening of the fight.

"When Regan would come back to his
corner Attell kept coaching him in an un-
dertone to go and mix things with Good-roa- n.

Kegan thousht this was coming from
me and went in after Goodman Really At-
tell was trjing to cros him and get him
licked. I saw through this after a

and ordered Attell to keep his mouth
shut. He kept on talking, to 1 put him out
of the corner.

"I gave Attell a pretty good raking over
and he took the first opportunity to get out
of town I have nothing against the boy,
except his effort to throw Regan, but I
want to say that there is nobody who can
send him against the best men as I did
and get him to make the same showing.
He hau learned overs thing he ever knew
from me, but h" go' "we!!-head- after his
lights here and thought he was the whole
show. That is the way wjlth fighters.

"Now. I would just liko to say that I will
be glad to send Regan against Attell and
ehow the public which is really tho better
man. Jealousy always xi'necl between
them, and 1 think, it would be a good fight.
Regan will give Attell the weight and will
whip him. He has alwavs been able to do
this, and Attell know It, and that Is why
thcre was feeling between them. I think

' jibe is afraid of Kegan. and I hardly hope
for a match, but if he will meet Johnny, he
will find us ready any day.

"Regan Is still with me and 1 going to
stay. Just as soon as he gets this malaria
out of his system we will put him on again
in some fight. But If Attell will fight
Kegan. I would like to have the match
arranged."

Abe Goodman's defeat of Danny Daugh-
erty was the feature of last week In pugi-
listic circles, so far as this part of thecountry Is concerned, tho bout being about
the only one or Importance pulled off last
week. Goodman's showing !n tho fight fur-
nished aulte a surpriso to those who had
hacked Daugherty to win, as It was hardlv
believed that he would be able to land so
effectually and repeatedly on Danny in thoearly stages or the bout.

Daugherty furnished a surprise of an-
other nature to those who had plaved himon tho strength of his recent fights andhis sturdy appearance. He seemed In thebest of shape when he reached this citv
and-th- c contra In his appearance to tnatof his last visit was pronounced. Hisvictories over Feltz and Goodman In theEa3t seemed to indicate that he was :lght-ln- g

in his old form and he was regarded asa winner by his friends in this city.
Goodman's work changed thl belief Inthe first few rounds and Danghertv's, lackor vitality after six rounds had beenlought was disappointing in the extreme.Again and again he uppercut Goodman In

the face as they clinched and as they
broke, yet his blows were so light as noteven to make Goodman blink. In theseventh round It could clearly be seen thatDaugherty's sole chance was to make asprinting affair of It.

Although showing woakness by lack offorce behind his blows, Daugherty stoodmoro punishment toward the close of thebout than was expected of him. Dannywas generally credited with being easy tokock out and as having a head which could
be rendered dizzy In short order by hard
punches. Forties's quick knock-out- s In his
battles here with Daugherty were responsi-
ble for this idea.

Danny stood punishment fairly well, how-
ever, and It was probably weakness and
want of breath that made him go down In
the fourteenth. In tho fifteenth he seemed
to go down as much from his own volition
os from Goodman's blows In one Instance,
but at tho end he was clearly on the verge
of a knock-ou- t. If his showing of last Sat-
urday was a true Indication of his form It 13

clear that he Is not the boxer he was twoyears ago.
One development of the bout, however. Is

the Introduction of Kid Goodman as a mostImportant factor In the bantam-weig- ht di-
vision. Goodman was scracely known In
the West, except for his bout with Forbes
In the early part of last winter. Now ho
is in line to fight for the bantam champion-
ship and he will not be a long Bhot in tho
betting, either. On his showing In the last
two fights. Goodman will give Forbes a
hard battle. If It is Forbes that he will
meet.

It is certain that Goodman will have to
keep his Jaw protected more carefully when
he lines up against Harrv than ho did lastSaturday evening. Daugherty reached the
point of his chin time and again and if
Forbes does this with either hand Good-
man will not have any time to smile as
he did after Daugherty's blows. That
Goodman is a cleverer Infighter than Forbes
seems certain. Judging from the bat-
tles of both men here. But It is also cer-
tain that Goodman will have to expene?
more cleverness in protecting himself than
he did In his bout with Daugherty.

