GRAINS SLUMP SHARPLY

ON SELLING BY SHORTS.

GOVERNMENT REPORT RE-

GARDED AS BEARISH.

Trading Brisk Throughout Session,
With Professionals on the

Buying Side.

Bulls assumed a decided advantage in the
local grain market jesterday. Their oper-
ations were based on the Government crop
report and their efforts o boost speculative
prices were aided by short covering follow-
ing the recent rush to sell.

Traders who had predicted a decidedly
bearish offlclal estimate of the years output
were grievously disappointed when they
found that figures based on the Govern-
ment report Indicated a deficit of nearly

bu., as compared with last year's out-
put.

The return of warmer weather was more
than offset by an Increased export demand
and higher cables. Bujing began early and
continued until the close. Professionals were
active throughout and it was said that
much of tho trading was for the accounts
of commission houses and exporting firms.
