BUT THE TONE IS FIRMER.

GOULD ISSUES MOST CON-

SPICUOUS IX TRADING.

Return of J. Pierpont Morgan, It
Is Thought, Will Start Many

Plans Moving.

Now York, Aug. 13. There was no Im-
provement In the activity of the trading In
the stock market y, but the tone was
firmer and did not reflect the disposition to
liquidate on all advances which wan a fea-
ture of yesterday's market--. For the most
part, however, the representative stocks
were neglected and sluggish. The Gould
stocks were the most conspicuous In the
trading, Missouri Pacific leading In point of
activity. There were heavy dealings also
In all of the Wabash securities and In Tex-
as and Pacific. The Southwestern railroads
are expected to gain a special benefit from
the large crop and the winter wheat crop
In that territory Is also In a high average
condition. The Wabash stocks were espe-
cially affected by reports of aggressive
steps being taken to secure terminal facil-
ities both in Pittsburg and In Baltimore for
the use of Wabash'u Eastern extensions.

Fitful Tradlnir In Soft Coalers.
There was a fitful speculation in the soft

coal stocks based upon the benefit felt by
that trade as an incident of the (paralysis
of the anthracite trade. There were per-
sistent rumors as well of an Intention on
the part of the Norfolk and Wastern direc-
tors to advance the dividend rate on that
stock. The settlement of the elevated rail-
road troubles helped Manhattan and the
Goulds as a group. Ther was a notable
show of strength In a number of minor rail-
road stocks, especially In the granger re-
gion. The brokers employed by the specu-
lative interest which accomplished the
Louisville and Nashville transfer were con-
spicuous in thesa operations.

The National Lead stocks responded to
the reports of a combination In the lead In-

terests of the country. United States Steel
hot up Ti on the news of an additional

distribution of $10,000,000 profits to the un-
derwriting syndicate, thus bringing the to-

tal distribution up to 30,000,000 on actual
paid-i- n subscriptions of $25,000,000 The stock
relapsed quickly into comparative inactiv-
ity, but with a fractional gain retained.
The aggressive steps being taken on behalf
of the Northern Securities Company to clear
up litigation against that corporation and
the hopeful views expressed of its earnings
by James J. Hill give the impression that
active steps are pending toward a distribu-
tion of the stock.

Awaiting; Return of Morgan,
This and many other plans are supposed

to be waiting on the return of J. P. Morgan,
who sailed for New York y. Among
the weak features Amalgamated Copper
was affected by the unstable tone of theraw copper market. The price of Rock Is-
land was lowered, supposedly with a view
to discourage the disposition of minority
holders to liquidate their holdings rather
than consent to the conversion plan. Funds
were more freely offered en call to-d- and
the rate was easier. The active export de-
mand for wheat encouraged the offering: of
exchange bills and the rate for sterling
showed no recovery from yesterday's de-
cline. The closing was quite active and ir-
regular.

Wabash debenture bonds were the feature
of the bond market. The Central of Geor-gia second Incomes were also In demand.
Total sales, par value, $2,710,000. United
States bonds were all unchanged on the lastcall.
