Democratic Editors Discuss Cam-
paign Issues Allied Third

Party Loses Another Pros-
pective Candidate.

The National Republican League will not
meet In St. Louis upon the occasion of
President Roosevelt's visit In October. The
Republican State League of Missouri has
found It Impracticable to make the neces-
sary arrangements.

This announcement was made by Collector
Charles F". Gallenkamp, president, and
William H. Hahn, secretary, of the State
league, after a conference with representa-
tives of the Business Men's League yester-
day. They wrote to Isaac Miller Hamilton,
president of the national organization, say-
ing that they could not meet his proposi-
tions for the entertainment of delegates.

Secretary Saunders of the Business Men's
League. In explaining the situation, said:

"Last month Mr Hamilton sent two gen-

tlemen to St. Louis to ask what we would
do to get the convention. These gentlemen
went to President Gallenkamp and Secre-
tary Hahn, who came to the Business Men's
League to know if they would be supported
financially In an effort to get the conven-
tion

"An offer In writing was sent to Mr.
Hamilton, and as the value of the conven-
tion to St. Louis In a business way depend-
ed considerably upon all the preliminary
work of organizing, to bring a large num-
ber of people here, a prompt decision was
asked. Mr. Hamilton's representatives
promised a speedy answer, but It did not
come. The time that should have been used
In advertising tho convention and working
It Into popularity slipped by, and every
week made its value to St. Louis less.

"No call for tho convention was Issued,
and In the States which should have been
holding State conventions and organizing
clubs and drum corps to come to St. Louis,
no one knew when or where the national
convention was to be held.

"Finally Mr. Hamilton came to St Louis,
a month and a half after the offer had been
made, and said the St. Louis offer was not
satisfactory. He wanted St. Louis to pay
for maintaining a headquarters In Chicago
for preliminary work, and wanted soma
other things not In the original proposition.

"The matter was considered very care-
fully from a business standpoint by the
same gentlemen who had underwritten the
first proposition, and It was decided to with-
draw all propositions made for the conven-
tion "

NO REPUBLICAN HAR1IOXY IX SIGHT.

Tvnmcron Conferences Held Yesterday
. to Offset Committee's Action.
Republican politicians arc stilt wrought

up over the action of the City Committee in
ordering a direct nominating primary. Not
only are ward meetings being held to in-
dorse and condemn the arbitrary assump-
tion of power to name a slate, but the slate-make- rs

themselves are having trouble in
securing any sort of harmony.

Tor there 13 no harmony. Members of the
minority in the City Committee, as well
as the St Louis Republican Club, make no

bones of tho fact that they will not consent
to the scheme which It Is now proposed to,

brlnir about. Thpv am confident that thA
State Committee will recognize the ten mi-
nority committeemen as the official Re-
publican City Central Committee If the
Ziegcnheln majority insists on maintaining
its present position.

Last night a number of the St. Louis Re-
publican Club members met at the club-
house on Vandeventer avenue and discussed
the advisability ot nutting an independent
ticket In tho field. Thev are confident that
tho majority of tho party Is with them In
resenting the action of the City Committee.

They claim that fusion Is virtually selling
out everything for nothing. The assumption
that Meriwether can command any great
number of those who voted for him last
vear.is considered preposterous". Not only
has his dicker with Kerens and Phelps lost
him all the bolting Democratic strength
which he possessed last jear. but the Re-
publicans who were with him then, but donot propose to be sold out to the old

machine, against which they pro-
tested when they joined him.

The Allied Third party has taken anotherbig slice of his strength, so that his or-
ganization has all the elements of a polit-
ical gold brick.

Members of the St. Louis Republican Club
do not propose to take definite steps towardpushing forward an Independent ticket un-
til every effort has been made to convert
the majority In the city committee. They
claim that this majority has bolted theparty In making the deal with Meriwether,
and that persistence In the course will Just-
ify summary action on their part.

New York, Aug. IS Upon the point

whether Charles L. Fair was instantly
killed or whether his wife sunUexl him,
even for an Instant, after the fatal auto-
mobile accident which ended both their
lies In France, depends the disposition of
his share In his father's millions. So far
this fact Is unknown in this country.

Both Mr. and Mra. Fair left wills, made
a year ago. There are rumors that Mr.
Fair made a later will, and a search is
being made for It. Mrs Fair's will Is
understood to have left all to her relatives,
who are thus certain of her private fortune,
between $300,000 and $1,000,000. and in case
she lived lcnger her husband's millions also.

Mrs. Hannah E. Nelson, Mrs. Fair's
mother, will go to San Francisco to look
after her interests, although she has confl-'den-

In her daughter's repeated assur-
ances that the family would be provided
for.

Tnrough all the avenues of the story the
idea of premonition shows strong. Mr. Oel-rlc-

said he never expected Mr. Fair to re-
turn: Mrs. Fair told her mother of fears,
and the automobile was In a previous col-
lision, which frightened her.

NOBODY ANY GOOD.

It will be a strange story. Indeed. Illus-
trative of the maxim that there Is no mis-
fortune that does not bring good to some
one, if the death of Mr. and Mrs. Charles
L. Fair should take the relatives of Mrs.
Fair from the comparative poverty in
which they always have lived and make
them the possessors of the many millions
of dollars which came to her husband
when his father's estate was divided.

Not that they have ever wanted for any-
thing in tho way of the necessaries of life
in the last few jears. Mrs. Fair did not
forget them, nor did she forsake 'them
when her own path was cast in such pleas-
ant wavs. f

Never a Christmas passed that all of
them did not receive a present which
proved sho was thinking of them; every
month her mother received $250; a hand-som- o

house was built for her and the two
brothers of Mrs. Fair and her two sisters
also had homes presented to them.

More than all, she told her mother on all
her visits to her that she and the others
would be provided for well should anything
happen to her, and that they had no cause
to worry about the future.

That this will come ft pass there Is no
doubt.

The call was made for the nomination of
a cointj' ticket, but after ihe delgates had
assembled only two candidates were named.

for Countj' Judge, and Grant Thompson of
Rosedale for Sheriff. When Thompson was
declared the nominee for Sheriff, Delegate
Samuel Lergett of Quarry made a motion
that the convention dispense with the nomi-
nation of the rest of the ticket, and thecounty central Committee be empowered to
fill the vacancies on the ticket, should It see
fit. The motion wjs carried unanimously

Practlcally every township in the county
had been scoured during the last few weeks
in order to get material for a ticket, but the
Republicans would not listen to any offers
for the proposed political honors.

Jersey County Is Democratic by a plural-
ity of 700, and no one had the temerity to
accept a place on a ticket with sucn odds
against it.

The convention was noted for its short-
ness, less than one hour being consumed In
its deliberations.

gate Kelly of the Twentieth Ward, who op
posed the attempt cf the Committee on San-
itarj- Affairs of the Houe to amend the
pure-mil- k bill, so as to authorize the Health.
Commissioner to appoint analysts and In-
spectors. The amendment was defeated and
the appointment power given to Chemist
Teichmann Instead of Doctor Starkloff.

The Health Commissioner and his assist-
ant deny that the men were discharged on
account of Kellj's vote on the pure.mllk
bill. Doctor Starkloff jaid the men were re-
leased In order to cut down expenses. Mr.Francis said the Commissioner has benintending for several weeks to reduce theforce.
It is a matter of history In the City Hall

that Doctor Starkloff was displeased over
the section In the bl.l placing the Inspection
of milk under the supervision of the City
Chemist. He considered the matter so im-
portant that he adroitly mentioned It to
Mayor Wells.
