“Poor fatber, poor father. Mother must
I never learn of this' is all the grief-strick-
en young man could suy when ne arose 10
his feet. H!s father’s friends tried to con-
sole him, bLut he could not be reconciled to
the thought that hisx father had committed
s-ul--lfdc. and continuslly gave way to his
grief.

The friends of the dead man begged to
have the facts of the death supp
but Doctor Hochdoerfer explained that he
was In duty bound to make a report to the

There was no
odor of curbolie acid, either In the tumbler
or about the room, a fact which was con-
sidered strange, in view of the fact that the
odor of acid was extremely noticeable when
the autopsy was performed.

Mr. Leavitt was born In Dorchester, Mass.,
about sixty-three yeéars ago and came 0
this city when a young man. He engaged
in the coffee and sugnr brokerage business,
In which he was actively engaged up to the
tHime of Gis death.

PROMINENT IN CHURCH "
FOR TWENTY-FIVE YEARS,

For over twenty-five years Mr., Leavitt
had been prominently ldentified with Epls-
copal Church affairs. He was a close per-
sonmal friend of both Blshop Tuttle and
the latter's predecessor, the late Bishop
Robertson. Over twenty years ago he was
elected treasurer of the diocess of M
a position he filled with great credit to
himself up to the time of his death,

Years ago when the resident section was
in the eastern part of the city Mr. Leavitt
wis u member of Christ Church Cathedral
and one of Itz first vestrymen. Later he
was cne of the founders of the Episcopal
Church of the Ascension, ts first senjor
warden and alz2o a member of Its original
vestry. He was considered a plllar of the
church and was frequently consulted by

the Reverend James R, Winchester, the
rector, ubout matters pertaining to the
parizh.

About thirty-five yvears ago he married
Aliss Harriet A. Bent of Cambridge, Masa
At that ilme he was traveling in India and
Mlsa Bent went there to be married,

Of the two sons who survive him, Sher-
man is a professor of chemistry at Wash-
Ingtan University, and Franklin is a clerk
in the Siate National Bank. The latter s
married and resides with his wife and two
children. at Ferguson,

While Mre. Leavitt
away, and until lnst Saturday, Franklin
and hils family had been stopping at his
father's home to Keep the latter company.
Last Suturday word was received that Mrs,
Leavitt and son Shermon would soon start
hame, and as thers would be no rooem in the
fiouse for Franklin and his family after
their return, he moved back te Ferguson.

“Business had been dull for some time
fn Mr. Leavitt’s line,” said he. *1 think,
bowever, that he was comferfably fixed
financially. He owned some property in
Cabanne, though I don’t know how much.”

Arrangements for the funeral will be de-
ferred untll after the arrival of Mrs Leav-
itt. Business assoclates of Mr., Leavitt will
be asked to act as pailbearers, and the Rev-
erend Doctor Winchester will probably con-
duct the services.