In the various meetings of the.M; bantams
before tho local club, an interesting studv
or style has been afforded. Forbes has his
own distinctive style of leading and hook-
ing. Regan met him and made the Chi-
cago fighter look silly In their bout. Good-
man In turn meets Regan and certainly has
tho better of tho contest so far as clever-
ness is concerned. Tet it does not follow
that Forbes will be easy for Goodman, as
race track "doping" would Indicate.

Instead, ths difference In style which
proved effective against Regan will give
Harry an opening for his punches. So if
the three men were matched in every pos-
sible combination, an Interesting studv of
perpetual motion would be afforded, pro-
viding that Forbes reached Goodman's jaw.
"Whether he can do this or not. time will
snow.

Feltz and Forbes will tie up at
the American Athletic Club In Chicago, and
Forbes Is the favorite In the affair, al-
though tho distance will favor Tommy. Six
round" Just suits Feltz In meeting a man
llko Forbes, as he can bore In with his
chin on his chest, catch Harry's lead m
the face if necessary, and then work hard
at close range. It will certainly be a fast
bout, but even with conditions favoring
Feltz somewhat, Forbes should be returned
the victor.

Forbes will probably be ready to fight

Abe Attell seems to have deserted Jack

Whatever may have been tho unpleas-

McKenna was hold-
ing him back, preferring to send him
against the highest class men in the ring,
and training him for each contest In such
a manner as to successfully cope with his
opponent's style.

McKenna figured that defeat by a er

would be no discredit to Attell,
while, defeated or victorious, he would bo
brought into general notice all over the
country by his battles. He also showed
astuteness bv matehim? Abe aealnst n.

p fighter like Broad, considered on of the
most dangerous men in his class but who
was possessed of a stvle which Attell's
quickness enabled him to meet successfully.

All this was Ignored by Attell. however,
who was dissatisfied because money was
not coming in faster. He failed to see thatafter he had fought the matches McKenna
had in line for him. that he would b? a rar
greater drawing card, winner or loser, than
he Is y. Had he met Young Corbett
and gone the limit with him, as he seemed
able to do through his excessive speed, At-
tell would have been able to get big monev
at any club In the country, even had he
lost the decision.

Overlooking this fact, he has kicked over
the traces and it remains to be seen
whether the move will bo a wise one. Of
course, there are two sides to each ques-
tion and McKenna has something to bear
In the wrayof blame ror the episode. Ho
is said not to be the most patient man In
the world and there are rumors or frequent
disagreements in his camp. He was prob-
ably as much to blame as Attell for this
trouble, but It looks as though Attell should
nbt have deserted his manager in the man-
ner he did.

As far as the fight in which Attell is to
figure. Is concerned it appears as though
a good contest should result. Abel WW
be remembered here for his battle with
Tommy Sullivan of Brooklyn. The men
met before the West End Club and for
round after round Sullivan fairly cut Abel
to pieces bv steady blows to the face,
closing Abel's eye and cutting him badly.

Abel grimly waited his chance, however,
and finally got his opportunity to send in
one to the jaw. AH the concentrated feel-
ing of about fourteen rounds of restraintwaa put behind that punch and it knocked
Sullivan completely through the ropes and,
after tho episode in whichVernon Johns and Dave1 Nelson figured, won
Abel the battle"

If Abel can put one blow of that sort toany portion of Attell's anatomy, it looks asthough the San Francisco fighter will havelittle chance. Abel's chances of landing adecisive punch seem even slighter with At-
tell than with Sullivan, however, as At-
tell's sprinting ability will serve him Ingood stead. The contest should certalnly
rcsult in a good fight.

Johnny Corbett has reached the Toung
Corbett training camp and everything isrunning along smoothly at the place, to
Judge from reports. Corbett Is said to be
training faithfully and to be working him-
self Into the best possible condition for his
return match. He evidently is not making
the mistake of holding McGovern cheaply
and both men should be able to fight on
their merits.

S10K North Grand avenue precipitated a
riot In 'Little Jerusalem" yeterday after-
noon by assaulting two women, one little
girl and four men

Clubs, chairs, bricks and a butcher knife
were used by h'm as weapons and when
Policemen Gain ard Dwyer of the Fourth
District tried to arrest him he attacked
them with his fists and fought them until
clubbed Into submission.

The women assaulted by Lohbek were
Mrs Annie Jackson of No. 1237 North
Eighth street and 4Irs. Sarah Stein-
berg of No. KE6 North Eighth street, the
g rl was EsthT Jackson, the
daughter of Mrs. Jackon, and the men
were Julius Levanthal, a butcher at the
southw-e-- t corner of Eighth and BIddIo
streets. Jlax Shipiro of No. 80S Wash
street. Isaac Frank of No. 127 North Eighth
street and Isadore Hapkie, a horseshoer
at No. 7!0 Biddle streeL
IleatH AVonann and Child With Broom.

Lohbek had been visiting nt the home of
Charles Harris, which Is In the rear of No.
12T7 North Eighth street, and when he
emerged therefrom shortly after noon he
was under the Influence of 1'quor. He. had
been drinking before he called on Harris.
As he was leaving the Harris home lohbek
encountered 4Irs. Jackson, who was sweep-
ing the j ard. and without any provocation
he seized the broom which she was using
and struck her over the head with it sev-

eral times. 4Irs. Jackson screamed for
help and her little daughter, Esther, ap-

peared on the scene. As. soon as he caught
sight of the child Lohbek turned upon her
and struck her several times in the face
and about the heed with the broom.

The girl screamed and tried to ward ott
the blows by placing her arms above her
head. In the meantime a crowd had col-

lected about the Jackson home, attracted
by the screams of Mrs. Jackson and her
daughter.

Isaac Frank, who was the first to arrive,
attempted to take the broom away from,
Lohbek and finally, after a fierce struggle,
succeeded, when the latter grabbed a heavy

club which was lying In the yard and sot
upon Frank, striking him several times.

Max Shapiro then took a hand and he
was dealt with the same as the others.
By that time the crowd had rwejlcd In num-
bers until the street In front of the Jack-
son home was filled with people, mostly
Jews. Raising the club above, his head.
Lohbek rushed through the crowd, striking
every one with whom he came in contact.
Running across the street, he tried to en-

ter the home of ilrs. Steinberg and when
she refused him admittance he picked up
a chair and threw-- it through tho door at
her. The chair struck 4Irs. Steinberg on
the head, inflicting a scalp wound.

Then Lohbek ran out to the street and
once more charged upon the crowd, all of
whom seemed to be afraid of him. He
still carried the club and used the weapon
on every one In his way. Policemen
Gain and Dwyer, who had been attracted
by the screams of the terrified men and
women, appeared on the scene at this Junc-
ture and seeing them Lohbek started to
run south bn Eighth street. At Biddle
street he entered the butcher shop of Le-

vanthal. and when the proprietor refused
to allow him to run out through the back
yard he seized a long knife from the coun
ter and attacked him. In the strug-
gle which ensued Levanthal was cut above
the left eye.

Pelts Pnraaera "With Stones.
Lohbek then rushed out to the street, and

when he saw the policemen and the crowd
were almost upon him, he grabbed several
stones which were lying In the gutter and
threw them at his pursuers. Ono of the
stones struck Isidore Hopkle In the back
and another Struck Policeman Gain.

The policemen finally closed in upon Loh-

bek. and. after unarming him, they at-

tempted to place him under arrc3t. He
showed battle, however, and the bluecoats
succeeded In arresting him only after a
hand-to-ha- fight, in which Lohbek was
decidedly worsted. In the excitement ElUs
Friedman, a tailor, living at No. 110S North
Thirteenth street, was struck several times
by the two policemen and afterwards was
locked up at the .Can- - Street Station with
Lohbek. Friedman declares he was merely
,a bystander, and had no part whatever in
the trouble He said he had never seen
Lohbek before, and had joined the crowd
only to learn what the excitement was
about. He was later released on bond.

At the Can- - Street Station a charge of
disturbing the peace was placed against
Lohbek. and Friedman was charged with
resisting an officer. It is probable, how-
ever, that the persons who were assaulted
by Lohbek will apply for a warrant against
him.
